•	Yonder Alonso extended his hitting streak to four games with a 
double in the seventh...is batting .341 (28-for-82) over his last 25 
contests with 20 runs scored. 

•	Ryon Healy committed an error in the seventh inning and now has 
12 total errors this season, including 10 at third base...entering to-
day, he ranked in the top five in both categories. 

•	Matt Joyce went hitless (0-for-3), snapping his seven-game hitting 
streak...during the streak he hit .550 (11-for-20) with fifve runs, four 
doubles, a home run and four walks. 

•	With the loss, Sean Manaea snapped his five-game winning streak 
that began on 5/20 vs. BOS...during the streak he had a 2.84 ERA. 

•	Stephen Vogt made his first apperance in the left field since 7/2/14...
he’s made four total appearances in that position...it is his 21st out-
field apperance.

•	Brian McCann and Yuli Gurriel each extended their hitting streaks 
to seven games...McCann is hitting .321 (9-for-28) in those games, 
while Gurriel is hitting .333 (10-for-30).

•	Gurriel registered his 16th multi-hit game with a pair of singles. 

•	With a single in the sixth, Carlos Correa has now hit safely in nine 
of his last 10 games...recorded his 27th multi-hit game, a team high. 

•	Mike Fiers is 4-0 in his last five starts with a 1.72 ERA...he has a 
1.42 ERA in the month of June (entered the contest ranked fourth 
in the AL among starters with a 1.40 ERA)...has won seven straight 
decisions on the road, going 7-0 in his last 11 road starts with a 3.81 
ERA. 

•	The Astros have now won nine straight games at the Coliseum and 
14 of their last 15 overall against the Athletics...the current streak at 
the Coliseum is the Astros longest at a road ballpark. 

•	At 49-24, the Astros are off to their best start in franchise history...
previous best of 44-28 occured in 1998.
