ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Snapped their nine-game road losing streak Sunday but also lost at home…are now 8-
5-1 at Phoenix Muni and 2-9 on the road…the pitching staff has the second highest ERA in the majors 
(5.67), has allowed the third most hits (265), is tied for the third most home runs (29) and has yielded the 
fourth most runs (149)…the offense ranks second in the majors in walks (99) but is hitting .258, which is 
tied for the second lowest mark in the Cactus League…is tied for the fewest doubles in the majors 
(38)…the A’s are the only team in the majors without a sacrifice hit…this is the A’s 43rd Spring Training in 
Arizona, their 30th

P consecutive spring in Phoenix…trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 
1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982…with yesterday’s rain out, the A’s are now scheduled to play 
34 games, including 31 in Arizona, returning to the Bay Area for three games with the Giants on March 28 
and 30 in San Francisco and March 29 in Oakland…the 34 games are tied for second most in Oakland 
history to the 37 games played in 2009…the A’s went 12-17-3 last spring, their second consecutive spring 
with a losing record (17-18-2 in 2009)…the .422 winning percentage was the A’s worst mark since 1990 
when they went 6-10 (.375)…the three tie games were the A’s most since moving to Arizona in 1969. 

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’s have agreed to terms with all 40 players on the 40-man roster…four of 
those players are under contract beyond the 2011 season…Brett Anderson is signed through 2013 with 
club options for 2014 and 2015…Kurt Suzuki is also signed through 2013 with a club option for 
2014…Grant Balfour and Brian Fuentes are both signed through 2012 with club options for 2013…Michael 
Wuertz has a club option for 2012. 

A’s TOP PROSPECTS: Seven of the A’s top 10 prospects according to Baseball America began this 
spring in major league camp…the list includes three players already on the A’s 40-man roster in Chris 
Carter (#2), Tyson Ross (#4) and Michael Taylor (#10)…four are non-roster invitees including Grant Green 
(#1), Michael Choice (#3), Jemile Weeks (#5) and Max Stassi (#6)…the other three are Aaron Shipman 
(#7), Yordy Cabrera (#8) and Ian Krol (#9)…two of the A’s top 10 appear on Baseball America’s Top 100 
Prospect List including Grant Green (#63) and Chris Carter (#91). 

JAPANESE RELIEF EFFORTS: In their ongoing efforts to support victims of the Japanese earthquake 
disaster, the Oakland A’s announced that the team will donate $1 for every ticket sold to their Sunday, 
April 3 game against the Seattle Mariners at the Oakland-Alameda Coliseum to the Red Cross for their 
relief efforts in Japan…in addition, the A’s have established a new web site, 
www.oaklandathletics.com/japan, which will allow fans to make tax-deductible donations to the A’s 
Community Fund, with 100 percent of those proceeds — along with money raised from the April 3 game — 
given to the Red Cross…before and during the April 3 game, the A’s will conduct a silent auction of signed 
and game-used baseball equipment by Oakland players, with 100 percent of the proceeds raised going to 
the relief efforts…the auction will also feature personally-signed game jerseys worn by Japanese baseball 
icons Hideki Matsui and Ichiro Suzuki on 2011 Opening Night…a limited supply of personally-signed 8x10 
color photos of Matsui will be sold for $50 each.

#49 BRETT ANDERSON LHP (1-2, 4.50 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his fifth appearance and fourth start of the spring...is 1-1 with a 
2.25 ERA (3 er in 12.0 ip) in his three starts after allowing four runs in 2.0 innings in his 
first outing of the spring, which came in relief…two stints on the disabled list with elbow 
problems limited him to just 19 starts in 2010…was 7-6 with a 2.80 ERA after going 
11-11 with a 4.06 ERA in his first season…tossed 112.1 innings and did not qualify for 
the league leaders…however, based on a minimum of 100 innings pitched, he ranked 
fifth in the AL in ERA…also ranked fourth in fewest home runs per nine innings (0.48), 
fifth in fewest walks per nine innings (1.76) and lowest run support (3.53), eighth in 
strikeout to walk ratio (3.41) and ninth in opponents slugging percentage (.353)…is 
now 15-10 with a 2.88 ERA in 36 starts since June 29, 2009…his ERA is second lowest among AL pitchers over that span (min. 200 ip).

Is scheduled to make his ninth appearance of the spring…is tied for fifth in the Cactus 
League in games pitched (8)…has allowed at least two runs in four of his eight 
outings…opponents are 14 for 40 (.350)…the 2010 season was his fourth in the 
majors but it marked the first time he spent the entire year at the big league level…was

by a left-handed reliever with 71…ranked second among American League relievers in appearances, tied for fourth in innings pitched (74.2), tied 
for sixth in strikeouts and 10th in opponents batting average (.194)…the opponents batting average was a career low as was his .272 on-base 
percentage…posted career-highs in saves, innings pitched and strikeouts…first batters faced were 9 for 69 (.130) with six walks (.200 on-base 
percentage)…the batting average was sixth lowest in the AL and the on-base percentage tied for sixth…allowed 7 of 33 (21.2%) inherited runners 
to score, which was the seventh lowest percentage in the AL.

Is scheduled to make his third appearance of the spring…allowed two runs in the ninth 
inning in his last outing Saturday against the White Sox after tossing a scoreless 
seventh inning in his first outing a week ago today against the Cubs…was 2-3 with a 
career-high six saves and a 4.31 ERA in 48 relief appearances with the A’s in
