•	Marcus Semien played in his 461st game as a short-
stop with the A's, tying Alfredo Griffin for seventh-most 
games at shortstop in Oakland history...with five more, 
Semien will tie Cliff Pennington for sixth.

•	Only two of the fifteen runners Danny Coulombe has 
inherited have scored (13.3%), a mark that is tied for 
fourth in the American League.

•	Since beating Houston 8-1 on the road on 4/27, the As-
tros have outscored Oakland 49-12 (6 games).
