•	The Athletics are 37-12 since June 16, tied with Bos-
ton for the best mark in the MLB...the A's are now 49-0 
when leading after seven innings, the only team in the 
MLB that is undefeated when leading after seven.

•	Sean Manaea struck out three, the first of which was 
his 100th strikeout of the season...in three major-league 
seasons, Manaea has hit the century mark all three 
times.

•	Manaea logged 7.2 innings, allowing two runs on five 
hits...it was his longest start since his no-hitter of Bos-
ton on 4/21/18.

•	With a double in the bottom of the first inning, Matt 
Chapman extended his career-long on base streak to 27 
games, which is the longest active streak in the Ameri-
can League and the second-longest in the major leagues 
behind St. Louis' Matt Carpenter (31).

•	During the streak, Chapman is batting .359...he also ex-
tended his career-long hitting streak to 11 games...with 
three doubles, Chapman tied both his career high and 
the Oakland single-game record.

•	With his 13th stolen base of the season, Marcus Semien 
set a new career high.

•	Blake Treinen recorded his 31st save...it was Treinen's 
fifth save in 2018 in which all of his outs came via strike-
out.
