ABOUT THE A’S: Won two of three from San Francisco over the weekend to 
begin post All-Star Break play…have won nine of the last 12 games to im-
prove to 14 games over .500 for the fi rst time since fi nishing the 2014 season 
88-74…have not been 15 games over .500 since Sept. 23, 2014 (86-71)…are 
57-43 (.570), which is the third best record in the American League West, the 
fi fth best record in the AL and the sixth best record in the majors…are eight 
games behind Houston in the West and three games behind the second Wild 
Card team, Seattle.

THE LAST 30 GAMES: The A’s are 23-7 (.767) 
dating back to June 16, which is the best re-
cord in the majors over that span…it is Oak-
land’s best record over a 30-game stretch since 
Aug. 24-Sept. 23, 2013 when they were also 
23-7…have come from behind in 15 of the 23 
wins (six runs once, fi ve runs once, four runs 
once, three runs three times, two runs four 
times and one run fi ve times)…have scored the 
winning run in the eighth inning or later in 10 
of the victories (eighth inning three times, ninth inning twice, 10th inning 
twice, 11th inning three times)…have not lost back-to-back games during 
this stretch.

THE LAST 10 SERIES: The A’s are 9-0-1 over their last 10 series and their 10-se-
ries unbeaten streak is their longest since July 28-Sept. 3, 2006 when they 
went 10-0-1 over an 11 series stretch…have not lost a series since being 
swept by Houston in a three-game series in Oakland, June 12-14.

WALK-OFFS AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A’s had back-to-back walk-off  wins 
on Saturday and Sunday and now have six for the season, which is tied for 
fi fth in the majors…have just two walk-off  losses, which is tied for the fewest 
in the majors…are 15-6 (.714) in games decided in the last at bat, which is 
the best mark in the majors…only Toronto has more last at bat wins (19)…
played their 12th extra inning game of the season yesterday, which is tied 
for second most in the majors (Toronto, 13)…are 8-4 (.667) in extra inning 
games, which is tied for the third best record in the majors…also have the 
third best record in one-run games (17-8, .680) and games decided by two 
runs or fewer (30-14, .682)…have 27 comeback wins, which ranks fourth in 
the majors.

THE LATE INNINGS: The A’s lead the majors in runs scored in the eighth (70) 
and ninth innings (50), rank third in runs in the seventh inning or later (177) 
and tied for third in runs in extra innings (13)…have a Major League lead-
ing eight wins when trailing after seven innings and are tied for third in the 
American League with two wins when trailing after eight innings…are 39-0 
when leading after seven innings and are the only team in the majors that 
has not lost a game when leading after seven…have won each of their last 54 
games when leading after seven innings, which is their longest such streak 
since a 61-game streak from June 1-Sept. 22, 2002…last lost when leading 
after seven innings on Sept. 2, 2017 at Texas…are 47-0 when leading after 
eight innings and are one of four teams without a loss in those games (New 
York, Seattle, Texas)…have won each of their last 74 games when leading 
after eight with the last loss coming on July 27, 2017 at Toronto…are batting 
an AL leading .266 (315-for-1182) in the seventh inning or later compared 
to .233 (525-for-2252) in innings 1-6, which is third lowest…have compiled 
a 3.49 ERA (119 er in 307.0 ip) in the seventh inning or later, which is third 
lowest in the AL.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 15-26 (.366) against American League 
West competition compared to 42-17 (.712) against all other teams…are 
tied for the fourth worst intradivision record in the majors…are batting .230 
(317-for-1376) and are averaging 3.80 runs per game (156 runs in 41 games) 
against the AL West, .254 with an average of 5.15 runs per game against 
everyone else…the pitching staff  has a 4.82 ERA (195 er in 364.1 ip) against 
the AL West, 3.47 against all other teams.

HOMESTANDS AND ROAD TRIPS: The A’s begin a seven-game road trip to 
Texas (four games) and Colorado (three games) tonight…this trip concludes 
a stretch where the A’s will play 27 of 35 games on the road from June 19 to 
July 29…are 15-5 in road games over that stretch and have won fi ve series 
and split one…the last time the A’s had a six series unbeaten streak on the 
road was July 31-Sept. 10, 2006 when they also went 5-0-1…have not lost a 
road series since they were swept in a two-game series at Texas, June 5-6…
after this trip, the A’s will play 17 of their next 20 games at home with all 

20 coming in California (three games at Los Angeles-AL)…are 23-9 (.719) on 
the road dating back to May 14 and are 31-21 (.596) overall, which is the 
third best road record in the majors…are 26-22 (.542) at home…went 7-3 on 
the last road trip to Cleveland (2-1), Houston (3-1) and San Francisco (2-1)…
it was the A’s third road trip with seven or more wins, which are their most 
such trips since 2000…went 2-1 on the last homestand against San Francisco 
and have won eight of the last 10 home games.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s have hit a Major League leading 85 home runs on 
the road compared to just 46 at home…are batting .262 (484-for-1848) and 
are averaging 5.40 runs per game on the road (281 runs in 52 games), .224 
and 3.73 runs per game at home…rank second in the American League in 
batting average and runs per game on the road to Houston (.273, 5.67)…have 
the lowest home batting average and the second fewest runs per game.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are scheduled to face a left-handed starting pitcher 
in each of the fi rst three games of this series after facing a lefty in three of 
the previous six games against San Francisco…have won eight of their last 10 
games in which the opponent starts a southpaw and are 16-17 (.485) when 
the opponent starts a left-handed pitcher for the season…the 33 games 
against left-handed starters are fourth most in the American League…are 
41-26 (.612) in games started by a right-hander.

ROSTER NOTES: Yesterday, Jeurys Familia became the 28th player to pitch in 
a game for the A’s this year…that is tied with the Cubs and Rays for second 
most in the majors (Angels, 29)…it matches last year for second most in Ath-
letics history to the record of 30 in 2015…have used 12 starters, which is tied 
for second most in the majors to Tampa Bay (14)…have a Major League lead-
ing 11 pitchers with fi ve or more starts…A’s starting pitchers have combined 
for nine stints on the disabled list, including two each by Paul Blackburn and 
Trevor Cahill.

RANKINGS: The A’s rank fi fth in the American League in runs (460) and ex-
tra base hits (330) and tied for fi fth in home runs (131)…pitchers lead the 
league in wild pitches (60), have the fourth fewest strikeouts (747) and the 
fi fth fewest walks (290)…opponents have been caught stealing 29 times, 
which is the most in the AL and third most in the majors…opponents have 
the third lowest stolen base percentage in the AL (69.8) but the third most 
steals (67)…the off ense ranks last in the majors in steals (23), attempts (40) 
and stolen base percentage (57.5)…rank fourth in the AL in most errors (61)…
have the second fewest outfi eld assists in the majors (9).

THE ALL-STAR BREAK: The A’s had a 55-42 (.567) record at the All-Star Break, 
which was the third best record in the American League West, the fi fth best 
record in the AL and the sixth best record in the majors…it was the fi rst time 
since 2014 (59-36) and just the third time in the last 10 years the A’s had 
a winning record at the break…the 97 games are second most in Athletics 
history (98 in 1973)…set an Athletics record for extra base hits at the break 
(321) and had the third most home runs (127).

A’s vs. RANGERS: The A’s are 4-5 against the Rangers…are 2-2 in Oakland and 
2-3 in Arlington…have lost 14 of the last 21 games on the road but have won 
11 of the last 16 in Oakland…over the previous fi ve seasons, the A’s have won 
the season series in odd numbered years and the Rangers in even numbered 
years…are 53-51 against Texas dating back to the start of the 2013 season…
are 356-366 all-time against the Texas Rangers…that breaks down to 189-
172 in Oakland and 168-194 in Texas…are 101-106 at Globe Life Park…have 
an all-time record of 453-448 against the Rangers/Senators franchise.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Khris Davis Khris Davis is a .298 career hitter against Texas with 21 home runs and 47 
RBI in 46 games…the home runs and RBI are his most against any team…
Jonathan Lucroy has an 11-game hitting streak against the Rangers dating 
back to June 12, 2010 (14-for-38, .368)…Blake Treinen ranks second among 
Major League relievers in ERA (1.08) and Lou Trivino ranks fourth (1.36).

OAKLAND A’S 50th ANNIVERSARY MOMENTS

In 1976 Vida Blue tosses a six-hit shutout and strikes out 13 in the A’s 2-0 
win over Kansas City to record his 100th career victory…he would go on 
to win 124 games in an Oakland uniform, second only to Catfi sh Hunter’s 
131…in 1996 Terry Steinbach hits his eighth career grand slam in the A’s 
8-4 win at Chicago…it was his fi fth homer in three days.

OAKLAND ATHLETICS
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FOR STARTERS: Was reinstated from the 10-day disabled list July 8 and is 1-0 
with a 3.24 ERA (3 er in 8.1 ip) in two starts since his return…was 0-2 with a 
7.63 ERA in four starts when he was placed on the DL May 19 with a strained 
right shoulder…was signed by the A’s to a minor league contract March 19 
and began the season at Triple-A Nashville…went 1-1 with a 1.89 ERA in four 
starts with the Sounds before he was selected by Oakland May 2…went 1-0 
with a 4.05 ERA on a three-start rehab assignment with the Sounds from 
June 23 to July 7.

THIS AND THAT: Is scheduled to make his seventh start of the season, his 
sixth on the road…the A’s have won in all three of his no decisions and are 
4-2 (.667) in his starting assignments…has surrendered all three of his home 
runs and 15 of his 16 RBI to right-handed hitters…opponents are 11-for-25 
(.440) with runners in scoring position.

FIRST START: He had a no decision in the A’s 3-2 win at Seattle May 2…al-
lowed his only two runs in the third inning on a leadoff  home run by Healy 
and a RBI single by Segura…retired 11 straight before allowing back-to-back 
singles to Haniger and Seager with one out in the seventh…was relieved by 
Dull with Oakland trailing 2-0 but the A’s scored twice in the eighth to get 
him off  the hook and once in the ninth for the win.

SECOND START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 16-2 loss to Houston on 
May 7 in Oakland…allowed nine runs on 10 hits in 3.0 innings…yielded a 
two-run single to Gonzalez in the fi rst and a three-run home run to Springer 
in the second…then allowed a RBI double to Stassi and a RBI single to Altuve 
in the fourth and was relieved by Hatcher with runners on fi rst and second 
and no outs…Hatcher allowed both runs to score plus two more of his own.

THIRD START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 6-2 loss at New York (AL) 
May 13…allowed three runs in the fi rst inning on a two-run single by Stan-
ton and a RBI single by Hicks…Oakland scored a run in the fi fth, but he al-
lowed a run in the bottom of the fi fth on a Stanton home run…left after fi ve 
innings trailing 4-1.

FOURTH START: He had a no decision in the A’s 3-1 win at Toronto on May 
18…tossed just one inning and did not allow a run, despite surrendering two 
hits…left the game early with a strained left shoulder.

FIFTH START: He combined with Petit, Buchter and Pagán on a fi ve-hit shut-
out in the A’s 6-0 win at Cleveland July 8…it was his fi rst win as an Athletic 
since April 7, 2013…tossed fi ve of the innings and allowed three of the hits…
retired the side in order in the fi rst, third and fi fth and allowed runners into 
scoring position in the other two innings.

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A’s 4-3 win at San Francisco on July 
14…Oakland scored a run in the second but he allowed a Hanson RBI single 
in the bottom of the second…the A’s retook the lead with a run in the third 
but he allowed two runs in the fourth inning on a Duggar RBI double and a 
Slater RBI single…was relieved by Petit in the fourth with one out and the A’s 
trailing 3-2 but Oakland scored twice in the seventh for the win.
