ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost two in a row following a season-high tying six-
game winning streak (June 25-30)…are 61-45 (.575), which is the third best 
record in the American League West, the fi fth best record in the AL and the 
sixth best record in the majors…are six games behind Houston in the West, 
which is the closest they have been to fi rst place since May 27 when they 
were 5½ back…are one game behind the second Wild Card team (Seattle), 
which is closest A’s have been to playoff  spot since fi fth game of the season.

FINISHING STRONG: The Athletics are 20-13 in the last game of a series this 
season, including 15-4 in fi nal games of a series since winning the fi nal 
game at Toronto on May 20th…the A’s have won six straight series-ending 
games, with four of those fi ve coming on the road.

IN CASE YOU HADN’T NOTICED: Matt Chapman is hitting .374 (37-for-99) 
with 23 runs, 12 doubles, 2 triples, 3 home runs, 10 RBI, a .457 on-base per-
centage, .626 slugging mark and a 1.083 OPS in his last 28 games since June 
7th…has 7 multi-hit games in his last 10 games since July 15th…has reached 
base safely via hit or walk in 22 of the 28 games…reached base via hit or walk 
49 times during this 28-game stretch…among players with 110 PA in that 
stretch, he leads the Majors in average, 3rd in OPS and on-base percentage, 
8th in slugging.

PLAYER OF THE MONTH?: Khris Davis is hitting .307 (27-for-88) with 16 runs, 
seven doubles, one triple, seven home runs, 24 RBI with a .344 on-base per-
centage, .648 slugging mark and a .991 OPS during July…among American 
Leaguers, is 1st in RBI (24), T3rd in home runs (7), T8th in hits (27), 9th in 
slugging percentage and T14th in doubles (7)…he has 15 rbi in his last sev-
en games…his average, on-base percentage and slugging percentages this 
month are the best monthly numbers this season.

GETTING DEFENSIVE: Despite missing 16 games on the disabled list, Matt 
Chapman is leading the Majors in defensive runs saved with 24…the next 
closest players are Milwaukee’s Lorenzo Cain (17) and Kansas City’s Alex Gor-
don (17)…among third basemen, his next closest is Milwaukee’s Travis Shaw 
(9)…despite appearing in only 84 games in 2017, his 19 defensive runs saved 
ranked 8th in the Majors and 2nd among third basemen behind Colorado’s 
Nolan Arenado (20 in 159 games).

THE LAST 36 GAMES: The A’s are 27-9 (.750) 
dating back to June 16, which is the best re-
cord in the majors over that span…it is the 
best 36-game stretch in the majors this year…
have come from behind in 17 of the 27 wins 
(eight runs once, six runs once, fi ve runs once, 
four runs twice, three runs three times, two 
runs four times and one run fi ve times)…have 
scored the winning run in the eighth inning or 
later in 12 of the victories (eighth inning three 
times, ninth inning three times, 10th inning three times, 11th inning three 
times)…have lost back-to-back games for the fi rst time during this stretch.

GETTING SERIE-OUS: The A’s are 10-1-1 over the last 12 series after losing the 
fi rst two game in Colorado…the 11-series unbeaten streak was their longest 
series unbeaten streak since July 28-Sept. 3, 2006 when they also went 10-
0-1 over an 11 series stretch…the last longer streak was in 1989 when they 
went 9-0-4 over a 13-series stretch from April 10-May 21.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: The A’s are 11-6 (.647) in interleague play and have 
clinched a winning record against the National League for the fi rst time 
since 2015 (11-9) and the 13th time in 22 seasons of interleague play…have 
the seventh best interleague record in the majors (Bos, 7-1; Pit, 12-3; Cin, 
10-3, Philadelphia, 9-4, Chicago, 8-4 & Colorado, 10-5)…rank seventh in ERA 
(3.35)…have hit 24 home runs, which ranks third…after this three-game se-
ries with Colorado, the A’s conclude interleague play with a two-game set 
against Los Angeles-NL on the next homestand (Aug. 7-8)…are 216-185 
(.539) all-time in interleague play, which is fourth best in Major League his-
tory…have a 42-19 (.689) record in interdivision play compared to 19-26 
(.422) against the American League West.

PITCHERS HITTING: A’s pitchers are 3-for-19 (.158) with a run, RBI and four 
strikeouts this year…they are batting .0837 (34-for-406) with four doubles, 
12 RBI, 12 walks and 189 strikeouts since interleague play began in 1997…
the last home run by an A’s pitcher was by Blue Moon Odom on Sept. 4, 1972 
against California…Odom also had last triple on Aug. 22, 1971 vs. Boston…
last extra base hit was by Joe Kennedy, a double on June 12, 2007 at Houston.

EXTRA BASE HITS: The A’s rank T3rd in AL in doubles (203), fi fth in home runs 
(142) and tied for third in extra base hits (361)…hit 11 home runs in the four-
game series at Texas and have a Major League leading 96 home runs on the 
road…that is already the 10th highest single season total in A’s history (9th is 
98 in 2001, 8th is 102 in 2016)…are on pace for 134 home runs on the road, 
which is close to the ML record of 138 set by San Francisco in 2001.

THE LATE INNINGS: The A’s scored 41 runs in the four-game series at Texas, 25 
of which came in the seventh inning or later…lead the majors in runs scored 
in the eighth inning (77), ninth inning (53) and seventh inning or later (203) 
and rank second in runs in extra innings (16)…have a Major League leading 
10 wins when trailing after seven innings…the only times in Oakland history 
the A’s have won more games when trailing after seven innings are in 2014 
(13) and 1969 (12)…are tied for second with four wins when trailing after 
eight innings (New York-AL, 5)…are 41-0 when leading after seven innings 
and are the only team in the majors that has not lost a game when leading 
after seven…are 49-0 when leading after eight innings and are one of three 
teams without a loss in those games (New York, Seattle)…are batting n AL 
leading .270 (342-for-1265) in the seventh inning or later…have compiled a 
3.33 ERA (120 er in 324.0 ip) in seventh inning or later, the 2nd lowest in AL.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: Four of the A’s six wins since 
the All-Star Break have been one-run victories and Oakland is now a Major 
League best 19-8 (.704) in one-run games for the season…have the best re-
cord in games decided in the last at bat (17-6, .739), the third best record in 
games decided by two runs or fewer (32-15, .681) and the third best record 
in extra inning games (9-4, .692).

HOMESTANDS AND ROAD TRIPS: The A’s are 4-2 on this seven-game road trip 
to Texas (4-0) and Colorado (0-2, 1 to go)…are 6-1-1 over their last eight road 
series and are 19-7 over that stretch…prior to losing this series, the seven-
series unbeaten streak on the road was their longest since the 2005 streak 
when they won seven straight…have not had a longer streak since they went 
7-0-1 over an eight series stretch from May 30-July 27, 1994…this trip con-
cludes a stretch where the A’s will play 27 of 35 games on the road from June 
19 to July 29…return home following the game Sunday for an eight-game 
homestand against Toronto (three games), Detroit (three games) and Los 
Angeles-NL (two games)…that begins a stretch where the A’s will play 17 of 
their next 20 games at home with all 20 coming in California (three games 
at Los Angeles-AL)…are 35-23 (.603) on the road, which is the third best road 
record in the majors, compared to 26-22 (.542) at home.

MONTH BY MONTH: The A’s have clinched a winning record in the month of 
July as they are 15-7 (.682) with three games remaining…went 13-12 in April, 
15-14 in May and 17-10 in June…this is the eighth season in Oakland history 
in which the A’s have posted a winning record in April, May, June and July 
(1971, 1972, 1975, 1990, 2003, 2013, 2014)…are second to Boston (17-5) for 
the best record in American League this month…over the last 13 years, the 
only time the A’s have won more than 15 games in July was in 2012 (19-5).

A’s vs. ROCKIES: This is fi rst meeting between A’s and Rockies since 2015 
when A’s won two of three in Oakland, June 29-July 1…it is their fi rst meeting 
in Denver since June 12-14, 2012 when A’s swept a three-game series…have 
won fi ve of the last eight games, including four of the last six at Coors Field…
the all-time series is tied 15-15…are 9-5 in Oakland and 6-10 in Denver.

In 1969 Reggie Jackson becomes the fi rst Oakland Athletic to hit 40 home 
runs in A’s 6-5 win against the Yankees…Vida Blue recorded his fi rst ma-
jor league win in that game…in 1989 Rickey Henderson steals fi ve bases 
but the A’s lose 14-6 to Seattle…in 1992 Dennis Eckersley saves his 33rd 
consecutive game to set what was then a Major League record with 36 
consecutive saves dating back to 1991…he would save 36 straight to start 
the season for a total of 40 consecutive saves…in 2017 Rajai Davis’ walk-
off  home run give the A’s a 5-4 win over Minnesota as Bob Melvin wins his 
1000th game as a manager.

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FOR STARTERS: Was recalled from Triple-A Nashville Tuesday for his second 
stint with the A’s this year and had a no decision that day at Texas…went 5-2 
with a 3.35 ERA in eight starts during his fi rst stint from May 27 to July 9…
began the year with the Sounds and went 1-5 with a 4.39 ERA in nine starts 
before the A’s called for the fi rst time May 27…picked up the win in his lone 
start following his July 10 option when he tossed 5.0 scoreless innings July 
17 against Omaha…is 2-5 with a 3.91 ERA in 10 starts overall at Triple-A.

50 INNING LEADERS: Has allowed just three home runs in 53.1 innings, an av-
erage of 0.51 per nine innings…that is the seventh lowest mark in the Ameri-
can League among pitchers with 50 or more innings…has eight grounded 
into double plays and his average of 1.35 GIDP per nine innings is fi fth best 
among AL pitchers with at least 50 innings.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: Is 2-0 with a 1.42 ERA (12.2 ip, 8 h, 2 r, 2 er, 5 bb, 13 so) 
and .186 (8-for-43) opponents batting average in two interleague starts this 
year…is 2-0 with a 5.40 ERA (9 er in 15.0 ip) in fi ve career interleague appear-
ances, including two starts.

WITH THE BAT: Batted for the fi rst time as a professional on June 20 at San 
Diego and went 0-for-3 with three strikeouts.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Opponents are 9-for-51 (.176) with four walks (.236 
on-base percentage) when leading off  an inning…the opponents clean-up 
hitter is 3-for-22 (.136)…has surrendered three home runs, all to left-handed 
hitters…has yielded 11 of his 14 career home runs to lefties…two of his home

.330 opponents average over his fi nal fi ve starts before his option…walked 
three batters in 21.2 innings over his fi rst three starts but has issued 12 free 
passes in 26.2 innings over his fi nal fi ve.

2018 START-BY-START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 2-1 win over 
Arizona May 27 in Oakland…matched his career best with seven strikeouts…
retired each of the fi rst 10 batters he faced and no-hit the Diamondbacks 
over the fi rst fi ve innings…combined with Pagán on an eight-hit shutout in 
the A’s 16-0 win at Kansas City June 1…tossed a career-high eight innings…
won his third consecutive start in the A’s 7-2 win over Kansas City June 8 in 
Oakland…blanked the Royals on four hits and a walk over the fi rst seven in-
nings before surrendering a two-run home run to Moustakas in the eighth, 
snapping his scoreless streak at a career-high 15.0 innings…was the losing 
pitcher in the A’s 7-3 loss to Houston June 14 in Oakland…allowed a career-
high seven runs on a career-high 11 hits and a career-high tying four walks…
was the winning pitcher in the A’s 12-4 win at San Diego June 20…tossed 
a career-high 105 pitches allowed just one run in 6.2 innings of work…had

WITH NASHVILLE: Went 2-5 with a 3.91 ERA in 10 starts, including one com-
plete game, with Nashville…had a .259 opponents batting average, includ-
ing .193 (11-for-57) against left-handed hitters compared to .291 (34-for-
117) against right-handers…surrendered fi ve home runs, four to righties…
four were solo shots…walked just three batters to lead off  an inning…went 
0-3 with a 6.19 ERA in fi ve starts in April and tossed four innings or fewer 
four times…then went 1-2 with a 3.24 ERA in four starts in May and tossed at 
least fi ve innings in each start…was 2-1 with a 2.33 ERA in six starts at home, 
0-4 with a 6.16 ERA in four starts on the road.

2017 RECAP: Was on the A’s Opening Day roster and compiled a 7.03 ERA 
and .302 opponents batting average in 23 games over two stints with Oak-
land…also went 0-2 with a 5.22 ERA in nine games, eight starts, with Triple-A 
Nashville before an oblique injury ended his season in mid-August…issued 
20 walks in 32.0 innings (5.63 per nine innings) with the A’s for a .408 oppo-
nents on-base percentage…had a .566 opponents slugging percentage and 
.974 OPS…the OPS was the highest in Oakland history by a reliever, the slug-
ging percentage was second highest and the on-base percentage was third
