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ABOUT THE A’S: The A's lost the first game of the spring yesterday at Seattle,
8-1...this is the A's 51st Spring Training in Arizona, their fifth since return-
ing to Mesa in 2015 after a 36-year absence...after training in Bradenton,
Florida in 1968, the A's came west to Arizona in 1969 and trained in Mesa
from 1969-78...moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and then spent 33 seasons at
Phoenix Municipal Stadium from 1982-2014...with the rainout on Thursday,
the A’s are now scheduled to play 23 games this spring plus two exhibition
games in Japan...the 23 games will be the fewest by an A's team during the
spring since 1980 when they had 20...the total includes 20 games in Arizona
and three in the Bay Area against the Giants (March 24-26)..went 14-16-2
(-469) last spring, which was the fifth worst record in the Cactus League...it
marks the third consecutive year Oakland has finished with a losing record
during the spring and it is the third time in Oakland history the A’s have post-
ed a losing record in at least three consecutive springs...also did it in three
straight years from 2009-11 and four straight from 1974-77...the A’s defense
turned 39 double plays, which was second most in the majors (Atlanta, 42)...
committed 24 errors, which tied for fourth fewest in the CL...the offense
ranked third in the CL in fewest strikeouts (25), but were fourth in lowest on-
base percentage (.325) and fewest doubles (59) and fifth in lowest batting
average (.261)...tied with Houston for the Major League lead in sacrifice flies
(16) and also tied for the fewest hit by pitches (8)...hit 44 home runs, which
were the most by an A's team during the spring since 2004 when they had
50...the pitching staff has compiled a 3.82 ERA (83 erin 195.2 ip) over the last
22 games after posting a 7.45 ERA over the first 10 contests...surrendered
38 home runs, which tied for fourth fewest in the CL, but issued 114 walks,
which tied for second most.

A’s vs. WHITE SOX: This is the first of two meetings between the A's and
White Sox this spring..meet again at Camelback Ranch March 10..had a
win, loss and a tie in three games last spring with the A’s losing 7-6 on Feb.
26 on the road, tying 9-9 in Hohokam on March 5 and winning 14-0 at home
on March 18.

IN CAMP: The A’s have 63 players in camp plus two on the 60-day disabled
list (Gossett, Manaea)...the active total includes 40 players on the 40-man
roster, which is full, and 23 non-roster invitees...the breakdown includes 37
pitchers, six catchers, 11 infielders and nine outfielders.

COACHING STAFF: Manager Bob Melvin, beginning his eighth full season
with the A’s, returns his entire coaching staff...returning will be bench coach
Ryan Christenson, hitting coach Darren Bush, pitching coach Scott Emerson,
assistant hitting coach Mike Aldrete, first base coach Al Pedrique, third base
coach Matt Williams, bullpen coach Marcus Jensen and quality control coach
Mark Kotsay.

CONTRACT STATUS: The A's have three players under contract beyond the
2019 season...Joakim Soria and Mike Fiers are signed through 2020 and Ste-
phen Piscotty is signed through 2022 with a club option for 2023...Yusmeiro
Petit has a club option for 2020.

HOW THE A’S WERE BUILT: Of the 40 players on the 40-man roster, six were
drafted by the A's (Bolt, 4th round in 2015; Chapman, 1st round in 2014;
Dull, 32nd in 2012; Olson, compensation following 1st round in 2012; Pin-
der, competitive balance round B in 2013; Trivino, 11th in 2013)...one was
signed as a non-drafted agent (Barrera), seven were signed as free agents
(Anderson, Estrada, Grossman Herrmann, Martini, Petit, Soria) and one was
claimed off waivers (Triggs)...the other 25 were all acquired in trades.

OFF SEASON MOVES: The A’s signed four free agents prior to the start of
camp: Marco Estrada, Mike Fiers (re-signed with Oakland after he was non-
tendered following the season), Chris Herrmann and Joakim Soria...the A’s
also acquired two players via trade, including Tanner Anderson (Pittsburgh,
Nov. 20) and Jurickson Profar (Texas in three team trade, Dec. 21)..after
pitchers and catchers reported, the A’s signed Brett Anderson on Feb. 13 and
Robbie Grossman on Feb. 15.

NON-ROSTER INVITEES: The Athletics have 23 non-roster invitees in Major
League camp...the players include LHP Tyler Alexander, LHP Jerry Blevins, RHP
Parker Bridwell, RHP Jake Buchanan, INF Eric Campbell, LHP Kyle Crockett,
RHP Parker Dunshee, RHP Kyle Finnegan, C Jonah Heim, C Nick Hundley, INF
Corban Joseph, LHP Dean Kiekhefer, LHP Kyle Lobstein, LHP Jesus Luzardo,

(#2), Sean Murphy (#3), Jorge Mateo (#9) and Sheldon Neuse (#10)...the oth-

ers are Kyler Murray (#4), Austin Beck (#5), Lazaro Armenteros (#6), Jameson
Hannah (#7) and Eli White (#8), who was traded to Texas in the Jurickson
Profar deal.

MINOR LEAGUE DATES: Minor League mini camp is underway...pitchers and
catchers report on March 2 with the first workout scheduled for March 3...
position players report March 8 with the first workout scheduled for March
9..games begin on March 14 and minor league camp breaks on March 30.

#56 RHP FERNANDO RODNEY: Saved a team-leading 25 games for Minnesota
last year before he was traded to Oakland Aug. 9..went 1-1 with a 3.92 ERA
in 22 relief appearances with the A's and was 4-3 with 25 saves and a 3.36
ERA in 68 relief appearances overall.

#65 RHP MIGUEL ROMERO (NR): Started 2018 at Single-A Stockton and was
promoted to Double-A Midland June 13...combined with both clubs to go 2-3
with 14 saves and a 3.94 ERA in 44 relief appearances overall in his second
professional season.

#39 RHP BLAKE TREINEN: Went 9-2 with a career-high 38 saves, a career-
low 0.78 ERA and a career-high 100 strikeouts last year to become the first
pitcher in Major League history to save 30 games, compile an ERA under 1.00
and strikeout 100 batters...the ERA was the lowest in Major League history
among pitchers with 80 or more innings.

#62 RHP LOU TRIVINO: Pitched in 69 games last year in his Major League
debut and went 8-3 with four saves, a 2.92 ERA and .201 opponents bat-
ting average over two stints with the A’s...tied for the lead among American
League rookies in saves, ranked second in games pitched, fifth in wins and
seventh in strikeouts (82).
