DESIGNATED HITTER RULE

A hitter may be designated to bat for the pitcher in any spot in the batting order in any game without affecting the status of the
pitcher. The designated hitter must be selected and be included on the lineup cards presented to the umpire-in-chief prior to the
game. Failure to do so precludes the use of a designated hitter for that game.

The designated hitter is “locked” into the batting order but may be removed for a pinch-hitter or pinch-runner, who in turn
becomes the designated hitter. The designated hitter, while still in the game, may be used defensively but the pitcher then
assumes the batting order of the replaced defensive player, thus terminating the designated hitter role. The designated hitter is
eligible for all American League batting titles.

Gus Zernial’s single to left off Dixie Howell
scored Hector Lopez and Joe DeMaestri with the tying and winning runs.
