The A’s have lost the season 
series as they trail 2-5 with two 
games remaining…have split four 
games in Oakland but were swept 
in a three-game series at 
Detroit…it marked the first time 
the A’s were swept by the Tigers 
in a series of three or more games 
since May 10-12, 1994, also at 
Detroit...this marks just the second 
time in the last nine years the A’s 
have lost the season series…are 
46-27 (.631) against the Tigers 
since 2001…since moving to 
Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 226-
220 against the Tigers…that 
includes 126-95 in Oakland, 98-
123 in Detroit and 2-2 in Las 
Vegas…all-time, the A’s are 894-
973 against the Tigers.

Andrew Bailey leads Major 
League rookies and is tied for 10th 
among all American League 
pitchers with 18 saves.

ABOUT THE A’s 

 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost each of the last three games, which is the A’s longest losing streak since July 7-10 
when they also lost three straight…have not won or lost more than three games in a row since June 29 and are 
22-25 over that span…the last time the A’s lost more than three in a row was June 23-28 when they had a 
season high tying five-game losing streak…the current losing streak has dropped the A’s to 15 games under 
.500, which is one short of the season high of 16 (twice, last: 44-60 on August 2)…are 53-68 (.438) for the 
season, which is the fourth worst record in the American League…have lost each of the last two series after 
winning three consecutive series for the first time since April 18-27, 2008…are 2-5 over the last seven games 
after going 7-3 over the previous 10 games…have spent each of the last 111 days (since May 3) and 117 days 
this year in sole possession of last place in the AL West…the only seasons in Oakland history in which the A’s 
spent more days all alone in last are 1997 (153), 1979 (147) and 1993 (120)…the A’s finished the season in last 
in the AL West six times in Oakland history (1977, 1979, 1993, 1995, 1997, 1998). 

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .238 (46 for 193) with 13 runs scored over the last six games and have scored 
three runs or less in all six contests…are batting .255 for the season, which is second lowest in the American 
League, and have 543 runs scored, which is third fewest…rank last in the AL in slugging (.388), home runs 
(101) and extra base hits (337), are second to last in triples (12) and have the fourth lowest on-base percentage 
(.322)…A’s number three hitters are batting a combined .216 (102 for 473), which is the lowest mark in the 
majors…since 1974, the lowest batting average by a team’s number three hitters is .217 by the 1976 Montreal 
Expos. 

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: Each of the A’s last two losses have been by one run and 
the A’s are now 12-20 (.375) in one-run decisions, which is the worst record in one-run games in the American 
League and second worst in the majors (Pittsburgh, 8-18)…the A’s have not had a losing record in one-run 
games since 1998 (16-19) and the Oakland record for lowest winning percentage in one-run games is .381 (16-
26) in 1980…are 3-8 (.273) in extra inning games, which is the second worst record in the majors (Colorado, 1-
4)…the eight extra inning losses are the A’s most in a season since 1996 when they lost 11 and the Oakland 
record for lowest winning percentage in extra inning games is .273 (3-8) in 1970. 

SINCE THE BREAK: The A’s are 16-19 since the All-Star Break…are batting .277 (337 for 1217), which is the 
fourth best average in the American League, but have a 4.92 ERA (171 er in 313.0 ip), which is fifth 
highest…lead the majors in doubles (82)…rank second in the AL in stolen bases (39) and third in runs (182) 
and extra base hits (117)…before the break, the A’s ranked last in the AL in batting (.246) and extra base hits 
(220) and had the third fewest doubles (142) and runs (361). 

ON THE BASES: The A’s have stolen 93 bases, which ranks fifth in the American League and is the most by 
an A’s team since the 1998 club had 131…have stolen at least 100 bases just twice over the previous 15 
seasons…in addition to 1998, the 1995 A’s had 112 steals…the A’s have four players (Cabrera, Davis, Holliday, 
Kennedy) with at least 10 steals for the first time since 1993. 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 10-14 with a 6.02 ERA (132 er in 197.1 ip) and .307 (244 for 
796) opponents batting average since the All-Star Break after going 25-36 with a 4.39 ERA and .273 opponents 
average before the break…are 35-50 with a 4.87 ERA for the season…have the second fewest innings pitched 
(673.0) and wins in the American League and are the only AL team with just one complete game…the A’s have 
started a rookie pitcher in 61 of the last 74 games and 87 of 121 games for the season…those are the second 
most starts by rookie pitchers in Oakland history…the record is 93 set in 1983 (Codiroli 31, Conroy 18, Krueger 
16, Heimueller 14, Warren 9, Callahan 2, Young 2, Smith 1)…have had at least four rookies in the rotation since 
Vin Mazzaro was recalled on June 2 and Brett Tomko’s start on Monday snapped a streak of 15 consecutive 
games started by a rookie. 

FROM LAST TO FIRST: The A’s played each of the other last place teams in the American League on the last 
road trip, winning two of three from Kansas City and Baltimore…after facing second place Chicago last 
weekend, the A’s lost two of three to AL East leading New York to start this week…lost the first game of this 
three-game series against AL Central leading Detroit last night and, after a three-game series in Seattle, travel 
to AL West leading Los Angeles for a four-game series. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-5 on this nine-game homestand against Chicago (1-2), New York (1-2) and 
Detroit (0-1)…it equals the A’s longest homestand of the season (third time)…have lost six of the last eight 
games in Oakland and are 28-33 (.459) at home for the season…are one of four AL teams with a losing record 
at home…went 4-2 on the last road trip to Kansas City (2-1) and Baltimore (2-1), their first winning road trip of 
more than one series since June 13-19 of last year (4-2 vs. San Francisco and Arizona)…are 25-35 (.417) on 
the road…leave following the game tomorrow for a seven-game road trip to Seattle (three games) and Los 
Angeles (four games). 

MONTH BY MONTH: The A’s are 9-10 in the month of August after finishing with a losing record in each of the 
first four months of the season for the first time since 1993 (had a losing record in each of the first five months 
that year)…the only time in Oakland history the A’s had a losing record in all six months was in 1979…have not 
had a winning record in a month since last June (16-10) and the seven consecutive months without a winning 
record is the third longest such streak in Oakland history…had 10 straight months at .500 or less from August, 
1996 to May, 1998 and eight straight from August, 1978 to September, 1979. 

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have used the disabled list 16 times this year…used it an Oakland record 25 
times last year, breaking the previous mark of 22 (2007 and 1992)…have now used the DL 63 times since the 
start of the 2007 season…the 16 players on the DL have combined to miss 714 games, an average of 44.6 
games per stint…last year they combined to miss 877 games, an average of 35.1 games per stint…currently 
have seven players on the DL…have had at least five players on the DL every day since April 29 and for the 
third consecutive season will have at least three players on the DL for the entire season…the A’s have not had 
fewer than three players on the DL since the end of the 2006 season when they had just one.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 26th start of the season and his 
career…the A’s are 11-14 (.440) in his 
starting assignments…has tossed six or 
more innings in 13 of his 25 starts, allowed 
two runs or fewer 12 times and walked two 
batters or fewer 16 times. 

RECENTLY: Is 0-4 with a 6.75 ERA (29.1 
ip, 40 h, 22 r, 22 er, 10 bb, 19 so, 5 hr) 
over his last five starts, which is the 
longest losing streak of his career…is now 
1-7 with a 7.04 ERA (42 er in 53.2 ip) and 
.324 (70 for 216) opponents batting 
average over his last 10 starts (since June 
27) after going 5-5 with a 3.68 ERA and 
.253 opponents batting average over his 
first 15 starts. 

AMONG THE LEADERS: Is tied for the 
American League lead in losses (12), 
ranks second in home runs (25) and tied 
for sixth in runs (84) and walks (57)…is 
averaging 4.52 strikeouts per nine innings, 
which is second lowest in the AL…his 
strikeout to walk ratio of 1.23 is the lowest 
in the majors. 

ROOKIE LEADERS: Has set an Oakland 
rookie record with 25 home runs, topping 
the previous mark of 24 set by John Wasdin in 1996…his 12 losses are tied for fourth most by a rookie in 
Oakland history…leads Major League rookies in games started (25) and innings pitched (139.1)…ranks 
eighth among AL rookies in strikeouts (70) and tied for 10th in wins (6). 

THE LONG BALL: Has not allowed a run in his last two starts (13.0 ip) after a 
streak where he allowed at least one home run in nine consecutive games (15 
home runs total)…that equaled the third longest streak in Oakland history and it 
was the longest since Gil Heredia had a nine-game streak from June 24-August 
5, 2000…19 of his 25 home runs have been hit by left-handed hitters, which is 
tied for the most in the American League and tied for third most in Oakland 
history…19 have been hit at home, which is the most in the majors and ties the 
Oakland record…however, 19 of the home runs have been solo shots…allowed 
just eight home runs in 238.2 career minor league innings. 

HOME AND AWAY: Is 5-7 with a 4.57 ERA (45 er in 88.2 ip) in 15 starts at 
home compared to 1-5 with a 5.68 ERA (32 er in 50.2 ip) in 10 starts on the 
road…has 27 walks and 48 strikeouts in Oakland and 30 walks and 22 
strikeouts on the road. 

RUN SUPPORT: Has received run support of two runs or less in 13 of his 25 
starts and is 0-8 in those starts…however, has four games with run support of 
nine or more and has season run support of 5.81 (90 rs in 139.1 ip). 

21-YEAR OLDS: Is making his 26th start of the season, which is tied for third in 
Oakland history and tied for sixth in Athletics history by a player under the age 
of 22…fellow 21-year old Brett Anderson has made 23 starts…this is the first 
time in the history of the Athletics franchise the A’s have had two pitchers under 
the age of 22 make at least 20 starts in the same season…the last Major League team to do it is the 1980 
Chicago White Sox (Britt Burns, 32 and Rich Dotson, 32)…according to baseball-reference.com, the A’s are 
just the 10th team in American League history and the 17th ML team since 1900 to have two 21-year olds 
make at least 20 starts each…all ages are based on players age as of June 30. 

THE FIRST INNING: Has allowed seven runs in the first inning this year and has a 2.52 ERA (7 er in 25.0 
ip) and .207 (18 for 87) opponents batting average in the inning…has a 5.43 ERA (69 er in 114.1 ip) and 
.294 (134 for 456) opponents average after that. 

2009 HIGHLIGHTS: Was on the A’s Opening Day roster at the age of 21 years, 36 days and was the sixth 
youngest player on an O.D. roster in Oakland history…made his Major League debut in the A’s second 
game of the season and had a no decision in the A’s 6-4 win at Los Angeles on April 7…according to 
baseball-reference.com, he is just the 16th pitcher since 1954 to make his Major League debut with a start in 
one of the first two games of the season (all 16 started game two)…at the age of 21 years, 37 days, he was 
the seventh youngest pitcher to debut with a start in Oakland history…no-hit Seattle over the first 6.1 
innings on April 12 before Beltre singled with one out in the seventh…became the first Oakland rookie to 
take a no-hitter into the seventh inning since Mike Warren tossed his no-hitter on September 29, 
1983…recorded his first Major League win in the A’s 9-4 victory over Texas on May 7 in Oakland…at the 
age of 21 years, 67 days he is the fifth youngest pitcher in Oakland history to record his first ML 
win…allowed seven runs in 3.2 innings June 27 against Colorado and eight runs in 3.2 innings in his next 
start on July 3 at Cleveland…is the first starting pitcher in Oakland history to allow seven or more runs 
while pitching fewer than 4.0 innings in back-to-back starts…yielded four home runs in the game against the 
Rockies…it was the 27th time in Oakland history a pitcher allowed at least four home runs in a game, the 
first time since Barry Zito on August 9, 2006 against Texas. 

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A’s 3-2 win over Chicago last Sunday…shutout the White Sox 
on two hits over the first five innings but Danks blanked the A’s on five hits over the first six innings…Cahill 
allowed both of his runs in the sixth inning on a Podsednik RBI triple and a Thome sacrifice fly…was 
relieved by Marshall with runners on first and second and no outs in the seventh inning…Marshall escaped 
that jam and the A’s scored single runs in the seventh, eighth and ninth for the win. 

CAHILL vs. DETROIT: Was the losing pitcher in his only career start, an 11-7 A’s loss at Detroit on May 
17…tossed a career low 2.1 innings and allowed seven runs…had a 6-0 lead when he allowed four runs in 
the bottom of the second on a RBI triple by Santiago, a RBI single by Everett and a two-run triple by 
Anderson…was then charged with three of the Tigers four runs in the third inning…allowed a RBI single to 
Laird and left with runners on first and third and one out…was relieved by Casilla, who allowed a three-run 
home run to Santiago, the first batter he faced. 

TOMORROW’S PROBABLE STARTING PITCHER 
 

RHP Brett Tomko (2-2, 4.21 ERA): Is scheduled to make his 17th appearance and second start of the season…it will be his second appearance 
and start with the A’s…was selected from Triple-A Sacramento last Monday and combined with Breslow, Ziegler and Bailey on a seven-hit shutout 
in his first start that night, a 3-0 A’s win over New York (5.0 ip, 5 h, 1 bb, 1 so)…was 1-2 with a 5.23 ERA in 15 relief appearances with the Yankees 
this year before he was designated for assignment on July 21…was released on July 29 and signed a minor league contract with the A’s 
organization on August 5…is 0-1 with an 8.59 ERA (7.1 ip, 12 h, 9 r, 7 er, 6 bb, 6 so, 2 hr) in three career appearances against Detroit, all in relief.

The A’s bullpen leads American League bullpens in strikeouts (366), ranks second in innings pitched (410.2), third in ERA (3.73) and fourth in save 
percentage (73.7%)…has allowed 66 of 173 (38.2%) inherited runners to score, which is the third highest percentage in the AL…has issued 22 first 
batter walks, which are tied for the second fewest in the AL…now has a 2.74 ERA (63 er in 206.2 ip), nine home runs allowed and 61 walks issued 
in Oakland this year compared to a 4.72 ERA (107 er in 204.0 ip), 24 home runs allowed and 97 walks issued on the road…has a 2.30 ERA (16 er 
in 62.2 ip) in the month of August after posting a 4.09 ERA in July, a 3.52 ERA in June, a 5.29 ERA in May and a 2.62 ERA in April.
