OAKLAND NOTES 
• The Oakland A’s drop to a season high 17 games under .500, which are the A’s most games under .500 since finishing the 1997 

season 32 games under (65-97)…are 2-3 on this seven-game homestand against Kansas City (2-1) and Seattle (0-2). 
• Scott Hairston (1 for 4) has a five game hitting streak and is batting .238 (5 for 21) during this span. 
• Nomar Garciaparra (2 for 4) hit a two-run home run in the seventh inning to snap a 41-game homerless streak dating back to May 

23…that was the second longest homerless drought of his career to a 60-game streak from April 17 to June 29, 2007. 
• Cliff Pennington (0 for 3) had his 35-game errorless streak which dated back to last year snapped in the ninth inning…is the tied for 

the fifth longest errorless streak in Oakland history (also, Rob Picciolo, May 7-Aug. 23, 1981).

SEATTLE NOTES 
• The Seattle Mariners have won four straight and nine of their last 12 games…are 2-0 on this 10-game road trip with Oakland (2-0), 

Los Angeles (three games) and Texas (three games). 
• Seattle has won six straight and 14 of the last 17 games against the A’s….since the start of the 2007 season, the Mariners are 34-18 against 

Oakland with wins in 17 of the 26 games as the visitor. 
• Ichiro Suzuki (2 for 5) has a five-game hitting streak and is batting .381 (8 for 21) during this span… has a 15-game hitting streak 

against Oakland dating back to last year and is hitting .373 (25 for 67) during this streak…is four hits shy of 2,000 career hits in Major
