ABOUT THE A’S: Have two losses and a tie over the last three games after winning two of the first three
contests...are 2-1-1 at home after going 11-5-1 at Phoenix Municipal Stadium last spring...are 23-8-2
(.727) at Phoenix over the last three years...lead the Cactus League with nine home runs and rank fourth
with a .483 slugging percenta%e...have the second highest ERA (6.84)...this is the A’s 42™ Spring
Training in Arizona and their 29" consecutive spring in Phoenix...trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to
Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982...with the rainout on Sunday, the A’s are now
scheduled to play 32 games this spring, including 29 in Arizona before returning to the Bay Area for three
games with the Giants on April 1 and 2 in San Francisco and April 3 in Oakland...the A’'s went 17-18-2 last
spring and finished with a losing record for the first time since 2006 (15-17)...the 18 losses tied an
Oakland spring record set in 1993 and matched in 2005...however, the 37 games played were an Oakland
record, topping the previous high of 34 in 1993 and 2004.
