ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Are 1-4-1 over the last six games after winning two of the first three contests…the A’s 
are tied for the Cactus League lead with 12 home runs this spring and rank tied for second with 38 
walks…are a perfect 8 for 8 in stolen bases attempts…the pitching staff has allowed at least seven runs in 
seven of the nine games for a 6.41 ERA…have the second highest ERA in the Cactus League and have 
allowed the second most home runs (10)…the A’s are 2-2-1 at home after going 11-5-1 at Phoenix 
Municipal Stadium last spring…are 23-9-2 (.706) at Phoenix over the last three years…this is the A’s 42nd 
Spring Training in Arizona and their 29 P

th
P consecutive spring in Phoenix…trained in Mesa from 1969-78, 

moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982…with the rainout on Sunday, the A’s 
are now scheduled to play 32 games this spring, including 29 in Arizona before returning to the Bay Area 
for three games with the Giants on April 1 and 2 in San Francisco and April 3 in Oakland…the A’s went 17-
18-2 last spring and finished with a losing record for the first time since 2006 (15-17)…the 18 losses tied 
an Oakland spring record set in 1993 and matched in 2005…however, the 37 games played were an 
Oakland record, topping the previous high of 34 in 1993 and 2004. 

A’s TOP PROSPECTS: Eight of the A’s top 10 prospects according to Baseball America are in camp this 
spring…the list includes two players already on the A’s 40-man roster in Chris Carter (#1) and Pedro 
Figueroa (#5)…six are non-roster invitees including Michael Taylor (#2), Grant Green (#3), Max Stassi 
(#4), Tyson Ross (#6), Jemile Weeks (#7) and Adrian Cardenas (#8)…the other two are Grant Desme 
(#8), who retired to become a priest, and Sean Doolittle (#10)…three of the A’s top 10 appear on Baseball 
America’s Top 100 Prospect List including Carter (#28), Taylor (#29) and Green (#52). 

OFF-SEASON MOVES: The A’s signed RHP Ben Sheets as a free agent Jan. 26 and he brings with him 
221 career starts in eight years of service…last year, the five pitchers in the A’s starting rotation at the 
beginning of the season combined for just 63 starts…other off-season additions to the 40-man roster 
include IF Jake Fox (trade with Cubs, Dec. 3), RHP Bobby Cassevah (Rule 5 draft, Dec. 10), OF Coco 
Crisp (free agent, Dec. 23), 3B Kevin Kouzmanoff (trade with Padres, Jan. 16), IF Adam Rosales (trade 
with Reds, Feb. 1), OF Gabe Gross (free agent, Feb. 1) and IF Steve Tolleson (waivers from Twins, Feb. 
1)…in addition, RHP Justin Duchscherer and OF Jack Cust both became free agents before re-signing 
with the A’s. 

MEDIA INFORMATION: The A’s clubhouse is open to members of the media with proper credentials 
beginning at 8:00 am…the clubhouse may be closed at certain times for team meetings, etc…please do 
not lounge or conduct interviews in the weight room/exercise area…once the game begins, the clubhouse 
is open only to those media who need access to players who have completed their work for the day…A’s 
manager Bob Geren will be available to the media each morning in the first base dugout at the posted 
stretch time…Geren will also be available on the field following the conclusion of the game…at Phoenix 
Municipal Stadium, members of the media will be allowed in the dugout area and foul territory behind 
home plate extending down to (but not past) first and third base until the batting cage is removed from the 
field of play…at that point, all media members must leave the field…the A’s dugout will remain accessible 
to the media until 45 minutes before game time…still photographers and television camera crews with 
proper credentials must stay in assigned areas at all times…no roving is permitted…still photographers or 
television camera crews are not allowed in the clubhouse, training room or weight room…lunch is available 
to members of the media with proper credentials in the patio area in the right field corner.

three players to play in every possible game this spring…Eric Chavez hit two home runs Wednesday 
against the White Sox and is tied for second in the Cactus League with two home runs…he has hit safely 
in all three of his games this spring, all starts at first base…has made just one regular season appearance

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER  
 

#47 GIO GONZALEZ LHP (0-1, 9.00 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his second appearance and first start of the spring…pitched the 
third and fourth innings in his first outing Monday against the Cubs and took the 
loss…began the 2009 season at Triple-A Sacramento and had two one-game stints 
with Oakland before returning for a third time June 24…spent the remainder of the 
season in the starting rotation and was 6-7 with a 5.75 ERA in 20 games, 17 starts, 
overall…had 109 strikeouts, which ranked fifth among American League rookies and 
was the seventh-best total by a rookie in Oakland history…tossed just 98.2 innings for an average of 9.94 strikeouts per nine innings…based on a 
minimum of 90 innings pitched, that is the best ratio in Athletics history, topping the previous high of 9.77 by Wes Stock of the 1964 Kansas City 
A’s…however, he issued 56 walks for an average of 5.11 per nine innings, which led the AL (min. 90 ip).

#70 SAM DEMEL RHP (0-1, 9.00 ERA, 1 save) 
 

Is scheduled to make his third appearance of the spring…tossed a scoreless ninth in 
his first outing for the save but then allowed two runs in the ninth inning of his second 
outing for the loss…the non-roster invitee compiled a 0.61 ERA and 11 saves in 27 
relief appearances with Double-A Midland last year to earn a midseason promotion to 
Triple-A Sacramento…had a 3.62 ERA in 28 outings with the River Cats and was 2-5 
with 14 saves and a 2.19 ERA in a career high 55 games overall…ranked third in the 
A’s farm system in saves…yielded just two home runs in 61.2 innings…allowed a .217 
opponents batting average, including .216 with both of his home runs against right-handed hitters and .220 against left-handers. 
 

#52 LENNY DiNARDO LHP (0-0, 12.00 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his third appearance of the spring…has allowed two runs in each 
of his first two outings…the non-roster invitee signed a minor league contract with the 
A’s Jan. 7…spent the entire 2009 regular season at Triple-A Omaha where he was 
named Omaha Pitcher of the Year after leading the team in wins (10), innings (151.2) 
and strikeouts (127)…went 10-5 with two saves and a 3.32 ERA in 29 games, 23 
starts, to earn a September call-up to Kansas City…was 0-3 with a 10.13 ERA in five 
starts for the Royals…allowed a .414 opponents batting.

Is scheduled to make his fourth appearance of the spring…has retired four of the five 
batters he has faced over his last two outings after allowing three runs in his first 
contest…spent nearly the entire 2009 regular season at Triple-A Sacramento and went 
4-2 with two saves and a 2.13 ERA in 45 relief appearances to earn a Sept. 1 call-up 
to Oakland…was 1-0 with a 0.53 ERA in 11 games, one start, with the A’s…allowed a 
.164 batting average, which included a .132 (5 for 38) mark against right-handed 
hitters and .217 (5 for 23) against left-handers…struck out 20 in 17.0 innings, an 
average of 10.59 per nine innings.
