ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost five of the last seven games and are a spring-low two games under .500 for 
the third time…rank second in the Cactus League in walks (77), tied for third in home runs (19) and fifth in 
doubles (42) and stolen bases (18)…have been caught stealing just three times for a stolen base 
percentage of 85.7…have grounded into just seven double plays, which is the fewest in the majors…have 
made 25 errors, which is second most in the majors (Colorado, 27)…the pitching staff has allowed at least 
seven runs in 12 of the 19 games for a 6.53 ERA…lead the majors in hits allowed (220) and rank second 
in ERA (Washington, 7.26)…are third in the CL in most home runs allowed (17)…the A’s are 6-4-1 at 
home after going 11-5-1 at Phoenix Municipal Stadium last spring…are 27-11-2 (.700) at Phoenix over the 
last three years…this is the A’s 42nd Spring Training in Arizona and their 29 P

th
P consecutive spring in 

Phoenix…trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 
1982…with the rainout on March 7, the A’s are now scheduled to play 32 games this spring, including 29 
in Arizona before returning to the Bay Area for three games with the Giants on April 1 and 2 in San 
Francisco and April 3 in Oakland…the A’s went 17-18-2 last spring and finished with a losing record for the 
first time since 2006 (15-17)…the 18 losses tied an Oakland spring record set in 1993 and matched in 
2005…however, the 37 games played were an Oakland record, topping the previous high of 34 in 1993 
and 2004. 

A’s TOP PROSPECTS: Eight of the A’s top 10 prospects according to Baseball America began the spring 
in the major league camp…the list includes two players already on the A’s 40-man roster in Chris Carter 
(#1) and Pedro Figueroa (#5)…six are non-roster invitees including Michael Taylor (#2), Grant Green (#3), 
Max Stassi (#4), Tyson Ross (#6), Jemile Weeks (#7) and Adrian Cardenas (#8)…the other two are Grant 
Desme (#8), who retired to become a priest, and Sean Doolittle (#10)…three of the A’s top 10 appear on 
Baseball America’s Top 100 Prospect List including Carter (#28), Taylor (#29) and Green (#52).

Daric Barton walked four times Saturday against Chicago (AL) and is tied for the Cactus League lead with 
10 walks…he leads the CL in on-base percentage (.583), is tied for second in doubles (5), ranks third in 
slugging (.731) and is fourth in batting (.423)…Travis Buck doubled yesterday against Cincinnati and five 
of his six hits are for extra bases (three doubles, two homers)…is 2 for 13 (.154) over his last six 
games…Chris Carter has four hits and three are for extra bases (two doubles, one home run)…is 1 for 12

Is scheduled to make his first start of the spring…missed the entire 2009 season as his rehab from elbow surgery was halted after being diagnosed 
with clinical depression…did not pitch in a Major League game last spring before Dr. Lewis Yocum performed arthroscopic surgery on his right 
elbow March 31…his comeback was delayed by back issues but he eventually made three rehab starts from July 26 to Aug. 13…did not yield a run 
in 11.0 innings and allowed a .162 (6 for 37) opponents batting average…issued just one walk and struck out eight…on Aug. 21, it was announced 
that he would not pitch the rest of the season after being diagnosed with clinical depression.
