ABOUT THE A’S: Are winless over the last four games with three losses and a tie…are a spring low three 
games under .500 at 11-14-3 and with one more loss, will clinch a losing record for the second 
consecutive spring (went 17-18-2 last year)…the A’s have the 10th best record among the 15 Cactus 
League teams, but it is the best mark among the four American League West teams…have three tie 
games, which are the A’s most ties during the spring since moving to Arizona in 1969…the A’s lead the 
Cactus League in hit by pitches (16), rank second in walks (112) and third in home runs (27) and most 
strikeouts (189)…have grounded into six double plays in the last three games after hitting into eight over 
the first 25 contests…the 14 GIDP overall are the fewest in the majors…rank second in the majors with 33 
errors…have been successful in 22 of 28 (78.6%) stolen base attempts…the pitching staff is tied for 
second in the majors in most hits (296), ranks third in most walks (113) and has the fourth highest ERA 
(5.74)…this is the A’s 42nd Spring Training in Arizona and their 29 P

th
P consecutive spring in Phoenix…trained 

in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982…with the 
rainout on March 7, the A’s are now scheduled to play 32 games this spring, including 29 in Arizona before 
returning to the Bay Area for three games with the Giants.

Daric Barton had his second four walk game of the spring last Friday against Texas and has 12 walks in 
his last seven games…now has 18 walks overall, which is the most in the majors and the most by an 
Athletic during the spring since stats are first available in 1991…the previous best was 17 by Mark 
McGwire in 1991…ranks second in the Cactus League in on-base percentage (.533) and tied for seventh 
in doubles (6)…leads the A’s in walks and is tied for the team lead in doubles…is 4 for 20 (.200) over his 
last 10 games…Travis Buck is 5 for 15 (.333) over his last six games…seven of his 10 hits are for extra 
bases (three doubles, one triple, three home runs)…is tied for the team lead in home runs (3)…has 
appeared in 14 games in right field, six in left field and one in center field…Eric Chavez is 4 for 31 (.129) 
over his last 10 games after hitting safely in each of his first three contests (4 for 8, .500)…started at

#51 DALLAS BRADEN LHP (0-0, 3.94) 
 

Is scheduled to make his fifth start of the spring…has allowed one home run in each of 
his last three starts…faced A’s minor leaguers March 16, a scheduled off day…was 
the A’s Opening Day starter last year and went 8-9 with a 3.89 ERA in 22 starts before 
a rash led to nerve damage in his left foot, ending his season in August…his wins, 
ERA, opponents batting average (.268), starts, innings pitched (136.2) and strikeouts 
(81) were the best of his three seasons in the majors…the opponents batting average 
included a .203 mark against left-handed hitters and .290 against right-
handers…allowed just nine home runs in 136.2 innings, an average of 0.59 per nine 
innings…was 7-7 with a 3.12 ERA and .255 opponents batting average in 18 starts 
before the All-Star Break and had the seventh lowest ERA in the AL…then went 1-2 with a 7.40 ERA and .324 opponents batting average in four 
starts after the break.
