1-0 loss to NYY).

ON THE ROAD AGAIN...Ichiro ranks 3rd in the American League with a .376 (32x85) average on
the road...he’s hit in 10 of his last 11 games on the road with 9 multi-hit games...since April 25,
Ichiro is batting .458 (22x48) with 6 runs scored, 4 doubles, 1 home run, 3 RBI and 3 stolen bases
on the road...he had 8 consecutive multi-hit games (4/26-5/15) on the road, a franchise record.
