THE WAIT IS OVER: Last night, Cory Aldridge connected for his first career base hit; an RBI triple in
the eighth inning...Aldridge is playing in his 14™ professional season and had appeared in 1,364 minor
league games and 12 big league games tallying 4,873 at-bats in pro ball before recording his first hit.

FIRST HALF RECAP: The Halos will enter the All-Star break out of first place for the first time since 2006
when they were third in the West with a 43-35 record...Last season, Halos were 49-37 in the first half and
held a 1.5 game lead atop the A.L. West...Despite their success this decade, the Angels have
entered the All Star break in first place in just four of the last 11 seasons.

SHINING STAR: Since receiving his fourth career All Star selection on July 4, Torii Hunter has gone 10-
for-22 (.454), reaching base in 16 of 27 plate appearances...Torii has reached base safely in 30 of his
last 50 plate appearances (.600 on-base pct.) and leads the Halos with a .384 mark.
