THIS DATE IN A’'s HISTORY

ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won two straight after a season high six-game losing streak...need to win each of the
remaining two games to avoid posting their fourth consecutive losing season...have four or more consecutive
losing seasons just twice in Oakland history (6, 1993-98 and 5, 1982-86)...however, will finish with their best
record since 2006 when they won the American League West with a 93-69 mark...are tied with the Angels in
the American League West and trail Texas by 10 games...have been exactly .500 21 times since the All-Star
Break and 32 times this year, which is an on-going Athletics record...are 24-27 in the first game of a series, 25-
26 in the second game and 27-21 in the third game...have a 43-54 record against opponents that were at or
above .500 when the A’s played them and 36-27 against teams that were below .500...have 25 days alone in
first this year, eight days tied for first, 72 days in second, 12 days tied for second, 59 days in third and one day
in fourth.

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 4.77 ERA (38 er in 71.2 ip) and allowed a .269 (87 for 291) opponents
batting average over the past eight games (2-6 record)...have a 3.22 ERA (223 er in 623.0 ip) since the All-Star
Break after posting a 3.85 ERA before the break...the A’s post-break ERA is the lowest in the majors (San
Francisco, 3.24)...have a 3.57 ERA for the season (561 er in 1413.2 ip), which is the lowest in the AL and
fourth lowest in the majors...also lead the AL in shutouts (17), opponents slugging percentage (.379),
opponents batting average (.244) and pickoffs (27), rank second in opponents on-base percentage (.313)...the
17 shutouts are the second best total by an A’s team over the last 20 years (had 19 in 2002) and the third best
total in the designated hitter ERA (since 1974).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 2-3 with a 3.78 ERA (21 er in 50.0 ip) and .283 (56 for 198)
opponents batting over the last eight games...however, are 39-31 with a 3.15 ERA (192 er in 548.2 ip) over the
last 86 games (since June 25) after going 23-27 with a 3.92 ERA over the first 74 contests...have a 3.49 ERA
(380 er in 980.0 ip) for the season, which is the lowest mark in the majors (San Francisco, 3.54)...since 1992,
the only American League team to have an ERA under 3.62 is the 2002 Boston Red Sox (3.53)...starters also
have the lowest opponents batting average (.243) and slugging percentage (.373) in the AL and tied for the
second lowest on-base percentage (.307).

ON THE BASES: The A’s stole two bases on Thursday and now have 153 stolen bases for the season, which
is the ninth best single season total in Oakland history...it is the most since the 1989 club stole 157 bases,
which ranks eighth on the single season charts...rank third in the American League and the majors in steals
and top the AL in stolen base percentage (80.5%)...the percentage is second best in Oakland history
(80.7%)...lead the majors with 88 since the All-Star Break...the post-break steals are the most by an A’'s team
since 1989 (90)...led the majors with 36 stolen bases in September...the last time the A’s stole at least 36
bases in any month was in May, 1992 (39)...have a record of 56-30 when stealing at least one base and are
23-51 with no stolen bases.

STOLEN BASE TRIOS: Rajai Davis (48), Coco Crisp (32) and Cliff Pennington (28) have combined for 108 of
the A’s 153 stolen bases...those are the most steals by three Oakland teammates since 1983 when Rickey
Henderson (108), Mike Davis (32) and Bill Almon (26) combined for 166...have two players with 30 or more
stolen bases for the first time since 1995 and three with 20 or more steals for the first time since 1992...the only
time in Oakland history the A’s had more than two players steal 30 bases was in 1976 when they had six.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-3 on the final road trip of the season against Los Angeles (0-3) and Seattle
(2-0)...went 3-3 on the last road trip and have lost 20 of their last 31 road games...are 32-47 (.405) on the road
and have clinched a losing road record for the fourth consecutive season...the A’'s need to win one of the final
two games to avoid finishing with their worst road record since 1997 (30-51)...went 3-4 on the final homestand
against Chicago (2-1) and Texas (1-3) and finished the season 47-34 (.580) at home...that was the A’s best
home mark since going 49-32 in 2006...posted a 3.02 ERA at home and have a 4.17 ERA (314 er in 677.2 ip)
on the road...have the third lowest home ERA in the majors (San Diego, 2.90)...the home ERA was the lowest
by an AL team since the 1992 Milwaukee Brewers posted a 2.74 ERA...allowed 62 home runs at home, which
is the second fewest in the AL, and 90 on the road, which is tied for third most.

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have a 34-21 (.618) record during the day compared to 45-60 (.429) at night...the
day record is third best in the AL and the night record is fourth worst...have a 3.03 ERA (165 er in 490.1 ip)
during the day and a 3.86 ERA (396 er in 923.1 ip) at night...have the lowest day ERA in the majors.

THE LONG BALL: The A’s hit two home runs last night and now have 104 for the season, which ranks tied for
the fourth fewest in Oakland history (strike-shortened 1981 season)...the fourth lowest in a non-strike season is
108 in 1979...the 104 home runs are the second fewest in the majors (Seattle 100)...since 1993, the only
American League team to finish with fewer than 105 home runs in a non-strike season is the 2007 Kansas City
Royals (102).

OFFENSE: The A's have the second fewest extra base hits in the American League (407), second lowest
slugging percentage (.376), third lowest batting average with runners in scoring position (.242) and fourth
fewest runs scored (654)...over the last 28 years, the only time the A’s have scored fewer than 700 runs in a
non-strike season was in 2008 (646)...have 523 walks and have not walked fewer than 527 times in a non-
strike season since 1985 when they had 508...have 30 triples, which are the most by an A’s team since 1987
(33).

ELIMINATED: The A’s were officially eliminated from the American League West Saturday in game 154 after
being eliminated from the Wild Card on September 18 in game 147...this is the seventh time in Oakland history
the A’s were eliminated in game 154 or later, most recently in 2005 when they were eliminated in game 157.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have used the disabled list 23 times, which is second most in Oakland history
(25 in 2008)...have used the DL 87 times since the start of the 2007 season and the only team that has used
the DL more over that span is Texas (98)...the 23 players have combined to miss an Oakland record 1394
games (60.6 games per stint)...the previous mark was 1259 in 2007...currently have nine players on the DL
and have had at least five players on the DL all year.

THE LONG BALL: Has not allowed a home run in 13 of his 18 starts this year and has yielded just six
home runs in 105.1 innings, an average of 0.51 per nine innings...did not allow a home run in his first nine
starts...the nine-game homerless streak was the longest by an A’s starter over the last three years.

QUALIFICATIONS: Has just 105.1 innings pitched and will fall short of qualifying for the league
leader...however, based on a minimum of 100.0 innings pitched he ranks fourth in the American League in
fewest home runs per nine innings (0.51) and fifth in ERA (2.91) and fewest walks per nine innings
(1.79)...his run support is fourth lowest in the AL (3.33).

IN SEPTEMBER: Went 3-1 with a 2.23 ERA (10 er in 40.1 ip) and .237 (37 for 156) opponents batting
average in six starts in September...ranked tied for sixth in the American League in wins in the month and
sixth in ERA...is now 7-1 with a 2.25 ERA (16 er in 64.0 ip) in 10 career starts in September and is 10-16
with a 4.03 ERA (97 er in 216.2 ip) in 38 starts the rest of the season.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has held right-handed hitters to a .239 (74 for 310) batting average compared to
.309 (30 for 97) against lefties...however, has yielded all six of his home runs to righties...five of the home
runs have come at home and five are solo shots.

THE DISABLED LIST: Has two stints on the disabled list this year, both due to his left elbow...was 1-1 with

LAST START: He had his second consecutive no decision in the A’'s 6-5 loss at Los Angeles last
Monday...the A’s scored once in the first and twice in the second to give him a 3-0 lead but he allowed
three runs in the bottom of the second on an Izturis RBI single, an Aybar fielders choice and a Kendrick RBI
single...the A’s scored a run in the fourth to take a 4-3 lead and he was relieved by Ziegler after allowing a
one-out single in the seventh...the bullpen allowed that run to score plus two more for the blown save and
loss.

ANDERSON vs. SEATTLE: Is 4-3 with a 2.10 ERA (55.2 ip, 56 h, 16 r, 13 er, 13 bb, 46 so, 5 hr) in nine
career starts...that includes 0-2 with a 1.08 ERA (3 er in 25.0 ip) in four starts at Safeco Field and 4-1 with a
2.93 ERA (10 er in 30.2 ip) in five starts in Oakland...is 2-1 with a 0.68 ERA (26.2 ip, 18 h, 2r, 2 er, 5 bb, 21
s0) in four starts this year...the only two pitchers to make four starts against the Mariners in one season and
finish with an ERA under 1.00 are John Lackey (0.58 with LAA in 2007) and Jered Weaver (0.92 with LAA in
2010) and the best mark by an Athletic is 1.17 by John Henry Johnson in 1978...his first win came in a 6-2
decision on April 8 in Oakland...tossed 6.0 shutout innings, scattering three hits and a walk...then had a no
