ABOUT THE A’'S: Are 1-3-1 over the last five games...overall, have a 5-3-1 record at Phoenix Muni but
are 1-6 on the road...have lost each of their last six road games...are tied for fourth in the majors in runs
scored (90) but are sixth in most runs allowed (90)...the offense is tied for the major league lead with 71
walks...this is the A’'s 43" Spring Training in Arizona, their 30" consecutive spring in Phoenix...trained in
Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982...are scheduled to
play 35 games, including 32 in Arizona, returning to the Bay Area for three games with the Giants on
March 28 and 30 in San Francisco and March 29 in Oakland...the 35 games are second most in Oakland
history to the 37 games played in 2009...the A’s went 12-17-3 last spring, their second consecutive spring
with a losing record (17-18-2 in 2009)...the .422 winning percentage was the A’s worst mark since 1990
when they went 6-10 (.375)...the three tie games were the A’s most since moving to Arizona in 1969.

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’'s have agreed to terms with all 40 players on the 40-man roster...four of
those players are under contract beyond the 2011 season...Brett Anderson is signed through 2013 with
club options for 2014 and 2015...Kurt Suzuki is also signed through 2013 with a club option for
2014...Grant Balfour and Brian Fuentes are both signed through 2012 with club options for 2013...Michael
Wuertz has a club option for 2012.

OFF-SEASON MOVES: The A’s bolstered their offense this past off-season by acquiring David DeJesus
from the Kansas City Royals (Nov. 10 for Vin Mazzaro and Justin Marks) and Josh Willingham from the
Washington Nationals (Dec. 16 for Henry Rodriguez and Corey Brown)...Oakland also signed Hideki
Matsui as a free agent Dec. 14...the A’s turned to free agency to add to their pitching staff, signing
Brandon McCarthy (Dec. 13), Rich Harden (Dec. 21), Grant Balfour (Jan. 18) and Brian Fuentes (Jan. 19).
