ABOUT THE A'S: Are 6-3-1 at Phoenix Muni and 1-7 on the road...have lost each of their last seven road
games...are tied for third in the majors in runs scored (107) but are fifth in most runs allowed (103)...the
offense leads the majors with 79 walks and ranks sixth in on-base percentage (.354)...this is the A’'s 43"
Spring Training in Arizona, their 30" consecutive spring in Phoenix...trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved
to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982...are scheduled to play 35 games, including
