ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have an 8-4-1 record at Phoenix Muni but are 1-9 on the road…have lost each of their 
last nine road games…the pitching staff has the third highest ERA in the majors (5.82), is tied for the third 
most home runs (28) and has allowed the fourth most hits (245) and runs (141)…the offense ranks second 
in the majors in walks (93) but is hitting .259, which is tied for second lowest in the Cactus League…have 
the fewest doubles in the majors (36)…this is the A’s 43rd Spring Training in Arizona, their 30th

P consecutive 
spring in Phoenix…trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix 
since 1982…are scheduled to play 35 games, including 32 in Arizona, returning to the Bay Area for three 
games with the Giants on March 28 and 30 in San Francisco and March 29 in Oakland…the 35 games are 
second most in Oakland history to the 37 games played in 2009…the A’s went 12-17-3 last spring, their 
second consecutive spring with a losing record (17-18-2 in 2009)…the .422 winning percentage was the 
A’s worst mark since 1990 when they went 6-10 (.375)…the three tie games were the A’s most since 
moving to Arizona in 1969. 

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’s have agreed to terms with all 40 players on the 40-man roster…four of 
those players are under contract beyond the 2011 season…Brett Anderson is signed through 2013 with 
club options for 2014 and 2015…Kurt Suzuki is also signed through 2013 with a club option for 
2014…Grant Balfour and Brian Fuentes are both signed through 2012 with club options for 2013…Michael 
Wuertz has a club option for 2012.

given to the Red Cross…before and during the April 3 game, the A’s will conduct a silent auction of signed 
and game-used baseball equipment by Oakland players, with 100 percent of the proceeds raised going to 
the relief efforts…the auction will also feature personally-signed game jerseys worn by Japanese baseball 
icons Hideki Matsui and Ichiro Suzuki on 2011 Opening Night…a limited supply of personally-signed 8x10 
color photos of Matsui will be sold for $50 each.

#51 DALLAS BRADEN LHP (0-3, 10.13 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his fifth start of the spring…has allowed at least two runs in each 
of his first four starts and was charged with the loss in each of his first three 
outings…opponents are 20 for 52 (.385)…had one of the most memorable 
performances in Oakland history with his Mother’s Day Perfect Game last year yet 
finished the season with an 11-14 record despite a 3.50 ERA…the ERA was sixth 
lowest in Oakland history among pitchers with a losing record and was the lowest 
since 1978…had the fourth-lowest run support in the American League (3.60)…ranked 
fifth in the AL in fewest walks per nine innings (2.01) and had the eighth lowest 
opponents on-base percentage (.294)…also tied for the league lead in shutouts (2), 
tied for second in pickoffs (8) and ranked fourth in complete games (5)…opponents were successful in just 1 of 3 (33.3%) stolen base attempts.
