ABOUT THE A'S: Are on a season-high-tying six-game losing streak (also May 18-23) after winning a season-
high four consecutive games...their last losing streak longer than six games was an eight-game streak from
September 27, 2009 to April 5, 2010...are now 5-13 over the last 18 games (since May 18)...were tied for first
place May 17 but are now a season-high seven games out of first and in fourth place, where the A’'s have spent
