ABOUT THE A’S: Are on a season-high nine-game losing streak after winning a season-high four consecutive
games...it is their longest losing streak since losing 10 consecutive games from July 28-August 7, 2008...are 5-
16 over the last 21 games (since May 18)...were tied for first place May 17 but are now a season-high eight
games out of first and in fourth place, where the A’s have spent the last 10 days and 17 of the last 18
