The A’s trail the season series 3-
4…are 2-2 in Chicago and 1-2 in 
Oakland…went 5-4 against the 
White Sox last year and have won 
the season series in eight of the 
previous 10 seasons…are now 
59-35 (.628) against the White 
Sox since the start of the 2001 
season, which is the best record 
by any American League team 
over that span…since moving to 
Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 286-
265 against the White Sox…that 
breaks down to 151-129 in 
Oakland and 135-136 in 
Chicago…all-time, the A’s are 
963-1020 against Chicago.

Daric Barton has played 417 
career games at first base, which 
is three away from tying Scott 
Hatteberg for third in Oakland 
history…is 8 for 21 (.381) with five 
RBI and two runs scored in six 
games against Chicago this year.

ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Are on a season-high 10-game losing streak…it is their longest losing streak since also 
losing 10 consecutive games from July 28-August 7, 2008…the A’s last losing streak of 11 or more games was 
September 22, 1995-April 4, 1996 when they lost 12 consecutive games… are 5-17 over the last 22 games 
(since May 18)…were tied for first place May 17 but are now a season-high-tying eight games out of first and in 
fourth place, where the A’s have spent the last 11 days and 18 of the last 19 days…have spent one day tied for 
first, three days in second, eight days tied for second, 34 days in third, three days tied for third and 22 days in 
fourth…are now a season-high 10 games under .500…have swept or been swept in seven of their past eight 
series…began the season without a sweep or being swept in the in the first 13 series, an Oakland record to 
start a season. 

SCORING CHANGE: Jemile Weeks was awarded a triple yesterday on the ball he hit toward left fielder Nolan 
Reimold in the eighth inning during Wednesday’s game at Baltimore…it had originally been ruled a three-base 
error…the change is reflected in today’s statistics. 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starters are 0-8 with a 7.55 ERA (45 er in 53.2 ip) and a .318 (69 for 217) 
opponents batting average during the 10-game losing streak after going 5-5 with a 2.21 ERA and .238 
opponents batting average over their previous 16 games…have a 3.29 ERA for the season, which is tied for the 
American League lead.…have allowed 29 home runs this season, which is fewest in the American 
League…lead the AL in opponents slugging percentage (.361), are tied for third in most walks allowed (131) 
and tied for fifth in innings pitched (397.0).  

PITCHING: The A’s have a 3.33 ERA for the season, which is the best in the American League…have 
allowed one or more home runs in nine of the past 10 games (14 total over that span)…however, have allowed 
just 43 home runs for the season, which is tied for the fewest in the American League…lead the AL in 
opponents slugging percentage (.358) and are tied for fifth in on-base percentage (.317)…have a Major League 
leading 13 pickoffs this season…opponents have been successful in just 42 of 68 (61.8%) stolen base attempts 
for the season, which is the second lowest percentage in the AL…the 26 caught stealings are tied for the most 
in the majors (Kansas City). 

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .219 (75 for 343) during the 10-game losing streak and are now batting .239 for 
the season, which ranks second lowest in the American League…also have the second lowest slugging 
percentage (.347) and third lowest on-base percentage (.304)…have the fewest runs scored (227) and are tied 
for fourth fewest in strikeouts (391)…have hit 35 home runs this season, which is the fewest in the AL…are on 
pace to hit just 89 home runs and the Oakland record for fewest home runs in a season is 94 in 1968…have 
been shutout seven times this season, which is second most in the AL (Los Angeles, 8). 

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed 46 errors this season, which is second most in the American 
League…the errors have led to 34 unearned runs, which is the most in the AL and second most in the majors 
(Houston, 36)…10 of the errors have been committed by pitchers, which is tied for the most in the 
majors…have recorded 71 double plays this season, which is the second most in the AL. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 0-7 on this 10-game road trip to Boston (0-3), Baltimore (0-3) and Chicago (0-
1)…have now lost 13 of their past 15 road games…went 2-5 on the last road trip to San Francisco (0-3) and 
Los Angeles (2-2) and are now 13-22 (.371) on the road for the season, which is the second worst road record 
in the American League (Kansas City, 6-16)…went 3-3 on their last homestand against Baltimore (3-0) and 
New York (0-3) and are 14-15 at home for the season…are batting .252 (245 for 974) with 114 runs scored in 
29 home games (3.93 per game) and .228 (274 for 1202) with 113 runs scored in 35 games on the road (3.23 
per game). 

WINS AND LOSSES: The A’s have a 13-12 (.520) record in day games and are 14-25 (.359) at night…have 
the sixth best day record in the American League and the worst mark at night…are 10-8 (.556) in games started 
by a left-handed pitcher and 17-29 (.370) against right-handed starters…are 20-7 when scoring four or more 
runs and 7-30 when scoring less than four…are 21-11 when scoring first and 6-26 when the opponent scores 
first…are 7-15 in the first game of a series and 12-9 in the last game of a series. 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 5-8 in extra-inning games this year…the 13 extra-inning games are tied for the 
most in the majors and the eight losses are second most (Los Angeles-AL, 9)…the 13 extra-inning games are 
two more than the A’s total for the entire 2010 season when they went 4-7…10 of the extra-inning games have 
gone 10 innings, one has lasted 11, one lasted 12 and the season-high is 14…are 7-15 in games decided in the 
seventh inning or later, including 5-13 in games decided in the last at bat…are 8-13 in one-run games…the 13 
one-run losses are third most in the American League…have five wins when trailing after seven innings, which 
is second most in the AL to Kansas City (7)…last year, the A’s had just two wins when trailing after seven 
innings the entire season. 

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have used the disabled list nine times this year…currently have six players on 
the DL (Anderson, Braden, Ellis, Harden, McCarthy, Ross) and have not had fewer than three players on the DL 
since the end of the 2006 season, when they had one…have used the DL 96 times since the start of the 2007 
season…used the DL 23 times last year, which was the second highest total in Oakland history to the record of 
25 in 2008. 
 
LOCKED UP: The A’s have five players under contract beyond the 2011 season…Trevor Cahill is signed 
through 2015 with club options for 2016 and 2017 after agreeing to terms on a new contract April 11…Brett 
Anderson is signed through 2013 with club options for 2014 and 2015…Kurt Suzuki is also signed through 2013 
with a club option for 2014…Grant Balfour and Brian Fuentes are both signed through 2012 with club options 
for 2013…Michael Wuertz has a club option for 2012.
