BULLPEN SHUFFLE—The Rays have optioned RH Rob Delaney—
who had been recalled yesterday and pitched 3.0 innings last night—to
Triple-A Durham and selected the contract of RH Mike Ekstrom...
Ekstrom, 27, was 4-3 with 5 saves and a 4.10 ERA (52.2-IP, 24-ER) in
36 apps (1 start) for Durham...he appeared in 15 games for the Rays in
2010, going 0-1 with a 3.31 ERA (16.1-IP, 6-ER).
T3 This is the third straight day the Rays have called up a relief
pitcher...since the All-Star break they have called up five
different relief pitchers and sent out six relievers.

RAY MATTER—The Rays are a season-high 11.5 games behind first-
place Boston, their largest deficit since the final day of the 2009
season, and 7.5 GB of New York in the AL Wild Card race.

Hendrickson on June 25, 2006 vs. ATL...this means the Rays have
not started a pitcher beyond his 30" birthday in 837 consecutive
games (838 including today)—more than 5 years ago.

T3 Elias says: The Rays are more than a year away from a
