ABOUT THE A’S: Are 10-8 (.556) since the All-Star Break, which is tied for the fourth best record in the
American League...went 39-53 (.424) before the break, which was the third worst record in the AL and fifth
worst in the majors...prior to this series, won two of three from Minnesota after taking three of four from Tampa
Bay...that marked just the third time this year the A’'s have won back-to-back series...went 13-13 in July,
marking the first time the A’s did not have a losing record in a month since last July when they went 14-
10...were in a tie for first place in the AL West at the conclusion of play May 17 with a 22-20 record...however,
have gone 27-41 (.397) since then...have spent each of the last 11 days in third place in the AL West, the first
time the A’s have been alone in third since May 21...it follows a streak of 59 consecutive days with at least a
share of last place...for the season, have spent one day tied for first, three days in second, eight days tied for
second, 45 days in third, five days tied for third and 60 days in fourth...made a managerial change June 9,
replacing Bob Geren with new interim manager Bob Melvin.
