ROOKIE RBI RECORD...Mike Carp finished August with 25 RBI, tying the rookie club record for
RBI in a month with Danny Tartabull (July 1986)...set the August rookie RBI record (previous: 20,
Carlos Guillen, 2000) and was just the 8th time in club history a rookie has recorded at least 20 RBI
in a month...Carp recorded at least one hit in 24 of 27 games in August (.313/35x112, 15 R, 8 2B, 6

PURSUIT OF 200...Ichiro has 158 hits and needs 42 more hits over the last 24 games to reach
the milestone and set the all-time record for 200-hit seasons in a career (currently tied with Pete
Rose)...Ichiro’s record for hits in September is 44 in 28 games in 2004 (had 41 in 27 G in ‘10).

DID YOU KNOW?...that Ichiro will reach another profession milestone with 7 more total bases?...
Ichiro has 4,993 total bases in his career (1,889 in Japan & 3,104 in the U.S)...Ichiro would be the 20th
player to accumulate at least 5,000 total bases in his professional career...former Mariners who have
accumulated 5,000 total bases in their career are Ken Griffey Jr. (5,271) and Alex Rodriguez (5,198).
