ABOUT THE A’'S: Have lost three of the last four games and are a season-high tying 16% games behind Texas
in the American League West...have not been farther back in the West since finishing the 2009 season 22
games out...a loss today or tomorrow would officially eliminate the A’s from the playoffs...were eliminated from
the Wild Card race Tuesday night in game 142...are 65-79 and with two more losses the A's will extend their
streak of consecutive seasons without a winning record to five...that would be the third longest streak in
Oakland history...had six consecutive seasons with a .500 record or lower from 1982-87 and 1993-98...were in
a tie for first place in the AL West at the conclusion of play May 17 with a 22-20 record...however, have gone
43-59 (.422) since then...have spent 48 of the last 49 days in third place in the West...for the season, have
spent one day tied for first, three days in second, eight days tied for second, 82 days in third, five days tied for
third and 61 days in fourth...have a 26-21 (.553) record on the weekend (13-12 on Saturday, 13-9 on Sunday)
compared to 39-58 (.402) during the week...made a managerial change June 9, replacing Bob Geren with new
interim manager Bob Melvin.

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 5.39 ERA (81 er in 135.1 ip) over the last 15 games...have allowed at
least 11 runs three times over that span but also have three shutouts...now have a 3.73 ERA for the season,
which is fourth lowest in the American League...have allowed the fewest home runs in the AL (116), have the
lowest opponents slugging percentage (.375) and are tied for second in pickoffs (19)...however, have issued
the third most walks (474)...A’s starting pitchers are 5-2 with a 2.39 ERA (14 er in 52.2 ip) over the last eight
games...have a 3.72 ERA (364 er in 879.2 ip) for the season, which is third lowest in the AL.

STRIKEOUTS: A’s pitchers have struck out 89 batters in 86.1 innings over the last eight games (9.28 per nine
innings...now have 1050 strikeouts for the season, which is tied for fourth in the American League...it is the
sixth best single-season total in Athletics franchise history (1124 in 2009, 1117 in 2001, 1075 in 2005, 1070 in
2010, 1061 in 2008).

OFFENSE: The A’s have the third lowest slugging percentage (.370) in the American League, the third fewest
home runs (97), the fourth lowest batting average (.246) and the fourth fewest runs (584)...are on pace to hit
109 home runs...hit 109 home runs last year, which was fourth fewest in a non-strike season in Oakland history
(94 in 1968, 100 in 1978, 108 in 1979)...have a .314 on-base percentage and have not finished with an on-base
percentage under .318 since 1982 (.309)...have been shutout 14 times, which is tied with Tampa Bay for the
most in the AL and second most in the majors...it is the most by an A’s team since 1991 (14)...have been
shutout more than 14 times just twice in Oakland history (19 in 1978, 17 in 1979).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's committed three errors last night and now have 115 for the season, which is
second most in the majors to the Cubs (120)...it is the most by an A’s team since the 2001 club had 125...19 of
the errors have been committed by pitchers, which is tied for the most in the majors and tied for third most in
Oakland history (22 in 1977, 20 in 1986)...the three errors last night led to a season-high tying five unearned
runs...now have 80 unearned runs for the season, which are the most in the majors and the most by an A’s
team since 2000 (83).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 0-1 on this three-game road trip to Texas...went 4-6 on the last road trip and
are 26-47 (.356) on the road for the season, which is tied for the third worst record in the American
League...have clinched a losing record on the road for the fifth consecutive season and have matched their
road loss total from last year...went 4-2 on the last homestand against Seattle (3-0) and Kansas City (1-2) and

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 17-24 (.415) in one-run games, which is tied with Kansas City for the worst record
in the American League and tied for third worst in the majors...the 24 one-run losses match the most by an A’s
team over the last 24 years...have not lost more since 1987 when they went 20-27...are 8-11 (.421) in extra
inning games, which is tied for the third worst record in the AL...are tied for the AL lead in extra inning games
and losses...the 11 losses are the most by an A’s team since 1996 (9-11)...combined for just seven extra inning
wins over the previous two seasons and are 15-28 (.349) in extra inning games over the last three years...are
14-27 in games decided in the seventh inning or later, including 10-20 in games decided in the last at bat...have
seven wins when trailing after seven innings, which is tied for second most in the AL.

PLAYERS USED: The A’s have used 47 players and have not used fewer than 49 in a season since 2006
(40)...have used 26 pitchers, which ties the Oakland record set in 1997 and matched in 2009...the franchise
record is 27 set by the 1915 Philadelphia A's and matched by the 1955 Kansas City A's...have used just four
right fielders (DeJesus, Jackson, Sweeney, Taylor), which is currently tied for the fewest in Oakland history
(also 1980).

Bob Melvin was named interim manager of the A’s for the remainder of the 2011 season June 9.
He replaced Bob Geren, who compiled a 334-376 (.470) record in four-plus seasons as manager. Melvin
has a record of 493-508 (.493) in seven previous seasons as a Major League manager with the Seattle
Mariners (2003-04) and Arizona Diamondbacks (2005-09). He is the 29th manager in franchise history
and the 17th in Oakland history.

In his previous managerial stint, he guided Arizona to a 337-340 (.498) record in four-plus seasons.
He was named manager of the D-backs Nov. 5, 2004 and led the club to a 77-85 mark in his first season,
a 26-game turnaround from a franchise-worst 51-111 mark in 2004. After a 76-86 finish in 2006, Melvin
was named National League Manager of the Year by the BBWAA in 2007 after guiding Arizona to a
league-best 90-72 record. He also earned NL Manager of the Year honors from The Sporting News
and the Negro League Baseball Museum’s C.1. Taylor Legacy Award. The Diamondbacks followed up
their NL West title with a second place finish in 2008, finishing 82-80. Melvin became the winningest
manager in Arizona history that season when he earned his 304th win Aug. 14, surpassing Bob Brenly.
He was ejected from a game twice during the 2008 season and has 19 career ejections as a manager.
Melvin was relieved of his duties as D-backs manager May 8, 2009 after a 12-17 start.

Prior to being named A’s manager, Melvin had rejoined the Diamondbacks as a special baseball
advisor to President & CEO Derrick Hall in May of 2011, assisting the baseball operations department
and other business divisions of the organization. He was a professional scout for the New York Mets
in 2010.

Melvin began his managerial career in 2003 and guided to the Mariners to a 93-69 record in
his rookie campaign, shattering the team record for wins by a first-year Mariners manager set by Lou
Piniella in 1993 (82-80). His 93 wins also tied for the 15th-most by any rookie manager in Major
League history. The Mariners then fell to 63-99 in 2004 and he left Seattle with a 156-168 (.481) record
in two seasons.

Melvin began his coaching career as Manager Phil Garner’s bench coach from 1999-2000, first
with the Brewers in 1999 and then in 2000 with the Tigers. While with the Brewers, he also managed the
Maryvale team in the Arizona Fall League in 1999. He then served as Bob Brenly’s bench coach with
the D-backs from 2001-02 when the club won back-to-back NL West titles and the World Series in 2001.
Prior to those bench coach roles, he spent three seasons with Milwaukee in various capacities, serving as
a scout in 1996, roving instructor in 1997 and as assistant to General Manager Sal Bando in 1998.
