OAKLAND NOTES

and Texas (three games).

e The A’s grounded into four double plays, which is a season high (previous: 3, seven times; last: Aug. 7 at Tampa Bay).

Guillermo Moscoso had his career-high 15.2-inning scoreless streak snapped when he allowed three runs in the third inning...had allowed just one

earned run in 20.0 innings (0.45 ERA) in three starts against American League West teams this year entering tonight.

e Fautino De Los Santos has a 6.14 ERA (10 er in 14.2 ip) over his past 18 games after posting a 2.35 ERA over his first 12 contests.

e Brandon Allen (1 for 4) doubled in the fourth inning to snap his 0 for 22 streak, which was the longest hitless streak of his career.

o Hideki Matsui (1 for 1) had a career-high-tying three walks (16" time, last: June 17, 2011 vs. San Francisco).

e Scott Sizemore (0 for 4) struck out a career-high-tying three times (fifth time, last: Aug. 13, 2011 vs. Texas).

o Josh Willingham (2 for 3) recorded his team-leading 90" RBI of the season, which is a new career high (previous: 89 RBI, 2007)...is 15 for 44 (.341)
with 11 RBI over his last 12 games.
