TEAM UPDATE: Angels have dropped last two games to fall from -1.5 to -3.0 games back of Texas 
with 15 games to play…Rangers and Angels end regular season with a three-game series at Angel 
Stadium (Sept. 26-28)…Halos are 3-3 in last six games & 6-4 in last 10 contests…Tonight the Angels 
play the second game (0-1) their final road trip of season (10 games) to Oakland (9/12-14; 0-1), 
Baltimore (9/16-18) and Toronto (9/19-22)…LAA is 7-4 this month and 30-25 since All-Star break… 
Halos are 18-5-2 in last 25 series & 28-15-4 through 47 overall series in 2011…With 80 wins, Angels 
have already matched win total from 2010 (80-82). 
 
TONIGHT’S STARTER:  Jerome Williams has won all three starts since having his contract selected by 
8/17…He is in search of first four-game win streak since winning five straight his rookie year, June 21-
July 12, 2003.

GRAND THEFT:  With two stolen bases Sunday, Bobby Abreu reached 20 SBs for the 13th consecutive 
season…It the longest streak in the majors since Rickey Henderson had 23 straight from 1979 to 2001. 

 
@ OAKLAND:  Angels are 1-6 in last five overall games @ A’s…Halos are 5-12 in last 17 games in 
Oakland (10-3 in last 13 at home)…Club is 5-9 vs. A’s in 2011…Halos have not lost a season series to 
A’s since 2003…In the Angels’ last 16 victories, they have outscored A’s 85-33…In their last 15 losses, 
they have been outscored 121-33. 

 
FACE THE WAL: With his next save, Jordan Walden will become just the fifth rookie closer since 2000 
to notch 30 or more saves (Feliz, Kimbrel, Sasaki, Papelbon). 

 
PITCHING PRODUCTION: Halos’ 89 quality starts are tied for second in A.L.…Angels are 55-37 in 
games started by Weaver, Haren and Santana…The club is 25-30 in games started by others…Halos’

 consecutive season reaching the century mark – the longest active streak in MLB…Angels’

YOUTH MOVEMENT: 16 Angels have made MLB debuts since 2010…19 current Angels have less than two years of MLB service time…Mike Trout is 
the youngest player in the MLB (20 yrs, 37 days). 
 
THIS N’ THAT: Angels rank T2nd in A.L. with 10 walk-off wins…Angels are approaching 3 million fans for the ninth consecutive season; club trails only 
the Yankees and Twins in 2011 average home attendance (39,018)…LAA is 27-27 in one-run games; 27 one-run losses are second most in A.L.… 
Halos are 56-30 when hitting a HR…Club is 63-16 when they score four or more (17-51 when three or less)…Angels have used 124 different lineups.
