ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Won their first home game of the spring yesterday and are now 1-2-1 in Phoenix
compared to 5-1 on the road...stole five bases yesterday, their most in a spring game since March 29,
1995 when they had six...are tied for fourth in the Cactus League in steals (11)...also rank second in
doubles (22), third in runs (58) and hits (102) and fourth in walks (30)...the pitching staff has not issued a
walk in the last two games but leads the CL with 36 for the spring...rank second in strikeouts (73).

OFF-SEASON MOVES: The A’s traded three All-Star pitchers during a 12-day period in December but
acquired 10 players in return, five of which were ranked among the A’s top 10 prospects according to
Baseball America...Trevor Cahill was dealt to Arizona along with Craig Breslow Dec. 17 for Ryan Cook,
Collin Cowgill and Jarrod Parker...Gio Gonzalez was traded to Washington with minor league pitcher Rob
Gilliam December 23 for A.J. Cole, Tommy Milone, Derek Norris and Brad Peacock...Andrew Bailey was
sent to Boston with Ryan Sweeney for Raul Alcantara, Miles Head and Josh Reddick...the A’s also
acquired Seth Smith from Colorado for Guillermo Moscoso and Josh Outman and signed free agents
Bartolo Colon and Jonny Gomes, in addition to one of their own free agents, Coco Crisp...after the start of
camp, the A’s signed Manny Ramirez to a minor league contract (Feb. 20) and Yoenis Céspedes to a four-
year deal (March 3).

A’s TOP PROSPECTS: Nine of the A’s top 10 prospects according to Baseball America began the spring
in major league camp...the list includes six players already on the A’'s 40-man roster in Jarrod Parker (#1),
Brad Peacock (#2), Derek Norris (#7), Jermaine Mitchell (#8), Michael Taylor (#9) and Tommy Milone
(#10)...three are non-roster invitees including Sonny Gray (#3), Michael Choice (#5) and Grant Green
(#6)...the other is A.J. Cole (#4)...the A’'s have six players on Baseball America’s Top 100 Prospect List:
Yoenis Céspedes (#14), Parker (#26), Peacock (#36), Cole (#57), Gray (#65) and Choice (#80)...the six
players match the most by any team (St. Louis, San Diego, Texas).

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’s have signed or agreed to terms with all 40 players on the 40-man
roster...four of those players are under contract beyond the 2012 season...Brett Anderson is signed
through 2013 with club options for 2014 and 2015...Coco Crisp is signed through 2013 with a club option
for 2014...Kurt Suzuki is signed through 2013 with a club option for 2014...Yoenis Céspedes is signed
through 2015...Grant Balfour and Brian Fuentes both have club options for 2013.

SPRING IN ARIZONA: This is the A’'s 44" Spring Training in Arizona, their 31% consecutive spring in
Phoenix...trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since
1982...are scheduled to play 24 games this spring in addition to two exhibition games in Tokyo (March 25
vs. Yomiuri, March 26 vs. Hanshin) and one at the A’s Triple-A affiliate in Sacramento (March 31)...the
schedule includes 21 games in Arizona and three in the Bay Area against San Francisco (April 2-4)...the
24 games will be the fewest since 1990 when they played just 16...played 26 games in 2008, the last time
the A’s opened the season in Japan...the A's went 12-21-1 last spring, their third consecutive spring with a
losing record (12-17-3 in 2010 and 17-18-2 in 2009)...this is just the second time in Oakland history the
A’s had more than two straight losing springs...had five straight from 1974-78...the 21 losses last spring
set an Oakland record, topping the previous mark of 18 (1993, 2005, 2009)...the .368 winning percentage
was the A’s lowest since going 8-14 (.364) in 1982.

JAPAN SERIES: The A’s will open the regular season in Japan for the second time...will leave for Tokyo
March 22 and will workout at the Tokyo Dome March 24...have exhibition games against the Yomiuri
Giants (March 25 at 7:10 pm) and Hanshin Tigers (March 26 at 12:10 pm)...after another workout day
March 27, the A’s will open the regular season against the Seattle Mariners March 28 at 7:10 pm (3:10 am
PT)...the two clubs will also square off March 29 at 6:10 pm (2:10 am PT)...MLB Network will televise the
games on a tape delayed basis at 6:00 am PT and 7:00 pm PT on both days...Brandon McCarthy is
scheduled to start the opener and Bartolo Col6n will pitch in the second game...the other time the A’s
opened the season in Japan was in 2008 when they split two games with Boston...lost the opener 6-5 in
10 innings and won game two 5-1...there are four players in the A’'s camp that were on the roster in Japan
in 2008 (Barton, Braden, Fiorentino, Suzuki)...the A’s and Mariners were scheduled to open the 2003
season in Japan, but the trip was cancelled the day after war broke out in Iraqg..
