ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won seven straight games, which is the A’s longest spring winning streak since 
March 11-17, 2008 when they also won seven straight…since 1986 (the earliest year full spring results are 
available), the A’s longest spring training winning streak is nine (March 13-21, 2001 and March 8-16, 
2000)…are 11-3-1, which is the best record in the Cactus League…since 1986, the only time the A’s had a 
batter record after 15 games was in 2000 when a split squad put the record at 12-3-1 after 16 games (won 
game 17 to go to 13-3-1)…need one more win to clinch a winning record in the spring for the first time 
since 2008 (18-8)…the A’s are 7-1 on the road this spring compared to 4-2-1 in Phoenix…lead the majors 
in doubles (41) and top the Cactus League in walks (56)…rank second in the CL in runs (102), batting 
(.304) and on-base percentage (.370), third in hits (164) and fourth in slugging (.474)…the pitching staff is 
tied for second in the CL in walks (53) and ranks third in strikeouts (109). 

SPRING IN ARIZONA: This is the A’s 44th Spring Training in Arizona, their 31st consecutive spring in 
Phoenix…trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 
1982…are scheduled to play 24 games this spring in addition to two exhibition games in Tokyo (March 25 
vs. Yomiuri, March 26 vs. Hanshin) and one at the A’s Triple-A affiliate in Sacramento (March 31)…the 
schedule includes 21 games in Arizona and three in the Bay Area against San Francisco (April 2-4)…the 
24 games will be the fewest since 1990 when they played just 16…the A’s went 12-21-1 last spring, their 
third consecutive spring with a losing record (12-17-3 in 2010 and 17-18-2 in 2009)…the 21 losses set an 
Oakland record, topping the previous mark of 18 (1993, 2005, 2009)…the .368 winning percentage was 
the A’s lowest since going 8-14 (.364) in 1982. 

JAPAN SERIES: The A’s will open the regular season in Japan for the second time…will leave for Tokyo 
March 22 and will workout at the Tokyo Dome March 24…have exhibition games against the Yomiuri 
Giants (March 25 at 7:10 pm) and Hanshin Tigers (March 26 at 12:10 pm)…after another workout day 
March 27, the A’s will open the regular season against the Seattle Mariners March 28 at 7:10 pm (3:10 am 
PT)…the two clubs will also square off March 29 at 6:10 pm (2:10 am PT)…MLB Network will televise the 
games on a tape delayed basis at 6:00 am PT and 7:00 pm PT on both days…Brandon McCarthy is 
scheduled to start the opener and Bartolo Colón will pitch in the second game…the other time the A’s 
opened the season in Japan was in 2008 when they split two games with Boston…lost the opener 6-5 in 
10 innings and won game two 5-1…there are four players in the A’s camp that were on the roster in Japan 
in 2008 (Barton, Braden, Fiorentino, Suzuki).
