ABOUT THE A’'S: Went 10-2-1 over the final 13 games in Arizona and are 14-5-2 for the spring...that was
the best record in the Cactus League and third best in the majors through games of Wednesday, March
21...have three Spring Training games remaining as the A’s face the Giants in the Bay Area, April 2-
4...the two exhibition games here in Japan (today vs. Yomiuri, tomorrow vs. Hanshin) and against the A’s
Triple-A affiliate in Sacramento on March 31 do not count in the statistics...the A’s have clinched a winning
record during the spring for the first time since 2008 (18-8)...the .714 winning percentage is on pace to
break the Oakland record of .692 set in 2008 (18-8)...the 14 wins are two more than the A’s total from
each of the previous two springs (12-21-1 in 2011, 12-17-3 in 2010...after concluding the Arizona portion
of their scheduled on Wednesday, March 21, the A’s led the majors in runs (133), hits (218) and walks (80)
and tied for the lead in sacrifice flies (13)...topped the CL in doubles (52) and home runs (24), ranked
second in slugging (.476) and on-base percentage (.363) and were third in batting (.293)...the pitching
staff led the CL in walks (80) and ranked fourth in strikeouts (143)...made 20 errors, which was tied for
second in the CL...this is the A’s 44™ Spring Training in Arizona, their 31% consecutive spring in
Phoenix...trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since
1982...are scheduled to play 24 games this spring, which will be the fewest since 1990 when they played
just 16...played 26 games in 2008, the last time the A’s opened the season in Japan.

JAPAN SERIES: The A’s will open the regular season in Japan for the second time when they face the
Seattle Mariners Wednesday, March 28 at 7:10 pm (3:10 am PT)...the two clubs will also square off
Thursday, March 29 at 6:10 pm (2:10 am PT)...MLB Network will televise the games on a tape delayed
basis at 6:00 am PT and 7:00 pm PT on both days...Brandon McCarthy is scheduled to face Felix
Hernandez in the opener and Bartolo Colén will square off against Jason Vargas in the second game...the
other time the A’s opened the season in Japan was in 2008 when they split two games with Boston...lost
the opener 6-5 in 10 innings and won game two 5-1...Kurt Suzuki is the only player on the roster who was
on the A’s Opening Day roster in Japan in 2008...Coco Crisp was on the Red Sox roster that year...the
A’s and Mariners were scheduled to open the 2003 season in Japan, but the trip was cancelled the day
after war broke out in Iraq.
