ABOUT THE A’S: Are 0-2-1 over their last three spring training games but are 14-6-2 (.682) overall, which
is the best record among Cactus League teams and third best in the majors behind Toronto (23-7-1, .758)
and Detroit (20-7-5, .703)...have clinched a winning record for the first time since 2008 (18-8)...the .692
winning percentage in 2008 is the Oakland record for best spring training record, a mark the A’s can top by
winning each of the remaining two games...the 14 wins are two more than the A’s total from each of the
previous two springs (12-21-1 in 2011, 12-17-3 in 2010)...after concluding the Arizona portion of their
schedule on Wednesday, March 21, the A’s led the majors in runs (133), hits (218) and walks (80) and
topped the CL in doubles (52) and home runs (24)...currently rank third in the majors in on-base
percentage (.357)...this is the A's 44" Spring Training in Arizona, their 31% consecutive spring in
Phoenix...trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since
1982...are scheduled to play 24 games this spring, which will be the fewest since 1990 when they played
just 16...played 26 games in 2008, the last time the A’s opened the season in Japan.

JAPAN SERIES: The A’s opened the regular season in Japan for the second time, splitting a two-game
series with the Seattle Mariners on March 28 and 29...the Mariners won the opener 3-1 in 11 innings but
the A’s came back to win the second game 4-1...the other time the A’s opened the season in Japan was in
2008 when they split two games with Boston...lost the opener 6-5 in 10 innings and won game two 5-1.
