ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’'S: Have lost two straight after winning seven of the previous 10 games...had a 2-0 lead
entering the bottom of the ninth inning yesterday but lost 5-2...it marked the first time this year the A’s lost a
game when scoring first (8-1)...it was also the first time the A’s surrendered a lead in a game they lost...are in a
tie for second place in the American League West for the fourth consecutive day...are a season-high tying 5%
games behind first place Texas...this will be the A’s largest deficit in the West at the end of April since 2001
when they trailed Seattle by 12 games...have spent one day tied for first this year, five days in second, seven
days tied for second, six days in third and seven days in fourth.

IN APRIL: The A’s are 10-11 in the month of April with one game remaining...this marks the fourth consecutive
season and eighth time in the last nine years the A’s have not posted a winning record in April...are 106-108
(.495) over that span and have finished more than one game under .500 in April just once (8-11 in 2009)...the
offense is batting .206 (145 for 703) this month... the lowest batting average in any month in Oakland history is
.210 in April of 1979...since 1921, the only Athletics team to hit under .210 in a month is the 1966 Kansas City
A’s, who hit .176 in April, 1966 (12 games)...also have a .275 on-base percentage and .320 slugging
percentage...the lowest on-base percentage in one month in Oakland history is .274 in April, 1968 and August,
1972...have not slugged under .322 in a month of 15 or more games since September, 1979 (.318)...have
scored 62 runs in 21 games (2.95 per game)...the A’s have averaged under three runs a game in one month
three times in Oakland history, but just once since 1979 (2.73 in August, 2008)...have hit 16 home runs in April,
which is their most since 2007 when they had 18.

PLAYERS USED: The A’s have used 33 players this year, which is the most in the majors ahead of Boston and
Detroit (32 each)...11 of those 33 are rookies, which is also the most in the majors...used a total of 14 rookies
all last year...currently have seven rookies on the roster (Céspedes, Cook, Figueroa, Miller, Milone, Parker,
Recker)...had seven rookies on the Opening Day roster, which were the A’'s most rookies on an Opening Day
roster since they are first available in 1992 (previous: 5, 2009).

PITCHING: The A’s rank third in the American League with a 3.11 ERA...also rank third in opponents slugging
(.372) and on-base percentage (.302) and have the third fewest strikeouts (129)...have surrendered just 16
home runs, which is second fewest in the AL to Texas (15)...A’s starting pitchers have a 3.29 ERA (54 er in
147.2 ip), which is second lowest in the AL to Texas (3.23)...starters have allowed just two home runs over the
last 12 games, both by Colén on April 23 against Chicago...have yielded just nine for the season, which is
second fewest to Kansas City (8).

SHUTOUT: The A’s pitching staff tossed its Major League leading fourth shutout of the season last Tuesday
night against Chicago...it came one day after the offense was shutout for the fourth time, which is tied for the
most in the majors...it marks the third time this year the A’s have played back-to-back games where they have
shutout an opponent in one game and been shutout in the other...there have been 22 shutouts in the American
League this year and the A’s have been involved in eight of them (36.4%).

OFFENSE: The A’s have scored just 67 runs, which is the fewest in Oakland history over the first 23 games of
the season...the previous low was 73 in 1968...the fewest after 24 games is 74 in 1968...the last A’s team to
score fewer than 67 runs over the first 23 games is the 1966 Kansas City A’'s (53)...have the second fewest
runs scored in the majors ahead of Pittsburgh (49)...rank last in the majors in batting (.205), slugging (.325), on-
base percentage (.272) and batting with runners in scoring position (.176).

ON THE BASES: The A’s have stolen a Major League leading 21 bases...have a stolen base percentage of
75.0% (7 cs), which ranks third in the American League...A’s opponents have been caught stealing 11 times,
which is second most in the majors to San Diego (12)...the opponents stolen base percentage of 42.1% (8 for
19) is second lowest to the White Sox (27.3%).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’'s have committed eight errors in the last seven games after making just eight
over the first 16 contests...now have 16 errors for the season, which is fourth most in the American
League...A’s outfielders have seven assists, which is tied with Arizona for the most in the majors...last year,
the A’s had 21 outfield assists the entire season.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-2 on this nine-game, 10-day trip to Baltimore (1-2), Boston (three games)
and Tampa Bay (three games)...went 4-3 on the first road trip and are 5-5 on the road for the season...went 3-3
on the last homestand against Cleveland (1-2) and Chicago (2-1) and are 6-7 at home...last year, the A’'s went
43-38 (.531) in Oakland compared to 31-50 (.383) on the road...posted a winning record at home for the
second consecutive season but finished with a losing mark on the road for the fifth consecutive season.

NIGHT AND DAY: The A’s have played just five day games, which is the fewest in the majors...are 3-2 in day
games compared to 8-10 at night...last year, the A’'s were 32-31 during the day and 42-57 at night...had the
second worst record under the lights in the American League.

WALK-OFF WEDNESDAYS: The A’s had their second “walk-off” win of the season last Wednesday against
Chicago...both of the wins have come in extra innings on Wednesday on the last day of a homestand after the
other team scored at least one run in the top of the inning...are now 2-1 in extra inning games...the three extra
inning games are tied for second most in the American League...were 8-11 in extra inning games last year and
are 17-29 (.370) over the last four years...are 3-2 in one-run games this year.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have used the disabled list five times and currently have four players on the DL
(Anderson, Braden, Devine, Sizemore)...Devine (“Tommy John” surgery) and Sizemore (Torn ACL) will miss
the entire season...the A’s used the DL 15 times last year, which was the fewest since 2006 when they also
used it 15 times...used the DL a total of 87 times from 2007-10...have not had fewer than two players on the DL
since the end of the 2006 season, when they had just one.

FILLING IN: Johnny Doskow, long-time voice of the A’s Triple-A affiliate in Sacramento, will join the club’s radio
broadcast on an interim basis while Ken Korach recovers from knee replacement surgery...Vince Cotroneo will
assume Korach'’s primary broadcast duties.

Tabbed the Tigers Player of the Month for April after hitting .319 (22x69) with 17 runs scored, three doubles, seven
home runs and 18 RBI in 21 games during the month -- tied for fourth in the American League with seven home runs
during April, while he finished fifth with a .447 on-base percentage and .667 slugging percentage.

Belted his fourth career grand slam on May 15 versus Oakland -- equaled a career high with five RBI.

Belted a game-winning, two-run home run with two outs in the ninth inning on June 28 at Houston to lead the Tigers to
a 4-3 win -- according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he became the sixth major league player in 2009 to hit a go-ahead
home run with his team one out away from a loss and the first Tigers player to do so since Craig Monroe belted a game-
winning, three-run home run in a 5-3 win over New York at Yankee Stadium on August 30, 2006.

Selected the Tigers Player of the Month for June after batting .287 (27x94) with three doubles, a triple, six home runs
and 19 RBI in 28 games -- tied for ninth in the American League with 19 RBI during the month.

Connected for his fourth career walk-off home run on August 14 versus Kansas City to lead the Tigers to a 1-0 win --
according to the Elias Sports Bureau, it marked the first time the Tigers have won a game with the only runs being
scored on a game-ending home run since May 19, 1989 versus Kansas City when Lou Whitaker belted a two-run home
run in the bottom of the ninth inning in Detroit's 2-0 win...additionally, it marked the first time the Tigers have posted a
1-0 win at home in walk-off fashion since May 13, 1981 versus Seattle when Ricky Peters singled in the bottom of the
ninth inning to plate Kirk Gibson with the winning run.

Belted his fifth career grand slam on September 6 at Tampa Bay -- the grand slam led the Tigers back from a 3-1 deficit
to a 5-3 win in the ninth inning...according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he became the first Tigers player to hit a grand
slam in the ninth inning-or-later which turned a deficit into a lead since Lou Whitaker did so in the ninth inning at Tiger
Stadium on June 21, 1994 versus Cleveland to lead the Tigers to a 7-5 win after they trailed 5-3.

Hit .500 (9x18) with 24 RBI when batting with the bases loaded.

Batted .268 (80x299) with 21 home runs in 86 games prior to the all-star break -- according to the Elias Sports Bureau,
he joined Dean Palmer (22 home runs at the all-star break in 1999) as the only two third basemen in club history to hit
20-or-more home runs prior to the all-star break...hit .186 (49x263) with six home runs in 75 games following the all-
star break.

Underwent surgery to address the chronic patellar tendinitis in both of his knees that plagued him throughout the
season on November 3, a procedure performed by Dr. Stephen Lemos at the Detroit Medical Center -- the procedure
involved the debridement and repair of the patellar tendon in both his left and right knees.

Completed his eighth season with the Tigers at the major league level in 2008, showing his versatility as he saw action at
four positions: catcher (60 games), third base (51 games), left field (two games) and center field (13 games).

Played in 113 games for the Tigers, marking his fewest with the club since he played in 104 games in 2003.

Sidelined June 23-July 10 with a pulled oblique -- saw action in three games with Toledo during an injury rehab
assignment July 7-9, batting .300 (3x10) with a home run and four RBI.

YOENIS CESPEDES

Made his Major League debut March 28 against Seattle in Tokyo with a start in center field...
doubled off Felix Hernandez to lead off the bottom of the seventh inning for his first ML hit.

Hit his first ML home run in the seventh inning March 29 against Seattle in Tokyo, a two-run shot
off Shawn Kelley.

Homered in three consecutive games from March 29 to April 7...became the third player since 1918
to homer in three of his first four Major League games (Trent Oeltjen, ARI 2009 and Mike Jacobs,
NYM 2005)...is the ninth player with at least three home runs in his first four games (Jacobs had
4)...the previous fastest an Oakland Athletic reached three career home runs was seven games by
Kurt Abbott in 1993 and Mitchell Page in 1977.

Had multiple RBI games in each of those contests...since 1918, he is the first Athletic and ninth
Major Leaguer with three multiple RBI games over his first four career games (last: Wladimir Bal-
entien, 2006-07).

Struck out at least once in each of his first eight games, which is an Oakland record to start a career. ..
the previous mark was six (Chris Carter, 2010; Brooks Conrad, 2008; Travis Buck, 2007)...matched
the longest streak by an Athletic since 1918 (Troy Herriage, 1956; Norm Bass, 1961).

Hit his fourth home run April 18 at Los Angeles in his 12th game...since 1918, that is the fastest
a player has reached four career home runs in Athletics history...the previous best was by Brian
Lesher, who did it in 14 games in 1996.

Was on his 13th career Opening Day roster and is in his 15th season in the majors.

27, 1980 against Detroit; Catfish Hunter, May 25, 1973 against Detroit).



JOSH REDDICK
Was the A’s fifth different Opening Day starter in right field in the last five years.

ADAM ROSALES

Was on the A’s Opening Day roster and appeared in one game against Seattle in Japan before he was
optioned to Sacramento April 2.

SCOTT SIZEMORE

Was placed on the 60-day disabled list March 3 after tearing the anterior cruciate ligament in his left
knee in the team’s first full-squad workout Feb. 27 in Phoenix...underwent successful reconstruc-
tive surgery March 21.. .the surgery was performed by Dr. Douglas Freedberg of the Arizona Sports
Medicine Center of Scottsdale...will miss the entire 2012 season.

SETH SMITH
Was the A’s eight different Opening Day starter at designated hitter in the last eight years.

ERIC SOGARD
Had a career-high three RBI, April 15 at Seattle.

KURT SUZUKI

Made his fifth consecutive Opening Day start at catcher...the five starts are second most by a catcher
in Oakland history...only Terry Steinbach, with nine, has more.

Made his 598th career appearance at catcher April 7 against Seattle, which moves him past Ossee
Schreckengost for fifth most in Athletics history.

RICH THOMPSON

Was claimed off waivers from the Los Angeles Angels April 20 and appeared in one game for the A’s
before he was designated for assignment April 25...faced Chicago on April 23 (0.2 ip, 1 h).
Cleared waivers and was outrighted to Sacramento April 27.

NEIL WAGNER

Was recalled from Triple-A Sacramento April 17 but did not appear in a game before he was op-
tioned back to Sacramento April 20.

JEMILE WEEKS
