The A’s lead the season series, 2-
1…won the first meeting in 
Oakland last night after splitting a 
two-game series in Texas in May 
to open the season series…have 
lost 13 of the last 17 games to the 
Rangers, including five of the last 
seven in Oakland…have lost five 
of the previous six season series 
and are 53-64 (.453) against 
Texas over that span (since 
2006)…are 294-308 all-time 
against the Texas Rangers…that 
breaks down to 157-144 in 
Oakland and 137-164 in 
Texas…have an all-time record of 
391-390 against the 
Rangers/Senators. 

 

TODAY’S TIDBITS 
 

The A’s had all nine players in the 
starting lineup score at least one 
run and collect at least one hit last 
night, the first time that has 
happened since July 1, 2007 
against New York. 

Collin Cowgill is on a career-high 
seven-game hitting streak (12 for 
27, .444). 

Coco Crisp has been successful 
in each of his last 30 stolen bases 
attempts, which is longest such 
streak in Athletics history (caught 
stealing became an official stat in 
1920). 

Brandon Inge had his fifth four 
RBI game of the season last night 
and leads the majors in games of 
four or more RBI…has 21 RBI in 
17 games with the A’s, which are 
second most in Oakland history by 
a player in his first 17 games with 
the A’s (Dave Kingman, 24 in 
1984)…has six home runs this 
year, all of which have come with 
runners on base.

ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won two of the last three games after a season-high nine-game losing streak…the 
losing streak tied for seventh longest in Oakland history and was the longest since a 10-game losing streak last 
year from May 30 to June 9…are now 5-14 since May 15 after going 19-17 over the first 36 games…are 24-31 
for the season, which is the A’s worst record after 55 games since 2005 when they were 22-33 (won game 
56)…have lost each of the last five series and split each of the four series prior to that…have gone nine 
consecutive series without winning a series, which is the second longest streak by an A’s team since 
1995…went 12 consecutive series without a win from July 11-August 24, 2008…last won a series May 4-6 at 
Tampa Bay when they won two of three…remain in a tie for last place in the American League West for the 
sixth consecutive day and trail Texas by eight games…have spent one day tied for first this year, 30 days in 
second, eight days tied for second, 10 days in third, six days tied for third and seven days in fourth…have not 
been all alone in fourth since April 16. 

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 2.93 ERA (22 er in 67.2 ip) over the last eight games and now have a 3.57 
ERA for the season, which is third lowest in the American League…are tied for second in the AL in shutouts (5) 
and tied for third in fewest home runs (47), but have the second fewest strikeouts (327)…A’s starting pitchers 
have allowed two runs or fewer in seven of the last eight games and have a 2.31 ERA (13 er in 50.2 ip) over 
that span…now have a 3.99 ERA for the season, which is also third lowest in the AL. 

OFFENSE: The A’s scored a season-high 12 runs last night and have 21 runs in the last three games after 
tallying 20 runs over the previous 12 contests…are hitting .294 (32 for 109) over the last three games after 
batting .186 over the previous 19 games…have scored two runs or fewer 13 times over the last 21 
games…rank last in the majors in batting (.213) and slugging (.336), second to last in on-base percentage 
(.291), tied for second in fewest doubles (75) and have the third fewest runs scored (185)…the 185 runs scored 
are the A’s fewest over the first 55 games of the season since the 1979 club also had 185…rank last in the 
American League in batting with runners in scoring position (.220)…have grounded into 34 double plays, which 
is the fewest in the AL…rank third in the AL in stolen bases (44)…lead the majors in pitches per plate 
appearance (4.00). 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-0 on this four-game homestand against Texas…these four games are the 
A’s only home games over a 16-game stretch from May 28 to June 14…began the stretch by going 1-5 on a six-
game road trip to Minnesota (0-3) and Kansas City (1-2)…conclude the stretch with a six-game road trip to 
Arizona (three games) and Colorado (three games) beginning Friday…snapped their five-game home losing 
streak last night and are now 11-15 at home for the season, which is the fourth worst home record in the 
American League…are 13-16 on the road…the A’s pitching staff has a 3.16 ERA (86 er in 244.2 ip) at home 
compared to 3.96 (110 er in 250.0 ip) on the road. 

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: Collin Cowgill recorded the 12th assist by an A’s outfielder Saturday, which is tied for 
the Major League lead (Arizona, Kansas City)…last year, A’s outfielders had 21 assists for the entire 
season…the A’s have turned two or more double plays in each of the last four games (10 total) and have 62 for 
the season, which is third most in the American League. 

SHUTOUT: The A’s have been shutout three times in the last five games, four times in the last eight contests 
and eight times in the last 19 games…have been blanked a Major League leading 11 times for the season…the 
A’s pitching staff has allowed four runs or fewer in nine of the 11 games and have a 3.77 ERA (38 er in 90.2 ip) 
when the A’s are shutout…the A’s were shut out 15 times last year and those were the most times the A’s were 
shutout in a season since 1979 (17)…were shut out five times in the month of May, the A’s most in one month 
since September, 1991 when they were also blanked five times. 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 6-4 in one-run games and the 10 one-run decisions are the fewest in the 
majors…are 12-12 in games decided by two runs or fewer and 12-19 in all other games…are 7-6 in games 
decided in the seventh inning or later, including 6-5 in the last at bat…are 4-2 in extra inning games…rank 
second in the AL in extra inning wins and tied for second in games…have three “walk-off” wins, matching their 
season total from last year…all three of those wins came after the visiting team scored at least one run in the 
top of the final inning. 

PLAYERS USED: The A’s have used 36 players (not including Sean Doolittle, who was called up yesterday), 
which is tied for third most in the American League behind Boston (39) and Tampa Bay (37)…12 of the 36 are 
rookies, which is the most in the majors…used a total of 14 rookies all last year…currently have nine rookies on 
the roster (Carignan, Céspedes, Cook, Cowgill, Donaldson, Doolittle, Miller, Milone, Parker)…four of the 36 
have been Australians (Balfour, Blackley, Hughes, Thompson)…no other team in Major League history had 
more than two Australians. 

A’s IN MAY: The A’s went 11-16 (.407) in the month of May, which was the worst record in the American 
League…it marked the second consecutive season and sixth time in the last eight years the A’s finished May 
with a losing record…went 10-12 in April and have finished the first two months of the season with a losing 
record for the second consecutive year and third time in the last four years…hit .2101 in May, which was the 
second lowest mark in the majors…it was also the second lowest single-month batting average in Oakland 
history (.2099 in April, 1979)…hit a Major League low .211 in April and that is the third lowest single-month 
average in Oakland history…struck out 230 times in May, which was the second highest single-month total in 
Oakland history (233 in August, 2008). 

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have used the disabled list 10 times and currently have five players on the DL 
(Anderson, Braden, Devine, Norberto, Sizemore)…Devine (“Tommy John” surgery) and Sizemore (torn ACL) 
will miss the entire season…the A’s used the DL 15 times last year, which was the fewest since 2006 when they 
also used it 15 times…used the DL a total of 87 times from 2007-10…have not had fewer than two players on 
the DL since the end of the 2006 season, when they had just one.

BLACKLEY vs. TEXAS: Was the winning pitcher in his only career appearance, a start in his Major League 
debut on July 1, 2004, an 8-4 Mariners win in Seattle…blanked the Rangers on one walk over the first three 
innings and had a 7-0 lead when he allowed a run to score on a double play in the fourth…also allowed a 
three-run home run to Mench in the sixth inning. 

WITH FRESNO: Was 3-0 with a save and 
a 0.39 ERA in four games, three starts, 
with Triple-A Fresno in the San Francisco 
organization…walked just three batters in 
23.1 innings (1.16 per nine innings) and 
allowed one home run…allowed a .163 
opponents batting average, including .153 
(9 for 59) against right-handed hitters and 
.190 (4 for 21) against left-handed 
hitters…opponents were 1 for 27 (.037) with runners on base, including 0 for 11 with runners in scoring 
position…tossed at least 4.0 innings in each of his four outings…did not allow a run over his final two starts 
and finished the Triple-A portion of his campaign with a 15.1-inning scoreless streak.

homered in each of the Tigers first three games of the season April 6-8…according to the Elias Sports 
Bureau, he became the first Tigers player to ever do so…reached base safely in each of his first 24 games 
of the season April 6-May 3…that marked the longest such streak by a Tigers player to begin a season 
since Ron LeFlore reached base in 30 straight games to open the 1976 season…connected for his 100th 
career home run April 12 against Texas, a solo shot in the eighth inning off C.J. Wilson…played in his 
1,000th career game April 13 against the Chicago White Sox…tabbed the Tigers Player of the Month for 
April after hitting .319 with 17 runs scored, three doubles, seven home runs and 18 RBI in 21 games…
tied for fourth in the AL in home runs, finished fifth with a .447 on-base percentage and .667 slugging 
percentage…belted his fourth career grand slam May 15 against Oakland and equaled a career-high 
with five RBI…belted a game-winning, two-run home run with two outs in the ninth inning June 28 at 
Houston to lead the Tigers to a 4-3 win…selected the Tigers Player of the Month for June after batting 
.287 with three doubles, a triple, six home runs and 19 RBI in 28 games…tied for ninth in the AL in RBI 
during the month…equaled a career high with two home runs July 12 against Cleveland…connected 
for his fourth career walk-off home run Aug. 14 against Kansas City to lead the Tigers to a 1-0 win…
belted his fifth career grand slam Sept. 6 at Tampa Bay…the slam led the Tigers back from a 3-1 deficit 
to a 5-3 win in the ninth inning…hit .500 (9-for-18) with 24 RBI when batting with the bases loaded…
batted .268 with 21 home runs in 86 games prior to the All-Star Break…according to the Elias Sports 
Bureau, he joined Dean Palmer (22 home runs in 1999) as the only two third basemen in club history 
to hit 20-or-more home runs prior to the all-star break…hit .186 with six home runs in 75 games fol-
lowing the break…underwent surgery to address the chronic patellar tendinitis in both of his knees that 
plagued him throughout the season, Nov. 3…the procedure was performed by Dr. Stephen Lemos at the 
Detroit Medical Center and involved the debridement and repair of the patellar tendon in both his left 
and right knees.

2008—Completed his eighth season with the Tigers, showing his versatility as he saw action at four po-
sitions: catcher (60 games), third base (51 games), left field (two games) and center field (13 games)…
played in 113 games for the Tigers, marking his fewest with the club since he played in 104 games in 
2003…did not commit an error in his first 110 games of the season March 31 to Sept. 26…sidelined 
June 23-July 9 with a pulled oblique…saw action in three games with Toledo during an injury rehab 
assignment July 7-9, batting .300 with a home run and four RBI…became the Tigers primary catcher 
following the trade of Ivan Rodriguez to the New York Yankees July 30 as he started behind the plate 
in 33 of the club’s next 42 games before returning to third base…batted .238 with eight home runs in 
60 games at Comerica Park…hit .169 with three home runs in 53 games on the road…ranked second 
among American League catchers with 11 passed balls.

career high with two home runs April 14 against Cleveland and June 18 at Chicago’s Wrigley Field…
tied for ninth in the AL with seven home runs during May and batted .220 with 19 RBI in 28 games

three more times during the season: May 31 against Texas (Kenny Rogers), June 18 against San Fran-
cisco (Kirk Rueter) and July 18 at Chicago-AL (Orlando Hernandez)…tied for eighth in the AL with 32 
hits and 15 walks during May…cleared the center field fence at Comerica Park with a home run June 14 
against San Diego…cleared the fence two more times during the season (June 18 against San Francisco 
and Sept. 26 against the Chicago White Sox) to become the first player to homer three times to center 
field at Comerica Park…did not play July 26 at Seattle, snapping his 141 consecutive games played 
streak dating back to Aug. 20, 2004…belted two home runs Sept. 26 against Chicago (AL) to match a

a five-game stretch…the other is Lou Gehrig in 1931…now has 14 career games with four or more 
RBI...drove in 16 runs over that five-game stretch…since 1970, the only other Athletic to drive in 16 
runs over a five-game span is Damian Miller (June 6-11, 2004).
