Brandon Inge (O for 4) is on a O for 14 streak...is now 1 for 20 over his last five games after going 13 for 32 (.406) with two home runs and 12 RBI over
his previous nine contests.

Josh Reddick (0 for 4) struck out a career-high tying four times (also Aug. 4, 2009 at Tampa Bay)...is on a 0 for 15 streak.

Seth Smith (1 for 3) is batting .424 (14 for 33) over his last 11 games...is batting .340 (34 for 100) with 17 of his 23 RBI in 33 games in the outfield
compared to .178 (13 for 73) in 23 games at designated hitter.
