e Yoenis Cespedes (2 for 4) is batting .373 (44 for 118) since the All-Star Break, which leads the American League...is 6 for 14 (.426) with two walks
and three RBI in four games against Cleveland this year.

e Josh Donaldson (4 for 4) recorded his first career four-hit game (previous: 3, May 18, 2012 at SF).

e CIiff Pennington (1 for 3) snapped a 0 for 12 streak with a RBI double in the fourth inning.
