Owns a 2.07 ERA (13 IP — 3 ER) in two starts at the Coliseum this season

Snapped 11 start winless streak with 10-3 victory in last start, August 29™ vs. Boston...Marked first win since June 26" at Baltimore and first home win since June
19™ vs. San Francisco...Streak was one game shy of matching his career-high set in rookie season (12 games, six starts)

With last win, became fourth player in MLB history to record three straight seasons with 10+ wins after logging three consecutive double-digit save seasons
