The season series is tied at four 
games each…the A’s lost last 
night’s series opener in New York 
after winning four of seven 
meetings in Oakland…including a 
four-game sweep July 19-22…it 
was just the A’s second four-game 
sweep against New York since 
1914 (July 14-16, 1972 at New 
York)…are 7-6 against the 
Yankees over the last 13 games 
but are 8-21 over the last 
29…have lost four consecutive 
season series to the Yankees and 
are 11-31 (.262) against New York 
since 2008…that is the worst 
record by an American League 
team against the Yankees over 
that span…since moving to 
Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 225-
265 against the Yankees…that 
includes 124-121 in Oakland and 
101-144 in New York…all-time, 
the A’s are 766-1131 against the 
Yankees/Orioles.

ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost four of the last five games after winning eight of the previous nine games and 17 of 
the previous 21…are 85-65 (.567) for the season, which is the fourth best record in the American League…it is 
the A’s best record after 150 games since they were 87-63 in 2006…have clinched a winning record for the first 
time since 2006 (93-69)…the 85 wins are 11 more than last year, which is the A’s biggest improvement since 
they went from 91 wins to 102…the last time the A’s improved by 12 or more games was 1998-99 when they 
went from 74 wins to 87…are in second place in the AL West and trail Texas by four games…are in sole 
possession of the second Wild Card slot, one game behind first place Baltimore but 3½ games ahead of third 
place Los Angeles…have held at least a share of a playoff spot each of the last 31 days (since August 22) and 
51 of the last 63 (since July 21)…have the best record in the majors since the start of July (48-23) and since 
June 2 (63-35), the date the A’s snapped their season-high nine game losing streak…have the best record in 
the AL since the All-Star Break (42-22)…in the West, have spent one day tied for first this year, 81 days in 
second, 11 days tied for second, 54 days in third, eight days tied for third and 11 days in fourth. 

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have not factored in the decision in the past two games to snap a 
23-game streak in which starters recorded the decision…that was the second longest streak by an A’s team 
since 1980…had a 26-game streak from August 22-September 19, 2010…Jarrod Parker tossed 8.0 innings last 
night, snapping a streak of four consecutive games where A’s starting pitchers tossed fewer than five 
innings…it was the first time A’s starters tossed fewer than five innings in four straight games since May 18-21, 
1996…A’s starting pitchers have a 3.73 ERA (374 er in 902.2 ip) for the season, which is second lowest in the 
AL…have allowed the fewest home runs in the AL (92). 

PITCHING: The A’s have allowed 33 runs in 43.0 innings (6.91 ERA) over the past five games after yielding just 
21 runs, 19 earned, over their previous nine games (80.0 ip, 2.14 ERA)…however, have a 3.49 ERA for the 
season, which ranks second in the American League…the last time the A’s finished the season with an ERA 
under 3.56 was in 1990 (3.18)…have allowed the fewest home runs in the AL (133), are tied for the most 
pickoffs (21), rank second in opponents on-base percentage (.306) and slugging percentage (.376) and third in 
batting average (.246) and shutouts (13). 

OFFENSE: The A’s are tied for second in the American League with 318 runs scored since the All-Star Break 
(64 games, 4.97 per game)…were last in the AL in runs before the break (319, 3.71 per game)…have been 
shut out 16 times, which is tied with Miami for the most in the majors…it is also the third highest total in Oakland 
history and the most since 1979 (17)…the record is 19 in 1978…are batting .249 (555 for 2229) since the All-
Star Break after hitting a Major League low .225 before the break…are batting .236 overall, which is second 
lowest in the majors…the lowest batting average in Oakland history is .236 in 1982…have the third lowest on-
base percentage in the AL (.308) but rank third in walks (505)…lead the majors in pitches per plate appearance 
(3.98). 

STRIKEOUTS: The A’s have struck out 89 times over the past eight games (11.13 per game) and now have 
1277 for the season, which is an on-going Athletics franchise record (previous: 1226 in 2008)…it is also the 
fourth highest single season total in American League history…the AL record is 1324 by Tampa Bay in 
2007…the 1277 strikeouts are the most in the majors. 

IN THE PINCH: Brandon Moss had a pinch hit home run last night and the A’s are now batting .295 (23 for 78) 
in the pinch for the season, which is the best mark in the American League…also lead the AL in doubles (7), 
walks (13), on-base percentage (.387) and slugging percentage (.500) and are third in RBI (16). 

THE LONG BALL: Josh Reddick has 29 home runs and Yoenis Céspedes has 19…the A’s have not had two 
players hit 20 or more home runs since 2007 (Cust and Swisher)…have 90 home runs since the All-Star Break, 
which is second most in the majors (CWS, 93)…have 173 home runs overall, which ranks seventh in the 
American League but is ninth in the majors…it is a 51.8% increase over last year’s total of 114…the A’s are 71-
35 (.670) when they homer, including 36-11 (.766) with two or more homers. 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s lost last night, 2-1, in 10 innings…however, have won 14 of their last 18 one-run 
games and are now 22-16 (.579) in one-run decisions overall, which is the fourth best record in the American 
League…are 9-4 (.692) in extra inning games…have the second most extra inning wins in the AL and the 
second best record…11 of the A’s 13 extra inning games have lasted more than 10 innings…have a Major 
League leading 13 “walk-off” wins…are 20-12 in games decided in the last at bat…the 20 wins are second 
most in the AL to Baltimore (22)…are 26-24 in games decided in the seventh inning or later. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-3 on this 10-game road trip to Detroit (1-2), New York (0-1) and Texas (four 
games), their final trip of the season…went 6-1 on the last road trip to Seattle (3-0) and Los Angeles (3-1)…it 
marked the A’s second consecutive 6-1 trip, which ties for the sixth best road trip in Oakland history…are 41-34 
(.547) on the road, which is the third best road record in the AL…have clinched a winning record on the road for 
the first time since 2006 (44-37)…went 2-1 on their last homestand, a brief three-game stand against 
Baltimore…are 44-31 (.587) at home, which is the fourth best home record in the AL and the second best home 
record by an A’s team over the last six years (47-34 in 2010). 

ROOKIES: The A’s currently have 14 rookies on the roster…have used 18 rookies overall, which is second 
most in the majors to the Cubs (20)…11 of the 18 have been pitchers and they have combined for an Oakland 
record 259 games pitched…have 42 wins, which is two short of the record of 44 set in 2009…have 547 
strikeouts, which is second best to the record of 618 in 2009…have 669.0 innings, which is third best behind 
780.2 innings in 2009 and 736.2 innings in 1983. 

SIX SERIES IN SIX CITIES: The A’s are 9-5 during this 20-game stretch where they will play 17 of 20 games 
on the road…two of the six teams the A’s will face over this stretch are currently in first place in their division 
(Texas, New York), one has sole possession of the first Wild Card slot (Baltimore), one is 1½ games out in its 
division (Detroit) and another is 3½ out in the Wild Card race (Los Angeles)…the stretch began with a seven-
game trip to Seattle and Los Angeles, continued with a three-game series at home against Baltimore and 
concludes with this 10-game road trip to Detroit, New York and Texas.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 22nd appearance and 12th start since 
he was claimed off waivers from San 
Francisco May 15…it is his 26th 
appearance overall this year…the A’s are 
7-5 (.583) in his starting assignments and 
his teams are 10-10 (.500) in his 
career…has tossed six or more innings in 
five of his 12 starts, allowed two runs or 
fewer seven times and walked two batters 
or fewer 10 times. 

BRIEFLY: Has appeared in just seven 
games since the start of August (five relief 
appearances, two starts) and is 2-0 with a 
3.96 ERA (11 er in 25.0 ip) and .217 (20 
for 92) opponents batting average over 
that span…began the season at Triple-A 
Fresno and was 3-0 with a save and a 
0.39 ERA in four games, three starts, before he was selected by San Francisco May 1…posted a 9.00 ERA 
and .333 opponents batting average in four relief appearances with San Francisco before he was 
designated for assignment May 13…was claimed off waivers by the A’s May 15 and did not allow an earned 
run in three relief appearances (6.0 ip) before making his first start May 28…made seven consecutive starts 
before pitching in relief in the second to last game before the All-Star Break…returned to the rotation July 
18 and went 1-1 with a 4.67 ERA before moving to the bullpen August 3 when Straily was promoted...has 
made two spot starts since then. 

STARTING AND RELIEVING: Is 4-3 with a 3.97 ERA (31 er in 70.1 ip) in 12 starts and 1-0 with a 2.86 ERA 
(9 er in 28.1 ip) in 13 relief appearances…first batters faced are 2 for 12 (.167) with a sacrifice hit in his 
relief appearances and he has allowed 1 of 7 (14.3%) inherited runners to score…had eight career 
appearances entering this season and all were starts…is 5-6 with a 5.74 ERA (67 er in 105.0 ip) in 20 
career starts. 

PICKED OFF: Ranks second in the American with seven pickoffs…opponents are 2 for 6 (33.3%) in stolen 
base attempts…has been charged with two balks, which is tied for second in the AL. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has issued 23 of his 27 walks to right-handed hitters…has allowed six home runs 
in his last nine games (37.0 ip) after surrendering just one home run over his first 16 contests (61.2 ip)…six 
of the seven home runs have been hit by right-handers. 

ALMOST EIGHT YEARS: Was the winning pitcher June 15 against San Diego, his first Major League win 
since he defeated Seattle in his Major League debut July 1, 2004…the span of seven years, 350 days 
between wins is the longest since Vicente Romo went 8 years and 3 days between victories from July 16, 
1974 to July 19, 1982…it is the fourth longest streak by a pitcher in the expansion era (since 1961) behind 
Jim Bouton (8 years, 65 days), Romo and Joe Grzenda (7 years, 362 days)…the win snapped a career-high 
five-game losing streak dating back to July 7, 2004. 

2012 START-BY-START: Had a no decision in the A’s 5-4 loss at Minnesota May 28…left with a 3-1 lead 
but Norberto allowed two runs in the sixth inning for the blown save…it was his first Major League start 
since September 29, 2007…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 6-3 loss to Texas June 5 in Oakland…allowed 
a career-high tying seven hits…lost his second consecutive start in the A’s 4-3 loss at Arizona June 
10…allowed three runs, two earned, in the first inning on a fielders choice and a two-run single by Hill…the 
A’s scored twice in the fourth to make the score 3-2 but he allowed a RBI single to Kubel in the fifth…was 
the winning pitcher in the A’s 10-2 win over San Diego June 15 in Oakland…allowed a RBI single to 
Quentin in the first inning and a RBI single to Denorfia in the second but retired 12 of the final 14 batters he 
faced…had a no decision in the A’s 4-1 win over Los Angeles (NL) June 21 in Oakland…tossed a career-
high 8.0 innings…retired each of the first 10 batters and 12 of the final 13…Kershaw limited the A’s to a run 
over eighth innings and Blackley was relieved by Cook to start the ninth with the scored tied at 1-1…had a 
no decision in the A’s 3-2 loss at Seattle June 26…faced the minimum over his final four innings thanks to a 
pickoff and grounded into double play…the A’s scored twice in the seventh inning to tie the game but Miller 
allowed a run in the eighth for the loss…was the winning pitcher in the A’s 3-1 win at Texas July 1…allowed 
a career-high tying seven hits…had two pickoffs…retired 12 of the final 14 batters he faced…had a no 
decision in the A’s 4-3 win over Texas July 18 in Oakland…blanked the Rangers on two hits and a walk 
over the first four innings to extend his scoreless streak to a career-high 11.0 innings…left trailing 2-1…the 
A’s tied the game with two in the seventh to get him off the hook and Hicks homered in the ninth for the 
win…extended his winning streak to a career-high three games in the A’s 7-2 win at Toronto July 
24…struck out a career-high eight batters…had a 2-0 lead when he allowed a leadoff home run to Snider in 
the bottom of the third…it was his first home run allowed since May 28…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 6-
1 loss at Baltimore July 29…the A’s were held to a run on seven hits by Chen and the Orioles bullpen…had 
a no decision in the A’s 9-7 win at Chicago August 11…left with a 6-5 lead but Norberto allowed a run in 
the sixth inning for the blown save. 
LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 8-4 win at Cleveland August 29…allowed a leadoff 
home run to Donald in the third inning followed by a Cabrera triple…Cabrera scored on a Kipnis ground out, 
but those were the only two runs he would allow in 5.2 innings…the A’s scored three times in the fourth and 
once in the sixth and he left with a 4-2 lead. 

LAST TWO RELIEF APPEARANCES: Tossed 3.0 scoreless innings in relief September 5 against Los 
Angeles after Brandon McCarthy was struck in the head by a line drive…allowed just one hit and walked 
two while striking out two…did not pitch again until September 16 against Baltimore when he relieved Straily 
with two outs in the fifth inning, the bases loaded and the A’s trailing 4-2…got Machado to ground out to end 
that threat and also recorded one out in the sixth…pitched 0.2 innings and allowed one hit and one walk. 

BLACKLEY vs. NEW YORK: Is making his first career appearance. 

WITH FRESNO: Was 3-0 with a save and a 0.39 ERA in four games, three starts, with Triple-A Fresno in 
the San Francisco organization…walked just three batters in 23.1 innings (1.16 per nine innings) and 
allowed one home run…allowed a .163 opponents batting average, including .153 (9 for 59) against right-
handed hitters and .190 (4 for 21) against left-handed hitters…opponents were 1 for 27 (.037) with runners 
on base, including 0 for 11 with runners in scoring position. 

 
 

TOMORROW’S PROBABLE STARTING PITCHER 
 

RHP A.J. Griffin (6-1, 2.45 ERA): Is scheduled to make his 13th start of the season and his career…was charged with his first loss of the season in 
his last start after starting his career 6-0…is the first pitcher in Oakland history to start his career 6-0…since 1927, the only Athletics pitcher to begin 
his career at least 6-0 is Jim Nash, who went 7-0 over his first nine career starts in 1966…the six-game winning streak matched the longest by an 
Athletic this year (McCarthy, April 27-June 19)…has walked two batters or fewer in each of his first 12 starts, which is the longest streak to start a 
career by an Athletics starting pitcher since at least 1918…was the winning pitcher in his only career start against New York, a 4-3 A’s win in 
Oakland earlier this year on July 19…shutout the Yankees on three hits over the first five innings and retired 11 straight through the end of the fifth 
inning…had a 4-0 lead when he allowed two runs in the sixth inning on a Teixeira sacrifice fly and a Swisher RBI single.
