ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost five of the last seven games after winning eight of the previous nine games and 17
of the previous 21...are 86-66 (.566) for the season, which is the fourth best record in the American League...it
is the A’s best record after 152 games since they were 89-63 in 2006...have clinched a winning record for the
first time since 2006 (93-69)...the 86 wins are 12 more than last year, which is the A’s biggest improvement
since 1998-99 when they went from 74 wins to 87...are in second place in the AL West and trail Texas by four
games...are in sole possession of the second Wild Card slot, one game behind first place Baltimore but 2%
games ahead of third place Los Angeles...have held at least a share of a playoff spot each of the last 33 days
(since August 22) and 53 of the last 65 (since July 21)...have the best record in the majors since the start of
July (49-24) and since June 2 (64-36), the date the A’s shapped their season-high nine game losing
streak...have the best record in the AL since the All-Star Break (43-23)...in the West, have spent one day tied
for first this year, 83 days in second, 11 days tied for second, 54 days in third, eight days tied for third and 11
days in fourth.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s won yesterday afternoon, 5-4, their third consecutive game decided by one run...have
lost two of those three games but have won 15 of their last 20 one-run games...are 23-17 (.575) in one-run
decisions overall, which is the fourth best record in the American League...are 9-5 (.643) in extra inning
games...have the second most extra inning wins in the AL and the fourth best record...12 of the A’'s 14 extra
inning games have lasted more than 10 innings...including a 14-inning contest that lasted 5 hours, 43 minutes
Saturday afternoon in New York, which was the second longest time of game in Oakland history (6:00, at New
York, August 9, 2002)...have a Major League leading 13 “walk-off” wins...are 20-13 in games decided in the
last at bat...the 20 wins are second most in the AL to Baltimore (24)...are 26-25 in games decided in the
seventh inning or later.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have not factored in the decision in the past four games to snap a
23-game streak in which starters recorded the decision...that was the second longest streak by an A’s team
since 1980...had a 26-game streak from August 22-September 19, 2010...have tossed fewer than five innings
in six of the past seven games...including a four-game stretch September 16-20, which was the first time A’s
starting pitchers tossed fewer than five innings in four straight games since May 18-21, 1996...have a 3.76 ERA
(380 er in 909.0 ip) for the season, which is second lowest in the AL...have allowed the fewest home runs in the
AL (94).

PITCHING: The A’s have allowed 47 runs, 44 earned, in 65.2 innings (6.03 ERA) over the past seven games
after yielding just 21 runs, 19 earned, over their previous nine games (80.0 ip, 2.14 ERA)...however, have a
3.50 ERA for the season, which ranks second in the American League...the last time the A’s finished the
season with an ERA under 3.56 was in 1990 (3.18)...are tied for the most pickoffs in the AL (21), have allowed
the second fewest home runs (137), rank second in opponents slugging percentage (.378), third in shutouts
(13) and fourth in batting average (.246) and on-base percentage (.307).

OFFENSE: The A’s have scored the second most runs in the American League since the All-Star Break with
332 (66 games, 5.03 per game)...were last in the AL in runs before the break (319, 3.71 per game)...have been
shut out 16 times, which is tied with Miami for the most in the majors...it is also the third highest total in Oakland
history and the most since 1979 (17)...the record is 19 in 1978...are batting .249 (578 for 2318) since the All-
Star Break after hitting a Major League low .225 before the break...are batting .236 overall, which is second
lowest in the majors...the lowest batting average in Oakland history is .236 in 1982...have the third lowest on
base percentage in the AL (.309) but rank third in walks (515)...lead the majors in pitches per plate appearance
(3.98)...A’s pinch hitters are batting an AL leading .288 (23 for 80)...pinch hitters also lead the AL in doubles
(7), walks (13), on-base percentage (.385) and slugging percentage (.488) and rank third in RBI (16).

STRIKEOUTS: The A’s have struck out 1296 times this season, which is an on-going Athletics franchise record
(previous: 1226 in 2008)...it is also the second highest single season total in American League history...the AL
record is 1324 by Tampa Bay in 2007...the 1296 strikeouts are the most in the majors.

THE LONG BALL: Josh Reddick has 29 home runs and Yoenis Céspedes has 20...it marks the first time since
2007 that two Oakland players have hit 20 home runs in the same season (Cust and Swisher)...have 95 home
runs since the All-Star Break, which is the most in the majors...have 178 home runs overall, which ranks
seventh in the American League but is ninth in the majors...it is a 56.1% increase over last year's total of
114...the A’s are 72-36 (.667) when they homer, including 36-12 (.750) with two or more homers.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-4 on this 10-game road trip to Detroit (1-2), New York (1-2) and Texas (four
games), their final trip of the season...went 6-1 on the last road trip to Seattle (3-0) and Los Angeles (3-1)...it
marked the A’s second consecutive 6-1 trip, which ties for the sixth best road trip in Oakland history...are 42-35
(.545) on the road, which is the third best road record in the AL...have clinched a winning record on the road for
the first time since 2006 (44-37)...went 2-1 on their last homestand, a brief three-game stand against
Baltimore...are 44-31 (.587) at home, which is the fourth best home record in the AL and the second best home
record by an A’s team over the last six years (47-34 in 2010).

ROOKIES: The A’s currently have 14 rookies on the roster...have used 18 rookies overall, which is second
most in the majors to the Cubs (20)...11 of the 18 have been pitchers and they have combined for an Oakland
record 266 games pitched...have 42 wins, which is two short of the record of 44 set in 2009...have 558
strikeouts, which is second best to the record of 618 in 2009...have 682.2 innings, which is third best behind
780.2 innings in 2009 and 736.2 innings in 1983.

SIX SERIES IN SIX CITIES: The A’s are 10-6 during this 20-game stretch where they will play 17 of 20 games
on the road...two of the six teams the A’s will face over this stretch are currently in first place in their division
(Texas, New York), one has sole possession of the first Wild Card slot (Baltimore), one is one game out in its
division (Detroit) and another is 2% out in the Wild Card race (Los Angeles)...the stretch began with a seven-
game trip to Seattle and Los Angeles, continued with a three-game series at home against Baltimore and
concludes with this 10-game road trip to Detroit, New York and Texas.
