20 VISION...Justin Smoak hammered his career-high 19th homer Wednesday, his third in two
games, and needs just one more for his first 20 homer season...Seattle has not had a 20-homer guy
since 2009, when Russell Branyan (31) and Jose Lopez (25) each turned the trick...2010 and 2011
were the first seasons since 1983 (when Pat Putnam led w/19) that Seattle has failed to have at least
one player reach 20 homers.
