A’s vs. RANGERS 
 

The A’s lead the season series 9-
8…went 4-6 in Texas and are 5-2 
in Oakland…have hit 25 home 
runs against the Rangers, which is 
their most against any team since 
hitting 28 against Texas in 
2004…have lost five of the 
previous six season series and are 
60-71 (.458) against Texas over 
that span (since 2006)…the only 
season series win over that span 
was in 2009 (11-8)…are 301-315 
all-time against the Texas 
Rangers…that breaks down to 
161-146 in Oakland and 140-169 
in Texas…have an all-time record 
of 398-397 against the 
Rangers/Senators 

 

TODAY’S TIDBITS 
 

The A’s currently have 15 rookies 
on the roster…have used 19 
rookies overall, which is second 
most in the majors to the Cubs 
(20) and second most in Oakland 
history (21 in 2008)…12 of the 19 
have been pitchers, which ties the 
Oakland record for most rookie 
pitchers set in 2009…all five 
pitchers currently in the A’s 
starting rotation are rookies (see 
page 2 for more info)…A’s rookies 
have combined for 52 wins and 55 
home runs…according to the Elias 
Sports Bureau, the A’s are just the 
second team in Major League 
history to have rookies combine 
for at least 50 wins and 50 home 
runs in the same season (2006 
Marlins, 50 W/112 HR).  

Jarrod Parker recorded his 13th 
win of the season yesterday, tying 
the Oakland rookie record set by 
Tommy Milone earlier this 
year…the A’s are the first team to 
have two rookies with 13 or more 
wins since the 1952 Brooklyn 
Dodgers (Black 15, Loes 13).

Series…in 2001 Miguel Tejada 
hits his 30th home run of the 
season, making the A’s the first 
team in major league history to 
have both their shortstop and third 
baseman (Eric Chavez) hit 30 
home runs.

ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have won four straight and six of the last seven games to improve to a season-high 24 
games over .500 at 92-68…this marks the first time the A’s have been 24 games over 500 since they finished 
the 2006 season 93-69…that was also the last time the A’s had a winning record…have not been 25 games 
over since September 28, 2006 (92-67)…with the win last night, the A’s pulled to within one game of Texas, the 
closest they have been to first place in the American League West since April 6, the A’s third game of the 
season, when they were also one back…have held a share of first place one day this season and that was on 
March 29 after they beat Seattle in the second game of the season in Tokyo to tie the Mariners with a 1-1 
record…the A’s trailed Texas by 13 games on June 30…have gone a Major League best 55-26 (.679) since 
then while Texas has gone 43-38 (.531)…only four teams in Major League history have come back from a 
deficit of 13 or more games to win a pennant or division title: the 1914 Boston Braves (-15 through July 4), the 
1978 New York Yankees (-14 through July 18), the 1951 New York Giants (-13 through August 10) and the 
1995 Seattle Mariners (-13 through August 1)…the A’s are tied for the third best record in the AL…won just 74 
games last year and the 18-win improvement is third largest in Oakland history…had a 29-win turnaround from 
1979 (54-108) to 1980 (83-79) and a 23-win improvement from 1987 (81-81) to 1988 (104-58)…this is the 16th 
time in Oakland history the A’s have won 90 or more games…only the Yankees (23) and Braves (16) have as 
many as 16 seasons with 90 or more wins since 1968…have the best record in the majors since the All-Star 
Break (49-25, .662) and since June 2 (70-38, .648), the date the A’s snapped their season-high nine game 
losing streak…in the West, have spent one day tied for first this year, 92 days in second, 11 days tied for 
second, 54 days in third, eight days tied for third and 11 days in fourth. 

PLAYOFFS: The A’s clinched their first playoff appearance since 2006 with the win last night…this will be the 
24th postseason appearance in franchise history, which includes 16 with Oakland and eight with 
Philadelphia…only the Yankees (51) and Dodgers (26) have more, although the Cardinals would reach 
postseason for the 25th time with a Wild Card berth this year…the clinching win came in game 160, which is the 
second latest game in a season that the A’s have clinched a playoff berth…the latest was in 2000 when they 
clinched the West in game 161, which was the final game of the season that year…the A’s can win the 
American League West by winning each of the remaining two games…can clinch at least home field advantage 
for the Wild Card game with a win tonight and a Baltimore loss…would win a tiebreaker with Baltimore as the 
A’s won the season series, 5-4…also would win a tiebreaker with New York…split the season series 5-5 but 
would have a better intradivision record…are currently 31-24 (.564) against the West while New York is 39-31 
(.557) against the East…the A’s can clinch the number one seed in the playoffs by winning each of the last two 
games and the Yankees losing one more game…the only seed the A’s can’t have is the number three seed. 

THE LONG BALL: The A’s have hit a Major League leading 110 home runs since the All-Star Break 
(Baltimore, 107)…those are the second most post-break home runs in Athletics history…the record is 127 in 
1999…have 193 home runs for the season, which ranks sixth in the American League and seventh in the 
majors…it is eighth most in Athletics history (7th is 197 in 1997, t-5th is 199 in 1987 and 2001)…hit just 114 
home runs last year and the increase of 79 home runs is second most in Athletics history to an 86 home run 
increase from 1998 (149) to 1999 (235)…have three players with 20 or more home runs for the first time since 
2006 (Chavez, Swisher, Thomas)…have eight players with 10 or more home runs, which is tied for second 
most in Athletics history (nine in 2000)…the A’s are 76-38 (.667) when they homer, including 40-14 (.741) with 
two or more home runs. 

PITCHING: The A’s rank second in the American League with a 3.50 ERA…the last time the A’s finished the 
season with an ERA under 3.56 was in 1990 (3.18)…lead the AL in pickoffs (23), have allowed the second 
fewest home runs (147), rank second in opponents batting average (.246), slugging percentage (.379) and on-
base percentage (.307) and third in shutouts (13)…A’s starting pitchers have a 3.78 ERA (399 er in 949.1 ip), 
which ranks third in the AL…have issued the fewest walks (249) and have the second fewest home runs 
(102)…starters are averaging 2.36 walks per nine innings, which matches the lowest mark by A’s starters since 
at least 1921 (2.36 in 1974). 

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .238, which is second lowest in the American League…the last team to reach 
the postseason while batting under .242 is the 1968 Detroit Tigers, who hit .235 en route to an AL best 103-59 
record in the final season before divisional play began…the A’s .238 batting average is currently second lowest 
in Oakland history (.236 in 1982, .239 in 1979)…have the third lowest on-base percentage in the AL (.310) but 
the fourth most walks (544)…rank second in the AL in runs scored since the All-Star Break with 379 (74 games, 
5.12 per game)…were last in the AL in runs before the break (319, 3.71 per game)…have been shut out 16 
times, which is second most in the majors (Miami, 17)…it is also the third highest total in Oakland history and 
the most since 1979 (17)…the record is 19 in 1978…have set an AL record with 1372 strikeouts…broke the 
previous mark of 1324 set by Tampa Bay in 2007…the strikeouts are fourth most in Major League history 
(Arizona 1529 in 2010, Milwaukee 1399 in 2001, Florida 1375 in 2010). 

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed 12 errors in the last 10 games, which has led to six unearned 
runs…have 108 errors for the season, which is third most in the American League…however, have just 44 
unearned runs, which is fourth fewest in the AL. 

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s have a Major League leading 14 “walk-off” wins, which is one short of the Oakland 
record of 15 set in 2004…have six “walk-off” home runs, which ties the Oakland record set in 2004…11 different 
players have delivered a game-ending RBI…are 23-14 in games decided in the last at bat and rank second in 
the American League in last at bat wins (Baltimore, 24)…have won 17 of their last 23 one-run games and are 
25-18 (.581) for the season, which is the third best record in the AL…are 11-5 (.688) in extra inning games, 
which is the second best record in the AL…have the second most extra inning games…are 29-26 in games 
decided in the seventh inning or later. 

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 4-0 on the final homestand of the season against Seattle (3-0) and Texas (1-
0)…are 48-31 (.603) at home, which is the fourth best home record in the AL and the best mark by an A’s team 
since 2006 (49-32)…went 4-6 on the last road trip to Detroit (1-2), New York (1-2) and Texas (2-2)…finished the 
season 44-37 (.543) on the road, which was the A’s first winning road record since 2006 when they also went 
44-37…are tied for the fourth best road record in the AL.

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make 
his 24th appearance and 15th start since 
he was claimed off waivers from San 
Francisco May 15…it is his 28th 
appearance overall this year…the A’s are 
7-7 (.500) in his starting assignments and 
his teams are 10-12 (.455) in his 
career…has tossed six or more innings in 
five of his 14 starts, allowed two runs or 
fewer seven times and walked two batters 
or fewer 11 times. 

BRIEFLY: Has appeared in just nine 
games since the start of August (five relief 
appearances, four starts) and is 2-1 with a 
6.11 ERA (19 er in 28.0 ip) and .270 (30 
for 111) opponents batting average over 
that span…began the season at Triple-A 
Fresno and was 3-0 with a save and a 
0.39 ERA in four games, three starts, 
before he was selected by San Francisco 
May 1…posted a 9.00 ERA and .333 
opponents batting average in four relief appearances with San Francisco before he was designated for 
assignment May 13…was claimed off waivers by the A’s May 15 and did not allow an earned run in three 
relief appearances (6.0 ip) before making his first start May 28…made seven consecutive starts before 
pitching in relief in the second to last game before the All-Star Break…returned to the rotation July 18 and 
went 1-1 with a 4.67 ERA before moving to the bullpen August 3 when Straily was promoted. 

STARTING AND RELIEVING: Is 4-4 with a 4.79 ERA (39 er in 73.1 ip) and .259 (72 for 278) opponents 
batting average in 14 starts and 1-0 with a 2.86 ERA (9 er in 28.1 ip) and .219 (23 for 105) opponents 
average in 13 relief appearances…first batters faced are 2 for 12 (.167) with a sacrifice hit in his relief 
appearances and he has allowed 1 of 7 (14.3%) inherited runners to score…had eight career appearances 
entering this season and all were starts…is 5-7 with a 6.25 ERA (75 er in 108.0 ip) in 22 career starts. 

PICKED OFF: Ranks second in the American with seven pickoffs…opponents are 2 for 6 (33.3%) in stolen 
base attempts…has been charged with three balks, which is second most in the AL. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has issued 26 of his 30 walks to right-handed hitters…has allowed nine home 
runs in his last 11 games (40.0 ip) after surrendering just one home run over his first 16 contests (61.2 
ip)…eight of the 10 home runs have been hit by right-handers…seven home come over his first 30 pitches 
in a game…opponents are batting .235 (23 for 98) with three walks when leading off an inning. 

HOME AND AWAY: Is 2-1 with a 3.00 ERA (16 er in 48.0 ip), .216 (38 for 176) opponents batting and two 
home runs allowed in 13 games, four starts, at home…has a 3-3 record, a 5.37 ERA (32 er in 53.2 ip), .275 
(57 for 207) opponents batting average and eight home runs allowed in 14 games, 10 starts, on the road. 

ROOKIE STARTERS: The A’s have five rookies in the starting rotation (also Griffin, Milone, Parker and 
Straily)…today will mark the 13th consecutive game the A’s have started a rookie, which is the second 
longest streak in Oakland history…the record is 15 from August 1 to 16, 2009…rookies have combined for 
and Oakland record 52 wins and 837.0 innings pitched…according to the Elias Sports Bureau, those are the 
most wins and innings by rookies on a team that reached the postseason…the previous best was 69 starts 
and 720.1 innings pitched by the 1952 Brooklyn Dodgers…the 52 wins are the most by any team over the 
last 100 years (reliable rookie information is not available prior to that)…the previous high was 51 by the 
1952 Brooklyn Dodgers…rookies have also set Oakland records for appearances (312) and strikeouts 
(677)…Blackley is scheduled to make the 100th start by an A’s rookie, which is second most in Oakland 
history (116 in 2009).  

ALMOST EIGHT YEARS: Was the winning pitcher June 15 against San Diego, his first Major League win 
since he defeated Seattle in his Major League debut July 1, 2004…the span of seven years, 350 days 
between wins is the longest since Vicente Romo went 8 years and 3 days between victories from July 16, 
1974 to July 19, 1982…it is the fourth longest streak by a pitcher in the expansion era (since 1961) behind 
Jim Bouton (8 years, 65 days), Romo and Joe Grzenda (7 years, 362 days)…the win snapped a career-high 
five-game losing streak dating back to July 7, 2004. 

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 9-7 loss at Texas last Thursday…tossed just 1.0 innings, 
his shortest career outing as a starter…allowed five runs on five hits in the first inning…Kinsler led off the 
bottom of the first with a home run but he retired the next two batters…Beltre and Cruz then singled and 
advanced on a wild pitch before Young had a RBI single…Napoli followed with a two-run homer. 

BLACKLEY vs. TEXAS: Is 2-2 with a 6.85 ERA (23.2 ip, 31 h, 18 r, 18 er, 6 bb, 16 so, 3 hr) in five career 
appearances, all starts…including 1-2 with a 7.00 ERA (18.0 ip, 25 h, 14 r, 14 er, 3 bb, 12 so) in four starts 
this year…the first loss came in a 6-3 decision in Oakland June 5…allowed a career-high tying seven 
hits…retired the first six batters before the Rangers scored three times in the third inning on a two-run 
double by Kinsler and a RBI double by Hamilton…also allowed a sacrifice fly to Torrealba in the fourth and 
a RBI triple to Young in the fifth…the win came in a 3-1 victory at Texas July 1…allowed a career-high tying 
seven hits…had two pickoffs…surrendered just one run on an Andrus RBI single in the third inning…retired 
12 of the final 14 batters he faced…the A’s scored single runs in the fifth, sixth and seventh innings for the 
win…then had a no decision in the A’s 4-3 win in Oakland July 18…blanked the Rangers on two hits and a 
walk over the first four innings to extend his scoreless streak to a career-high 11.0 innings…allowed a RBI 
double to Gentry in the fifth inning but the A’s came back to tie the game in the bottom of the 
inning…allowed a RBI single to Young in the sixth and was relieved by Balfour with runners on first and 
second and one out…Balfour allowed one more run to score…the A’s tied the game with two in the seventh 
to get him off the hook and Hicks homered in the ninth for the win…then took the loss in the A’s 9-7 loss at 
Seattle September 27 (see last start above)…his other start was a win in his Major League debut on July 1, 
2004, an 8-4 Mariners win in Seattle. 

WITH FRESNO: Was 3-0 with a save and a 0.39 ERA in four games, three starts, with Triple-A Fresno in 
the San Francisco organization…walked just three batters in 23.1 innings (1.16 per nine innings) and 
allowed one home run…allowed a .163 opponents batting average, including .153 (9 for 59) against right-
handed hitters and .190 (4 for 21) against left-handed hitters…opponents were 1 for 27 (.037) with runners 
on base, including 0 for 11 with runners in scoring position.

RHP A.J. Griffin (7-1, 2.71 ERA): Is scheduled to make his 15th start of the season and his career, his seventh since being reinstated from the 
disabled list September 1…went 4-1 with a 3.09 ERA in six starts in September…tied for second in the American League in wins in 
September…his .875 winning percentage is second best in Oakland history among rookies with five or more decisions (Hiljus, 5-0 in 2011)…his 
2.71 ERA is third best among Oakland rookies with 75.0 or more innings…is 3-0 with a 0.72 ERA and .198 opponents batting average in four starts 
against AL West competition…was the winning pitcher in his last start, an 8-2 A’s win over Seattle last Friday in Oakland (5.2 ip, 4 h, 1 r, 1 er, 2 bb, 
4 so)…had a no decision in his only career start against the Rangers, a 4-3 A’s -3 loss at Texas June 29 (6.0 ip, 2 h, 2 bb, 4 so).

ROOKIE STARTERS: The A’s have five rookies in the starting rotation 
(Blackley, Milone, Parker and Straily)…today will mark the 14th consecutive 
game the A’s have started a rookie, which is the second longest streak in 
Oakland history…the record is 15 from August 1 to 16, 2009…is scheduled 
to make the 101st start by an A’s rookie, which is second most in Oakland 
history (116 in 2009)…A’s rookie pitchers have combined for an Oakland 
record 50 wins…according to the Elias Sports Bureau, the A’s are just the 
third team over the last 100 years to get 50 or more wins from rookie 
pitchers…the others are the 1952 Brooklyn Dodgers (51) and the 2006 
Florida Marlins (50)…rookies have also set Oakland records for 
appearances (302), innings pitched (814.1) and strikeouts (655)…according 
to Elias, the 1952 Dodgers hold the record for most starts (69) and innings 
pitched (720.1) by rookies on a team that reached the postseason. 

OPPONENTS BATTING: Opponents are 15 for 80 (.188) with three walks 
(.217 on-base percentage) when leading off an inning…has allowed a .351 
(13 for 37) batting average to the opponents number three hitter compared to .207 (54 for 261) against 
everyone else. 

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 3-0 with a 0.72 ERA (2 er in 25.0 ip) and .198 (18 for 91) opponents batting 
average in four starts against American League West competition compared to 4-1 with a 3.62 ERA (22 er 
in 54.2 ip) and .237 (49 for 207) opponents batting average in 10 starts against everyone else. 

DON’T WALK: Walked three batters September 23, snapping a career-opening streak of 12 consecutive 
starts with two walks or fewer…that is the longest streak to start a career by an Athletics starting pitcher 
since at least 1918…has walked just 17 batters in 79.2 innings, an average of 1.92 per nine innings…has 
64 strikeouts for a strikeout to walk ratio of 3.76. 

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to start on four days rest today…is 3-0 with a 2.26 ERA (13 er in 51.2 ip) in nine 
starts on four days rest compared to 4-1 with a 3.54 ERA (11 er in 28.0 ip) in five starts on five days rest or 
more 

BRIEFLY: Is 4-1 with a 3.09 ERA (12 er in 35.0 ip) in six starts since he was reinstated from the disabled 
list September 1…was placed on the 15-day DL August 5 with right shoulder tightness…went 1-0 with a 
4.90 ERA (7.1 ip, 7 h, 4 r, 4 er, 4 bb, 7 so) in two rehab starts with Sacramento on August 22 against Salt 
Lake and August 27 at Colorado Springs…was selected from Triple-A Sacramento June 24 after combining 
for a 6-3 record and a 2.66 ERA in 15 games, all starts, with Double-A Midland and Sacramento…made his 
Major League debut and went 3-0 with a 2.42 ERA in eight starts before going on the DL. 

CAREER OPENERS: Went 6-0 with a 1.94 ERA over his first 11 starts…according to the Elias Sports 
Bureau, since earned runs became an official stat (1912 in NL, 1913 in AL), he is just the second pitcher to 
be undefeated in at least his first 11 Major League appearances, all starts, while maintaining an ERA under 
2.00…the other is Jered Weaver, who went 9-0 with a 1.95 ERA over his first 12 starts with the Angels in 
2006…he is the first pitcher in Oakland history to start his career 6-0…since 1927, the only Athletics pitcher 
to begin his career at least 6-0 is Jim Nash, who went 7-0 over his first nine career starts in 1966…is the 
only ML pitcher since at least 1918 to allow three runs or fewer and walk two batters or fewer in each of his 
first 11 career starts…the previous best was eight by Brian Holton, who did it from September 7, 1986-June 
9, 1989 (had 112 relief appearances during that stretch)…is the first Athletics pitcher to toss at least 6.0 
innings and allow three runs or fewer in each of his first seven starts…the previous high was five by John 
Henry Johnson (1978) and Dave Hamilton (1972)…is the second Major Leaguer to do it over the last 18 
years…the other is Jered Weaver, who had nine straight with Los Angeles (AL) in 2006…is just the sixth 
pitcher since 1918 to begin his career with three consecutive outings of six or more innings and four hits or 
fewer (last: Jeremy Hellickson, TB, August 2-15, 2010)…is one of two Athletics since 1918 to begin his 
career with three consecutive no decisions, all as a starting pitcher (Willie Adams, June 11-July 31, 1996). 

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 8-2 win over Seattle last Friday in Oakland…the A’s 
scored a run in the first but he allowed a solo home run to Robinson in the second…that would be the only 
run he would allow in 5.2 innings…the A’s scored twice in the third and he was relieved by Doolittle with a 4-
1 lead and the bases load with two outs in the sixth…Doolittle got Smoak to fly out to end the inning. 

GRIFFIN vs. TEXAS: Had a no decision in his only career start, a 4-3 A’s -3 loss at Texas June 29…tossed 
6.0 shutout innings and allowed just two hits…loaded the bases on two walks and a hit with one out in the 
second but retired each of the next 13 hitters before Hamilton singled with two outs in the sixth…was 
relieved by Blevins with the A’s leading 2-0 entering the bottom of the seventh…Balfour allowed four runs in 
the eighth for the loss and Cook was charged with the blown save. 

MINORS: Combined for a 7-3 record and a 2.82 ERA (102.0 ip, 79 h, 39 r, 32 er, 18 bb, 91 so, 7 hr) in 17 
games, all starts, with Double-A Midland and Triple-A Sacramento…began the year at Midland and was 3-1 
with a  2.49 ERA in seven starts before he was promoted to Triple-A Sacramento May 11…went 3-2 with a 
2.81 ERA in eight starts with the River Cats before he was promoted to Oakland June 24…was 4-2 with a 
3.07 ERA in 10 starts overall with Sacramento…issued 18 walks in 102.0 innings, an average of 1.59 per 
nine innings…struck out 91 for a strikeout to walk ratio of 5.06…allowed a .211 opponents batting average, 
including .181 (33 for 182) against left-handed hitters compared to .238 (46 for 193) against right-
handers…surrendered just seven home runs in 102.0 innings, an average of 0.62 per nine innings.

51 games with the River Cats…the home runs were tied for second in the Pacific Coast League and 
tied for sixth in all of minor league baseball at the time of his promotion.
Started at first base June 6 against Texas…prior to that he had not started at first base since June 24, •	
2008 and had just two career appearances at first.
Homered June 7 against Texas, his first since September 2, 2009 at Cincinnati…it snapped a career-•	
high 49-game homerless streak.
Had his first career two-homer game June 12 at Colorado.•	
Homered in all three games of the Colorado series June 12-14 and had four home runs total…is the •	
first Athletic to hit four home runs in a three-game series since Geronimo Berroa against Minnesota, 
August 12-14, 1996.
Homered in four consecutive games June 12-15…it was the 20th time in Oakland history a player •	
homered in at least four straight games…hit five home runs during the stretch to become the second 
Athletic since 2000 to hit five home runs over a four-game span (Jack Cust, May 10-13, 2007).
Became the second player in Athletics history to hit six home runs in his first nine games with the •	
club (Jack Cust, 2007).
Hit six home runs in interleague play, which tied for fifth in the majors and matched the Oakland •	
interleague record set by Miguel Tejada in 2000.
Was named American League Player of the Week for the week of June 11-17…batted .348 with •	
three doubles, five home runs, 10 RBI and seven runs scored in six games…it was his first Player 
of the Week award.
Committed three errors in the sixth inning June 23 against San Francisco, tying the Major League •	
record for most errors by a first baseman in an inning…it was the seventh time, the first since Jack 
Clark did it for St. Louis on May 25, 1987…since 1984, the only other Athletic to commit three er-
rors in an inning is Kurt Abbott on May 10, 1998 vs. Chicago at shortstop.
The three errors set an Oakland record for errors in a game by a first baseman…is the first Athlet-•	
ics first baseman to commit three errors in a game since Lou Limmer on August 19, 1954 vs. New 
York.

Jarrod Parker
Was recalled from Triple-A Sacramento April 25 and had a no decision in his A’s debut, a 5-4, 14-in-•	
ning win over Chicago April 25 in Oakland…shutout the White Sox on five hits and a walks over 
the first six innings to extend his career-opening scoreless streak to 11.2 innings…Balfour allowed a 
run in the ninth inning for the blown save.
Earned his first Major League win in the A’s 5-3 victory at Boston May 1…Norberto recorded the •	
save, marking the first time A’s pitchers recorded their first win and save in the same game since Joe 
Klink saved Steve Chitren’s victory Sept. 30, 1990 at Texas.

Arizona).
Hit his 10th home run of the season July 15 at Minnesota, his fourth consecutive season with double •	
figures in home runs.
