ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Extended their home winning streak to five games Tuesday and are 6-2 at Phoenix 
Muni…have lost three straight road games and are 2-6 on the road…rank second in the majors in on-base 
percentage (.377), fourth in batting (.299) and tied for fifth in walks (67)…have struck out just 110 times, 
which is fifth fewest in the majors…the pitching staff has issued just 45 walks, which is tied with Cleveland 
for the fewest in the majors…this is the A’s 45th Spring Training in Arizona, including their 32nd consecutive 
spring in Phoenix…trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix 
since 1982…will train again in Phoenix next year before moving to a renovated Hohokam Stadium in Mesa 
in 2015…with last Friday’s rainout, the A’s are now scheduled to play 33 games this spring, not including 
the exhibition game win against Italy’s WBC team…the schedule includes 30 games in Arizona and three 
in the Bay Area against San Francisco (March 28-30)…the A’s went 15-7-2 last spring, their first spring 
with a winning record since 2008 (18-8)…it was the best record among Cactus League teams and third 
best in the majors…the 15 wins were three more than the A’s total from each of the previous two springs 
(12-21-1 in 2011, 12-17-3 in 2010), despite playing just 24 games. 

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’s have signed all their players on the 40-man roster…two of those players 
are under contract beyond the 2013 season…Hiroyuki Nakajima is signed through 2014 with a club option 
for 2015 and Yoenis Céspedes is signed through 2015…Brett Anderson has club options for 2014 and 
2015 and Coco Crisp and Chris Young have club options for 2014. 

MEDIA INFORMATION: The A’s clubhouse will be open to members of the media with proper credentials 
beginning at 8:00 am…the clubhouse may be closed at certain times for team meetings, etc…please do 
not lounge or conduct interviews in the weight room/exercise area…once the game begins, the clubhouse 
is open only to those media who need access to players who have completed their work for the day…A’s 
manager Bob Melvin will be available to the media each morning in the first base dugout following team 
stretch…Melvin will also be available in front of the dugout following the game…members of the media will 
be allowed in the dugout area and foul territory behind home plate extending down to (but not past) first 
and third base until the batting cage is removed from the field of play…at that point, all media members 
must leave the field…the A’s dugout will remain accessible to the media until 45 minutes before game 
time…still photographers and television camera crews with proper credentials must stay in assigned areas 
at all times…no roving is permitted…still photographers or television camera crews are not allowed in the 
clubhouse, training room or weight room…lunch is available for $8 to members of the media with proper 
credentials in the patio area in the right field corner.

#67 DAN STRAILY RHP (1-0, 6.75 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his fourth start of the spring…has allowed two runs in each of 
his first three starts…began the 2012 season having never pitched above Single-A but 
finished the season in the starting rotation in Oakland…led all of Minor League 
Baseball with a career-high 190 strikeouts…also went 2-1 with a 3.89 ERA in seven 
starts over two stints with the A’s…struck out 32 batters in 39.1 innings, giving him a 
combined 222 strikeouts in 191.1 innings in the majors and minors (10.44 per nine 
innings)…allowed a .237 opponents batting average, including .215 (20-for-93) 
against right-handed hitters compared to .271 (16-for-59) against left-handers…was 
named A’s Minor League Co-Pitcher of the Year along with A.J. Griffin after combining 
for a 9-7 record and a 2.78 ERA in 25 starts with Double-A Midland and Triple-A Sacramento…his 190 strikeouts are fourth most by a minor 
leaguer in Oakland history…allowed a .202 opponents batting average, which ranked 11th among full season minor leaguers.
