ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Are 7-3-1 at Phoenix Muni compared to 2-7-1 on the road…A’s pitchers have walked 
just 55 batters, which is the fewest in the majors…however, have yielded 232 hits, which is fifth 
most…have the second highest ERA (5.74) to the Angels (7.05)…the offense ranks second in the majors 
in on-base percentage (.375), tied for third in walks (88), fourth in batting (.285), tied for fifth in doubles 
(50) and sixth in runs (130)…have hit nine home runs in three games over the last two days after tallying 
just four round trippers over the previous nine contests…this is the A’s 45th Spring Training in Arizona, 
including their 32nd consecutive spring in Phoenix…trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to Scottsdale in 
1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982…will train again in Phoenix next year before moving to a 
renovated Hohokam Stadium in Mesa in 2015…the A’s are scheduled to play 33 games this spring, not 
including the exhibition game win against Italy’s WBC team earlier this spring…the schedule includes 30 
games in Arizona and three in the Bay Area against San Francisco (March 28-30)…the A’s went 15-7-2 
last spring, their first spring with a winning record since 2008 (18-8)…it was the best record among Cactus 
League teams and third best in the majors behind Toronto (24-7-1) and Detroit (20-8-5)…the 15 wins were 
three more than the A’s total from each of the previous two springs (12-21-1 in 2011, 12-17-3 in 2010), 
despite playing just 24 games. 

HOW THE A’S WERE BUILT: Of the 41 players on the A’s 40-man roster, 26 were acquired via trade and 
two off waivers (Blackley, Scribner)…four were signed as free agents (Balfour, Colón, Crisp and Moss) 
and four were non-drafted free agents (Céspedes, Figueroa, Nakajima and Ynoa)…the five players on the 
40-man roster that were drafted by the A’s are Sean Doolittle (2007, compensation pick following the 1st 
round), Grant Green (2009, 1st round), A.J. Griffin (2010, 13th round), Dan Straily (2009, 24th round) and 
Jemile Weeks (2008, 1st round).

#64 A.J. GRIFFIN RHP (1-0, 1.80 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his third start of the spring…pitched in a minor league game last 
Wednesday (4.0 ip, 6 h, 2 r, 2 er, 1 bb, 4 so)…also started at Seattle March 8 in the 
game that was cancelled in the top of the fourth because of rain (3.0 ip, 4 h, 1 r, 1 er, 0 
bb, 4 so)…began 2012 at Double-A Midland but finished the season in the starting 
rotation for Oakland…went 7-1 with a 3.06 ERA in 15 starts in his Major League debut 
with the A’s…his .875 winning percentage was the best in Oakland history and third 
best in Athletics history among pitchers with 15 or more starts…it was the second best 
mark by any ML pitcher over the last 17 years and second best by a rookie in ML 
history (since 1900) among pitchers with 15 or more starts…allowed a .236 opponents batting average, which included a .225 mark against right-
handed hitters compared to .245 against left-handers…was named the A’s Minor League Co-Pitcher of the Year with Dan Straily after combining 
for a 7-3 record, a 2.82 ERA and .211 opponents batting average in 17 games, all starts, with Midland and Triple-A Sacramento.

#48 RYAN COOK RHP (1-1, 9.64 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his sixth appearance of the spring…has not allowed a run in his last two outings, including his last appearance Friday at 
Arizona (1.0 ip, 2 so), after allowing at least two runs in each of his previous two outings…was the A’s lone representative to the American League 
All-Star team last year as a 25-year-old rookie…went 6-2 with 14 saves, a 2.09 ERA and .166 opponents batting average in 71 appearances…tied 
the Oakland rookie record for games pitched (Aaron Small, 1997) and had the third best save total…his ERA was fifth best among Oakland rookies 
with 50 or more innings…ranked second among AL rookies in saves and games pitched…however, had seven blown saves, which tied for second 
most among all AL pitchers…his save percentage of 66.7% was the lowest in the majors and tied for second lowest in Oakland history…ranked 
third among AL relievers in opponents batting average, fourth in slugging percentage (.261) and fifth in ERA. 
 

#65 PEDRO FIGUEROA LHP (0-0, 1.17 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his seventh appearance of the spring…has not allowed a run in his last four outings (5.2 ip), including his last appearance 
last Thursday against Texas (2.0 ip, 1 h, 2 so)…has not issued a walk in 7.2 innings…made his Major League debut with the A’s in 2012…had five 
separate stints with the club in his first full professional season since June, 2010 “Tommy John” surgery…posted a 3.32 ERA, holding the 
opposition to a .216 batting average in 19 relief appearances…however, issued 15 walks in 21.2 innings for a .348 opponents on-base 
percentage…his opponents batting average included a .179 mark against left-handed hitters compared to .239 against right-handers…allowed a 
.120 average with runners in scoring position…allowed 2-of-12 (16.7%) inherited runners to score…was also 0-2 with a save, a 2.62 ERA and .212 
opponents batting average in 32 relief appearances with Sacramento in his Triple-A debut…surrendered just one home run in 44.2 innings. 
 

#47 PAT NESHEK RHP (2-0, 0.00 ERA) 
 

Is scheduled to make his seventh appearance of the spring…has not allowed a run in his first six outings (6.0 ip), including his last appearance 
Friday at Arizona (0.2 ip, 2 h)…opponents are 4 for 20 (.200)…has not allowed a run in 16 games over the last two springs (15.0 ip)…was acquired 
from the Baltimore Orioles organization Aug. 3, 2012 for cash considerations after going 3-2 with 11 saves and a 2.66 ERA in 35 appearances at 
Triple-A Norfolk…then went 2-1 with a 1.37 ERA and .147 opponents batting average in 24 appearances with the A’s…the ERA and opponents
