ABOUT THE A’S: Played to their third tie of the spring last night against the White Sox, matching the most
by an A’s team since moving to Arizona in 1969 (also 2010)...all three ties have come over the last eight
games and all have lasted nine innings...are 3-8-1 on the road compared to 7-4-2 at Phoenix Muni...A’s
pitchers have walked just 68 batters, which is second fewest in the majors...however, have yielded 278
hits, which is fourth most...have the second highest ERA (5.85) to the Angels (7.26)...the offense is tied
for second in the majors in walks (104), tied for third in on-base percentage (.370), ranks fifth in doubles
(59) and sixth in batting (.288) and hit by pitches (13)...have hit 12 home runs over the last seven games
after tallying just four round trippers over the previous nine contests...this is the A’s 45" Spring Training in
Arizona, including their 32" consecutive spring in Phoenix...trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to
Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982...will train again in Phoenix next year before
moving to a renovated Hohokam Stadium in Mesa in 2015...the A’s are scheduled to play 33 games this
spring, not including the exhibition game win against Italy’s WBC team earlier this month...the schedule
includes 30 games in Arizona and three in the Bay Area against San Francisco (March 28-30)...the A’s
went 15-7-2 last spring, their first spring with a winning record since 2008 (18-8)...it was the best record
among Cactus League teams and third best in the majors behind Toronto (24-7-1) and Detroit (20-8-
