ABOUT THE A’S: Are 4-0-1 over the last five games and are above .500 for the first time this spring at 13-
12-3...went 15-7-2 last spring, which was the A’s first spring with a winning record since 2008 (18-8)...A’s
pitchers have walked just 73 batters, which is the fewest in the majors ahead of Cleveland (74)...however,
have yielded 311 hits, which is sixth most...have the third highest ERA (5.79)...the offense ranks second
in the majors in walks (121) and on-base percentage (.376), tied for fourth in batting (.294) and tied for
sixth in hit by pitches (13)...have hit 19 home runs over the last 10 games after tallying just four round
