ABOUT THE A’s 
 

ABOUT THE A’S: Have a spring best five-game winning streak and are 6-0-1 over the last seven 
games…are 15-12-3 overall and need one more win to clinch a winning spring for the second consecutive 
season (went 15-7-2 last year)…have not posted a winning record in consecutive springs since 2007 (17-
12-2) and 2008 (18-8)…A’s pitchers have walked just 78 batters, which is the fewest in the 
majors…however, have yielded 331 hits, which is fifth most…have the second highest ERA (5.71)…the 
offense ranks second in the majors in walks (127) and on-base percentage (.378), fourth in batting (.297), 
tied for fourth in doubles (69) and fifth in slugging (.479)…have hit 21 home runs over the last 12 games 
after tallying just four round trippers over the previous nine contests…the A’s have three ties, which match 
the most by an A’s team since moving to Arizona in 1969 (also 2010)…all three ties have lasted nine 
innings…went 10-4-2 at Phoenix Muni and are 5-8-1 on the road…this was the A’s 45th Spring Training in 
Arizona, including their 32nd consecutive spring in Phoenix…trained in Mesa from 1969-78, moved to 
Scottsdale in 1979 and have been in Phoenix since 1982…will train again in Phoenix next year before 
moving to a renovated Hohokam Stadium in Mesa in 2015…the A’s are scheduled to play 33 games this 
spring, not including the exhibition game win against Italy’s WBC team earlier this month.

Milwaukee…has three home runs, which does not include a two-homer game in the rainout March 8 at 
Seattle…Nate Freiman was claimed off waivers from Houston Saturday and is 3 for 12 (.250) with a hit by 
pitch in four games with the A’s (three at first base, one at designated hitter)…hit .278 (10 for 36) with a 
home run and seven RBI in 19 games this spring with the Astros…has appeared exclusively at first base 
on defense (15 games)…John Jaso is 3 for 11 (.273) with two triples over his last three games after going 
1 for 10 over his previous six games…now has three triples overall, which is tied for second in the 
CL...Jed Lowrie is 11 for 35 (.314) with three doubles, three home runs and 11 RBI over his last 13

Is scheduled to make his sixth start of the spring…has walked one batter or fewer in 
each of his five starts and has issued just three walks in 18.2 innings…went 13-10 
with a 3.74 ERA in a team-leading 31 starts for Oakland in 2012…also led the A’s in 
innings pitched (190.0), had the only complete game and tied for the team-lead in 
wins…fellow rookie Jarrod Parker also won 13 games, both setting an Oakland record 
for wins by a rookie…struck out 137, which was the fourth best rookie total in Oakland 
history and the sixth best in Athletics history…also tied for the fifth most games started 
by an Oakland rookie (31) and was sixth in innings pitched (190.0)…tied for the lead 
among Major League rookies in complete games…tied for second among American 
League rookies in wins and games started, ranked third in innings pitched and was 
fifth in strikeouts…his ERA ranked third among AL rookies with 130 or more innings.
