PILING UP THE PUNCHOUTS WITH THE TIGERS: Scherzer has fanned 596 batters with the Tigers since the beginning of the
2010 season. He is second among all American League pitchers with 9.20 strikeouts per nine innings during that stretch.

ROUGH ON THE RIGHTIES: Scherzer has limited righthanded batters to a .233 batting average (335x1437) during his major
league career. Lefties are hitting .272 (444x1632) with Scherzer on the mound.

WINNING AGAINST THE AL WEST: Scherzer is making the 21st start of his career against a team from the American League
West this evening. In his previous 20 starts, he is 12-3 with a 3.14 ERA (120.1IP/42ER) and 131 strikeouts.

RECORD AT 0O.co COLISEUM: Scherzer is making the third start of his career at O.co Coliseum tonight. In his previous two
outings, he is 1-1 with a 5.56 ERA (11.1IP/7ER). He has also made one start in the ballpark during postseason play, posting a no-
decision after allowing one unearned run over 5.1 innings of work in Game 4 of the 2012 American League Division Series.

CHECKING THE LEADER BOARDS IN 2012: Scherzer led the American League with 11.1 strikeouts per nine innings, while he
finished second with 231 strikeouts and tied for sixth with 16 wins.
