ABOUT THE A’s

ABOUT THE A'S: Snapped their four-game losing streak last night...that was just the A’s second losing streak
longer than three games over the last two years (9, May 22-June 1 of last year)...have lost six of the last 10
games since winning nine straight...are now 13-8 (.619), which is the third best record in the American League
and the best record by an A’s team after 21 games since the 1992 club also started the year 13-8 (won game
22)...have spent each of the last three days in second place in the AL West, snapping a streak of 11
consecutive days in sole possession of first and 15 consecutive days with at least a share of first...the streak of
11 consecutive days alone in first was the A’s longest since they finished the 2006 season with a 65-day
streak...for the season, have spent 13 days in sole possession of first, two days tied for first, three days in
second, three days tied for second, two days tied for fourth and one day in fifth.

LAST NIGHT: The A’s shutout the Red Sox 13-0 last night, which was their largest shutout victory over Boston
since Sept. 2, 1932 (15-0)...it was the A’s first shutout of the season...it was the 15" game of fewer than nine
innings in Oakland history and the shortest since April 16, 2002 against Seattle when the game was called after
the top of the seventh with the A’s trailing, 6-2...it was the first shutout of fewer than nine innings since April 9,
1971 when Vida Blue blanked the Royals 5-0 in a game called after the top of the sixth.

OFFENSE: The A’s scored 13 runs on 13 hits in seven innings last night after tallying seven runs on 11 hits in
27 innings over the previous three games...now have a Major League leading 119 runs scored for the
season...those are the third most runs scored in Oakland history over the first 21 games and the most since the
1996 club had 127...also lead the majors in doubles (48), walks (95), extra base hits (74) and on-base
percentage (.349) and are tied for the lead in stolen bases (19)...rank third in the American League in hits (184)
and slugging (.429)...went 6 for 15 (.400) with runners in scoring position last night after going 6 for 32 (.188)
over the first four games of the trip...have homered just three times over the last 10 games after homering in 10
consecutive games (19 home runs total) from April 2-12.

AGAINST LEFT-HANDERS: The A’s are 4-1 in games started by a left-handed pitcher compared to 9-7 in
games started by a right-hander...are batting .287 (58 for 202) against south paws overall, which is second best
in the American League...have a .247 (126 for 511) against right-handers...last year, the A’s went 30-29 (.508)
in games started by lefties and 64-39 (.621) in games started by righties.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 11-2 against American League West competition and 2-6 against
everyone else...are batting .291 (131 for 450) with 19 home runs in 13 games against the AL West compared to
.202 (53 for 263) with three home runs in eight games against the rest of baseball...the pitching staff has a 3.00
ERA (39 erin 117.0 ip) against the West compared to 5.35 (41 er in 69.0 ip) against everyone else...are 1-4 in
this 10-game stretch against the AL East (0-3 vs. Tampa Bay, 1-1 at Boston, four games vs. Baltimore)...this
stretch ends April 29 when the A’s host the Angels in a three-game series...currently have an 11-game winning
streak against AL West foes, which is tied for the A’s second longest winning streak against the West since
divisional play began in 1969...it is the longest since 1994 when the record of 13 was set (June 12-August 11).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-4 on this six-game road trip to Tampa Bay (0-3) and Boston (1-1) after going
6-0 on the first road trip against Houston and Los Angeles...are 7-4 (.636) on the road for the season, which is
the second best road record in the American League...went 4-2 on the last homestand against Detroit (1-2) and
Houston (3-0) and are 6-4 at home...return home following the game today for a seven-game homestand
against Baltimore (four games) and Los Angeles (three games)...the A’s are batting 283 (111 for 392) with 74
runs scored and 15 home runs in 11 games on the road compared to .227 (73 for 321) with 45 runs scored and
seven home runs in 10 games in Oakland...A’s pitchers have allowed six home runs in 11 games on the road
compared to 13 in 10 games in Oakland.

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 5.14 ERA (48 er in 84.0 ip) over the last 10 games after posting a 2.82
ERA over the first 11 contests...now have a 3.87 ERA for the season, which ranks seventh in the American
League...have yielded 13 home runs in the last 11 games after surrendering just six over the first 10...A’s
starting pitchers have allowed one run or fewer in three of the last six games but have two games with six or
more runs over that stretch...now have a 5.45 ERA (46 er in 76.0 ip) and .304 (91 for 299) opponents batting
average over the last 14 games after posting a 3.09 ERA and .233 opponents average over the first seven
contests...have a 4.59 ERA for the season, which ranks ninth in the AL.

THIS AND THAT: Of the A’s 21 games, 16 have lasted at least 2 hours and 59 minutes...including an Oakland
record 13 straight from April 5-19...have not played a game under 2:32 this year and have an average time of
game of 3 hours and 12 minutes...the offense ranks second the majors in pitches per plate appearance
(4.04)...are 13-1 when scoring four or more runs in a game compared to 0-7 when scoring fewer than
four...opponents have been successful in 12 of 13 (92.3%) stolen base attempts, which is tied with Seattle and
Los Angeles (AL) for the highest mark in the majors.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 2-1 in one-run games and both of the wins have
come in the last at bat...went 25-18 (.581) in one-run games last year, which was the third best record in the
American League...ranked second in the AL in last at bat wins in 2012 (23)...have one walk-off win after tallying
a Major League leading 14 last year...that win came in 12 innings, the A’s only extra inning game of
2013...went 11-5 (.688) in extra inning games last year, which was the second best record in the AL.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’'s have five players on the disabled list (Céspedes, Nakajima, Rodriguez,
Rosales, Sizemore)...Rodriguez (sprained right elbow), Rosales (strained left intercostal) and Nakajima
(strained left hamstring) began the season on the DL...Sizemore (torn left ACL) was added April 10 and
Céspedes (muscle strain in left hand) was added April 13...Rodriguez and Sizemore will both miss the
remainder of the season...the A’s have not had fewer than two players on the DL since the end of the 2006
season when they had just one...used the DL 21 times last year, the fourth time in the last six years they used it
at least 20 times.
