e Jarrod Parker has lost each of his first four decisions, which is the longest losing streak of his career (previous: 3, August 1-19, 2012).

e A’s starting pitchers are 5-8 with a 6.12 ERA (58 er in 85.1 ip) over the last 16 games...that includes 2-0 with a 1.80 ERA (4 er in 20.0 ip) in
three starts by Bartolo Col6n and 3-8 with a 7.44 ERA (54 er in 65.1 ip) by everyone else.

e Jed Lowrie (1 for 3, bb) has 31 hits and the Oakland record for most hits in the month of April is 33 (Stan Javier, 1994; Ben Grieve, 1998).
